No Hope for the British Opposition
Party.

CONDUCT OF THE WAR CRITICIZED

Ominous Action Taken by the Cam-
bridge Union in This
Connection.

London, Oct. 26.—There is no end of
eriticlsm current regarding the govern-
ment’s conduct of the war in South Af-
rica, but it emanates chiefly from those
whom Mr. Chamberlain in his speech last
night characterized as his candid friends.
The outery does not appear to strengthen
in the slightest the chances of the liberal
party.

R. C. Lehmann, who has just res.igned
the editorship of the Daily News, in an
article in this week’s Speaker admits that
De sees no hope for liberalism until it has
acquired and put forward a strong, definite
policy in regard to South Africa. To do

to the party of some of its most prominent
supporters, but he maintains that even
this i{s better than the present impotency.

One of the striking signs of discontent
within the eircles traditionally govern-
mental is found in the fact that the Cam-
bridge Union has passed a resolution that
the government alone'is responsible for
the prolongation of the war. This aristo-
eratic debating society s composed mainly
of those who are related or acquainted
with the ruling class and who have hith-
erto always warmly supported the govern-
ment’s South African policy.

Inquiries made point
to the fact that Sir Michael will remain
in office, though not very willingly, and
that no serious cabinet shake-up is lkely
to occur in the near future.

NEW YORK’S LOSS

Decrease in

¥Figures Showing the
the Grain Export Trade.

New York, Oct. 26.—Figures showing @
falling off of the grain exports trade
through the port of New York were given
before the interstate commerce commis-
sion, in session here, by J. G. Brown,
statistician of the produce exchange. The
hearing was on rates on grain and grain
products from the west. Commissioner
J. D. Youmans presided and with him was
Commissioner C. A. Prouty.

Statistician Brown presented a state-
ment of the receipts of flour, wheat and
corn at the ports of New York, Philadel-
phia, Boston, Baltimore, Norfolk and
Newport News during June, July, August
and September of this year. The receipts
in June were 8,245,000 busbels of which

New York recelved 61.7 per cent and Bdl-‘

timore 11.3 per cent.

In July the receipts were 14,783,000 bush-
els, one and three-quarters times as large
as in June, yet New York's share dropped
to 37.7 per cent, while Baltimore’s rose
to 35 per cent. In other words, New York
Jost 14 per cent and Baltimore gained 24
per cent. In August, with a movement
practically as large as in July, 13,898,000
bushels, New ?ork’s share dropped to 26.4
per cent, while Baltimore’s reached 36.1
per cent. In September the receipts were
9,000,000. New York gained slightly, re-
celving 32.2 per cent, while Baltimore
dropped to 29.4 per cent.
