white is a safe there "as" pig iron under
water." That is, of course, true, but white
'thus puts that man out of commission and
gives black a fine backup in his attack on the
double corner. The same theorizing applies
to the other Bide of the game when . black
hastens \u25a0to gat on square 21. No doubt the

temptation to make either of these squares as
waiting moves without other object has lost
many a game.

De Freest and Durgln, who had not met for
over fifteen years, had a sitting at the New
York Checker club, and the formor won. At
the conclusion of a game that went to the
latter's credit, he said: "I am glad I have
lived long enoi-gh to get a game from De
Freest." This was not intended as a joke,
but after thinking it over the onlookers de-
cided that it was a good one, for Dp Freest
is notoriously as slow as an automobile In
a snow bank.

Seasoned checker editors are suopictous
when they receive a problem or game of re-
markable brilliancy. One of the best an-
alysts of the present time seat two or three
hundred variations to a checker editor, who
waa so astounded at the beauty of the play
that he looked carefully for a defect in tho
trunk, and found It.

There are really only seven openings in
checkers: Edinburgh, Double Corner, Denny,
Kelso, Eleven-Ftfteen, Bristol, Dundee. That
la the way modern experts, look at the game.

News and Correspondence.

Dr. J. L. Ormsbee. of Springfield, Mo., who
would like to see a correspondence match be-
tween Missouri and Minnesota, writes: "At
present, I have a list of twenty players who
are ready to begin. We are arranging a
match with Texas, but wish two matches,
as we have no state tournament this win-
ter." Minnesota players who feel that they
would like to give Missouri a battle for the
correspondence championship will favor the
cause by sending their name* to E. P. El-
liott, president of the state association, or
to the chess editor of Th« Journal.

Nels Nelson, the well-known player and
problemist, of Hopkins, Minn., favors The
Journal with an original problem, and
writes: "I am very much pleased that The
Journal has resumed its chess column,
and, judging by the several issues at hand.
It will be a live and interesting department
under your guidance. Your three-mover in
last issue (two weeks ago) is properly termed
aKt and R ending. It is a very clever end-
iiit; and gave me considerable trouble (Key—
Xt to R3). We hope to organize a chess
club here this fall." Mr. Nelson is playing a
correspondence game with Mr. Colby, a strong
player, of Butte, Mont.

James H. Clark, 3110 Pillsbury avenue, for-
merly of Chicago, sends to The Journal
a 25-ceat entrance fee with a request to be
entered in the Flour City handicap tourney.
The entry fee has been turned over to P. L.
Plantin, treasurer of the tourney, and the
executive committee will enter Mr. Clark in
the proper class, after he has appeared in
person and given them an idea of his strength
of play. Mr. Clark writes of himself modest-
ly, thus: "I have never had the honor of
playing with experts at the game, but would
like an opportunity to get in touch with some,
whom 1 might possibly Interest a little bit.
I have been located in Minneapolis only a
short time, and, therefore, am comparatively
a stranger to its ins and outs." The Flour
City club members, located at Soy Nicollet,
do not pose as experts themselves, but are
glad to make the acquaintance of all comers
and give them a welcome to their club and
the tourney which is just started.

The so-called five-move end game by Sam
Lloyd, for years America's champion prob-
lemist, published in this column last week,
has been solved by W. E. Truax, of Breck-
enridge, and O. L. Foss, of Algona. lowa, In
two moves, as follows; Qto Kt3, any move;
mate. The solution as intended by the maker
was: Q to KBSch, X to Q8; Q to K6, X to
B8; Q to KB4 eh, X to Q8; Q to K4, X to
B8; Qto KKt, mate. It is too bad for our
short-cut northwestern solvers to spoil the
pretty dream of such an eminent problemist
as Sam Lloyd.

The Flour City handicap tourney, begun at
the clubrooms, 309 Nicollet, on Oct. 5, to con-
tinue until Jan. 1, is arousing strong interest.
The third week closes with about 800 games
played, with a prospect of 2,000 to 4,000 games
before the three months are over. E. P.
Elliott is in the lead thus far, both in number
of games played and percentage won, having
played. 131 games, winning 96, or 73 per cent
It is not yet too late to enter the tourney,
and Minneapolis players desiring to partici-
pate should attend and enter.

As the ending is at once original
and pretty, we give it in our problem series.)

A Twice Played Game.
It is not a common thing in chess—in fact,

this is the only instance of the kind that
has come to our notice —to find two game 3whose moves are identical from the opening
to the checkmate. Below is a short gamo, aRuy Lopez with a checkmate at the end of
sixteen moves, which the editor of this columnplayed with George Thompson of this city
in last winter's twin city tournament, and
a few weeks later played again, move for
move alike, in the local city tourney. It is
common to find two games which echo each
other for the first dozen moves; but who
knows of another game which has beenIdentically repeated through to the check-
mate? When asked why he did not vary hia
replies during the last five moves, so as to
delay the checkmate, Mr. Thomspon replied:

j "Well, it seemed to me in each case that I
I was making the best reply 1 could, and what
else can a man do? I saw no way to improve
the moves made the first time, and so I made

I them over again."
! Aside from the fact that the games re-
| peat each other, they are interesting in them-
I selves as being variations of the much played
j and long-mooted Ruy Lopez attack, which
I during the past five years has absorbed so
jmuch of the attention of the critics and ex-
jperts.

He
should force his partner on the heart, which
would allow his completion of the call which
he started at trick 1.
' Trick 6—North again plays badly, all the

trumps are now absolutely marked with East.
Trick 7—North now makes the worst play

of the three.' His underload of the club is
inexcusable, as he can count his partner for
five originally, and if he can win a trick in
the • suit, he . can do so Just as well on the
third round as on the first. - He also can count
East for not more than two clubs at.most,

aud his partner must therefore have more
chance of winning the third round than the
first or second, as but one opponent will fol-
low suit.
