Constantinople. His Jeparture failad to pro-
duce the desired effect. On the contrary, even
the quays and tubini questions, which were
settled by the sultan’s irades, remain un-
satisfied.

The sultan's irades remain unadjusted. The
internal situation in the Turkish empire de-
terred us for the time from taking drastie
measures to enforce our demands. But the
dignity of France could not permit the pres-
ent state of affairs to be prolonged indefinite-
ly. We sincerely hope the sultan will fully
appreciate the fact that we cannot any longer
be trifled with, and relieve us of taking fur-
ther steps to safeguard our interests.

The official was asked what would hap-
pen in the event of the French squadron
being ordered to seize the customs and if
the Turkish authorities resisted, and he
renlied: o "

That is a very unlikely contengency; but
it it occurs, 1 suppose we shall have to bom-
bard the port. We do not want bloodshed,
and 1 do not believe there will be any occa-
sion for it.

SCARE FOR THE SULTAN

Demonstration by Bashi Bazouks
Whose Pay Is In Arrears,
Constantinople, Oct. 31.—A mutinous

demonstration was made in front of the
admiralty offices Tuesday by 600 officers
and non-commissioned bashi bazouks,
which caused dismay among the occupants
of the Yildiz palace. The pay of those
who took part in the demonstration is
several months in arrears, and only a
promise of prompt settlement prevented
the carrying out of threats of further
action. All the troops, with the excep-
tion of the marines, are paid with fair
regularity, because they furnish the guard
at the weekly selamlik, and discontent
among them might result in serious con-
sequences to Sultan Abdul Hamid.

Wardroom Conversation.

Major Wood, Commander Potts end
Lieutenant Grant were expected to testify
relative to the wardroom copversation @m
the Massachusetts on May 31, in which
Lieutenant Sears is alleged to have spoken
of the difficulty of getting Admiral Schley
to embark on reconnaissance of the harbor
of Santiago which took place on that day.
The counsel for Admiral Schley were pre-
pared to make technical objections to most
of this testimony, and the day began with
the prospect that much of the time would
be occupied in discussing points at issue
between the counsel of the two sides of
the case. Admiral Schley probably will
not return to the witness stand for the
correction of his testimony for two or
three days,

Captain Borden sald he had clearly ob-
served the Brooklyn's loop, and speaking
of this, he said:

In the turn I fired guns on either side,
starboard and port. The smoke was very
thick at that time and during the turn I saw
rio vessels at all, although I had a plain
view out of the stern ports. I Jjudge I could
see about 500 yards diatinetly,

In reply to questions from Mr. Rayner,
he said he had seen Commodore Schley
three times during the battle and that his
bearing was “‘everything that the officers
and crew could have expected.”

Schley’'s Case Closed.

Captain Borden was excused and Mr.
Rayner said he would have no more wit-
nesses to call. He said. “May it please
the court, we have closed our case.”

Captain Parker then asked to have put
in evidence a number of documents, in-
cluding the report of the battle of July 3,
Admiral Schley made from Montevideo,
June 13, 1900. This report never has been
printed. Following is an extract from it:

In my judgment, from an unobstructed
view of the entire field of action during the
combat, the Viscaya was not more than 1,00
yards distant. My flag lieutenant, standing
at my elbow, reminded me that the distance
between the leaders of the Spanish squadron
and ourselves was approaching our tactical
diameter. "

The stadimeter, at this instant indicated 900
yards. The Brooklyn then swung to star-
board to meet what proved to be the last of
the attempts to ram the Brooklyn, for the
Vizcaya then turned square to starboard and
followed the Maria Teresa until the later's
destruction. These facts admit of no contra-
diction, for they are based upon the inde-
pendent judgment and observation of two or
more persons and upon the stadimeter in the
hands of a person skilled in its use.

Some time was consumed in presenting
this report, which was admitted.

i For Rebuttal.

Lieutenant Grant was then called as the
first witness for rebuttal. Witness was

You are calling Captain Sigshee in rebuttal,
of course?

Captain Lemley—I don’t call it rebuttal. We
called Captain Sigsbee because he is wanted
to testify.

Apparently Mr. Rayner was surprised.
He said:

Haye you the right after we have closed
the case to recall witnesses except im re-
buttal? That would lead to an interminable
case. The rule is law. You can rebut any-
thing now that we have brought out, but you
cannot call witnesses to sustain fcrmer state-
ments they have made. There is no objection
to a witness in rebuttal.

Captain Lemly—Counsel is wrong when he
says 1 closed the case. I did not close it.
I simply said ‘“We rest here,”” and I propose
to call further witness hereafter. I am only
going to call such witnesses as the court
thinks necessary in order to have the facts
before it.

He contended that this is an inquiry and
not a prosecution, and that the usual rules
of opening and closing and of rebuttal and

law were not to be followed in this case.

Admiral Dewey announced the decision
of the court, holding that witnesses may
be called at any time or recalled for the
purpose of making corrections in former
testimony or additions in the shape of
corrections. They cannot, however, re-
iterate former evidence.

Captain Lemly then continued his ex-
amination of Captain Sigsbee, who an-
swered as follows:

SUMMER T0O SHORT

Objection to Snelling as One of the
Posts for Maneuvers.

From The Journal Burenw, Room 45, Pos
Building, Wasuington.

Washington, Oct. 31.—There is an erro-
neous impression in Minnesota that the
arguments against the selection of Fort
Snelling as one of the four posts where
general maneuvers will be executed each
year are based in any degreeelon the al-
leged unhealthfulness of the northwest.
Such is not the case. It is a matter of
record in the war department that Snel-
ling is one of the most ‘healthful posts in
the country. The chief argument against
its selection for the purpose named is the
shortness of the Minnesota summer sea-
son. The army maneuvers must of neces-
sity take place out of doors, and the de-
partment thinks that points should be
chosen which will permit of the largest
amount of work. At Fort Riley, Kan., for
instance, the outdoor work could begin
in March and continue until December;
while at Snelling it could not, in the aver-
age year, begin earlier than May and
would be over by the 1st of November.
However, the question {s still open and
will not be definitely settled for secveral
months, The department also finds fault
with Fort Snelling because the military
reservation there is small, and it is
pointed out by the army engineers that
it cannot be increased save by enormous
expense. as the adjacent land is within
the city of Minneapolis, or so near the
city as to be almost beyond any price
which the government would be willing to

pay.

Incidentally the Bishop Explains the
Standing of the Rev. Gustaf

Bishop Knut Henning Gezelius von
Scheele, a high dignitary in the church of
Sweden and special envoy to the United
States of King Oscar of Sweden and Nor-
way, arrived in the city this morning, ac-
companied by his charming and popular
wife and a party of American friends. The
bishop will remain here two days and then
he will go to St. Peter to participate in
the quarter centennial jubilee of Gustavus
Adolphus college. The bishop’s party ar-
rived on the private car Minnesota, which
was placed at the disposal of the distin-
guished visitor in his travels over the
Milwaukee system, by President Roswell
Miller. In the party were Dr. and Mrs. L.
G. Abrahamson and Dr. and Mrs. M. C.
Ranseen. George R. Peck of Chicago,
general counsel for the Milwaukee road,
accompanied the bishop as a representa-
tive of the railway company.

When the Pioneer Limited pulled into
the Milwaukee station ,the following were
on hand to receive the distinguished vis-
itors: Professor and Mrs, J. S. Carlson,
Dr. and Mrs. Carl J. Petri of this city, Dr.
and Mrs. John Fremling, Vasa, Minn., Dr.
and Mrs. L. A. Johnson, St. Paul; Presi-
dent M. Wahlstrom of Gustavus Adolphus
college, St. Peter; Professor C. G. Schultz,
St. Peter; the Rev. Messrs. L. G. Berg-
strom, Winthrop; J. A. Nyvall, Moorhead;

5 Visby an Ancient City.

Bishop von Scheele’s diocese is the is-
land of Gothland in the Baltic sea and his
seat is at Visby, a most ancient and very
quaint as well as interesting city. He is
one of the brightest men in the Lutheran
church, famed as a speaker, an author
and a man of learning. He writes with
authority on theological questions, his
works being used as text books in Sweden
and Germany. He has traveled much.
This is his second visit to Minneapolis,

the first being made in 1893, when he
spoke at the old coliseum building. He
accompanied Emperor William to Jerusa-
lem and is a great favorite with the war
lord as well as with King Oscar.

His memory is remarkable. It is said
of him.that he knows the whole New
Testament by heart not only in Swedish,
but in Greek. With many literary mas-
terpieces he can repeat from memory,
Reading cver a manuscript once is all the
preparation he needs for delivering an
address, no matter of what length. Some
years ago, in welcoming the international
Y. M. C. A. to Sweden he spoke in four
different languages, and, as usual, entire-
ly without notes.

Turkey Will Oppose Repay-
ment-of Ransom.

THE PORTE'S REASONS

ABDUCTED WOMAN NEGLIGENT

Turkey Repudiates All Responsibil-
ity for the Theft of the
Missionary.

Constantinople, Oct. 31.—The Turkish
government is already preparing to resist
the anticipated demand of the United
States for repayment of the ransom neces-
sary to secure the release of Miss Ellen M.
Stone, the ebducted American missionary.
The porte répudiates all responsibility for
the kidnapping of Miss Stone and main-
tains that the United States has no claim
against Turkey, and that therefore the
latter is justified in refusing the recoup
the United States for the money expended
in her rescue.

A high Turkish official this morning said
that the Turkish resistance of any claims
would be based on these contentions:

First—That Miss Stone, although warned
of the dangers of the road, persisted in trav-
eling.

Second—That she did not notify the author-
ities of her intention in order to obtain an
escort, which precaution even the foreign
consuls always take when traveling in such
outlying, insecure districts of the empire.

Third—That the brigands who kidnapped
Miss Stone and her companion were Bulga-
rians, that the coup was planned in Bulgaria
and that sanctuary was found in Bulgarian
territory.

COMING RECEPTION

Miss Stone’s Friends Prepare to Give
Her a Welcome.

Sofia, Oct. 31.—Americans are preparing
a recepticn for Miss Stone upon her re-
lease. The Russian minister, M. Bakh-
meteff, expects a letter soon from Miss
Stone and the brigands through the envoy
sent last Friday. It is expected that Miss
Stone will be able to be present at Phil-
iphopolis on Nov. 8 at the dedication of
the new American church there. After
that she will doubtless go to the United
States to see her relatives.

Gen. Buller Threatens to Become One
—~Soldiers Angry.

London, Oct. 31.—General  Buller

threatens to blossom into a British Bou-

langer. He does not appear to court

privacy or to discountenance demonstra-
tions. He attended a theater in London
last evening and when he was recog-
nized and cheered, he rose to his feet and
bowed his acknowledgements. Outside
the building General Bulled was mobbed
by cheering crowds and the police had to
be called in to clear the street. General
Bulle rto-day proceeded to Aldershot.
The authorities are striving to keep the
hour of his leaving to-morrow a secret
from the troops in order to avoid a demon-
stration. There is no doubt that a large
section of the troops is indignant at the
genral's’ dismissal. The Highland light
infantry expressed this feeling by remov-
ing from the walls ‘of its messroom the
portrait of a distinguished field marshal,
which was kicked around the barracks,
while a portrait of General Buller was
carried around the mess in triumph.

A mass meeting of Welsh soldiers at
Cardiff to-day adopted a resolution de-
manding the resignation of Mr. Brodrick,
the war secretary for his harsh treatment
of General Buller.

MAY STOP GRINDING

Mills Must Have Cars or Curtail
Their Output.

The car situation has reached a vital
point and unless it is relieved soon local
business will be seriously handicapped. It
is impossible to get enough cars to move
out freight promptly and the flour trade
is suffering more seriously than any other
line. A prominent miller said this morn-
ing that his company is considering the
necessity of curtailing the flour produc-
tion. This company has its mills full of
flour, all of which would go out immedi-
ately if it were possible to get cars.

“With 401,000 barrels ground last week
and 392,000 for this week,” said he, ‘““the
total for the year should break all records.
It will be doubly unfortunate if we are
obliged to lessen our grinding at this
time.”

Changes Suggested in Laws
Governing Sheriff.

A REPORT MADE TO-DAY

An Exact Check Upon Sheriff’s
Office Is Desired.

C.R. TUTTLE SAID TO BE INDICTED

American Mining Investment Afigirs
Believed to Have Been
Taken Up Again., .

The grand jury came into court this
morning, returned nineteen indictments,
presented its final report and then ad-
journed without date. It is known that
the jury spent considerable time in in-
vestigating the accounts of former Sheriff
Alonzo Phillips, but no indictment was
found against him. County Attorney
Boardman refused to say this morning
whether the next grand jury, which con-
venes Monday, would be asked to look
further into the Phillips matter.

The indictments returned this morning
were not made public, but it is said that
Prometer C. R. Tuttle, whose management
of the American Mining Investment com-
pany has evoked much criticism, has been
indicted, possibly on more than one count.

The report makes numerous recom-
mendations regarding matters in the
sheriff’'s office, administers a gentle

“roast’” to the county commissioners re-
garding the poor-farm plumbing, *criti-
cizes the city administration for its lemi-
ency in allowing saloons to remain open
on Sunday in violation of the law, and
pays the usual critical tribute to the city
lock-up, which is stigmatized as a dis-
grace to the city. Here is the report:

To the Honorable Court of the Fourth Judi-
citl District, State of Minnesota:

We, the grand jury for the September term,
1901, beg to submit the following report:

We have visited the county poor farm, the
city workhouse, the city lockup and the
county jail.

POOR FARM.,

Regarding the poor farm, we would report
as follows:

We find that so far as the management of
Mr. Coburn is concerned, that the county is
to be congratulated upon having a superin-
tendent as well qualified for the position, and
have no recommendation to make regarding
the management of the poor farm.

Concerning the much-talked-of plumbing
contract, we find that the contraoctors, Charles
Wilkins & Co., have practically completed
their work and in a first-class manner, and
we belleve according to the plans and specifi-
cations, as per contract with the county
commissioners.

We believe that the proper authorities
could have saved the couuty considerable
money -by substituting good materials, of a
different manufacture, and still have had a
satisfactory job, and more in keeping with
the rest of the building and fixtures now at
said lnstitution, as it is safe to say that im
80 per cent of the homes of the taxpayers the
plumbing is of much less expensive quality
than that used in our poor farm house.

JAIL.

The jail, which is located at the top of
the courthouse, as is well known, we found
neat, light and well ventilated. Those In
charge seem to be well adapted to their posi-
tions and we have no criticism or recommen-
dation to make.

CITY LOCKUP.

It is well known that the city lockup itself
and the general physical conditions of the
premises are poor, inadequate and not im
keeping with the standard of the other public
institutions of the city of Minneapolis. The
plumbing in the building is in bad condition,
which renders it most unhealthful. This place
is a disgrace to the city and should be im-
proved or its use discontinued. It appears
to be in charge of competent officers and
the premises are as clean and well kept as
could be expected under the circumstances.

CITY WORKHOUSE.

We found the workhouse and surroundings
in a meat and well kept condition. So far as
we could judge, the food is of a substantial
and nutritious quality. We believe that fire
escapes should be placed at each end of the
second story of the woman's ward, and that
thig should be done immediately. The build-
ing is of wood, and in case of fire lives would
very probably be lost. We understand that
a new building is to be erected next year
in whicn fire escapes will be placed, but we
believe that the city is criminally negligent
in not placing fire escapes upon the present
building at once.

THE SHERIFF'S DUTIES.

" We recommend that a copy of all tax war-
rants furnished the sheriff be kept by both
the treasurer and the clerk of court, and
that before any citations are Issued, the
sheriff be required to furnish g list of the
parties from whom he has collected taxes on
the warrants, and shall report the amount
collected in each instance to the treasurer,
and that he be required to pay sald amounts
to the treasurer before citations are issued.

We recommend that after these warrants
are returned, all officers except the treasurer
be prohibited from recelving any moneys in
payment of taxes, and make it a penalty for
any officer except the treasurer to receive
the moneys after the citations are issued.
We recommend that the law be so made that
any person, after a citation has been served
upon him, and before the day of entering
judgment, shall be permitted to pay the tax,
with penalty and accumulated costs, to the
treasurer and to no other person.

We recommend that the law be so changed
that any person authorized to expend moaay
upon behalf of the county, or to incur ex-
penses upon behalf of the county, shall be
required in all instances to attach to his
claim, as presented to the board of county
commissioners, a verified voucher, executed
by the party to whom the money was paid;
and we would make it a misdemeanor for the
board of county commissioners to approve
any bill that was not accompanied by the
voucher above referred to, except rallroad
tickets and charges of a similar nature,
where the difficulty of obtaining vouchers is
self-evident.

We recommend that the law be so amended
that the coroner is not permitted to hold
an inquest except upon the written order of
the county attorney or authorized deputy,
and that this order accompany and be at-
tached to his bill when presented to the
county commissioners.

We recommend that the law be amended
