HOW THEY BOTHER AN ENEMY

The Kaunsas City Medics Are Able to
Tell—-Extract From Story
of Game,

One of the games in which the Haskell
Indians won distinction in the early fall
was that with the Kansas City medies,
whom they defeated by a score of 18 to 2.
The Haskell players had the better of the
argument from the start, and from all
accounts played a very fast game. One
account of the game says:

The medics were outplayed from the start
to the finish of the game, but never once did
they give up or lessen the vigor with which

The Indians played a magnificent game of

The interference was quick in forming, and
as pear perfect as has been seen in any game
in the west for years, and by the use of good
jJudgment Miguel was able to land the ball
direotly behind the goal posts. While these
three men were strong, the line composed of
Bain and Dubols on the one side and Red
‘Water and Haas on the other side, made
great holes for the backs and helped them
get through in every way. This was the
magnificent part of the game, the perfect
team work used by the Indians. Fallis was
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punt, but instead a straight play
made through the line.

Camp on Minnesota Football

The attention which the Minnesota team
has attracted in the east is sufficiently in-
dicated by the comment of Walter Camp,
the great football authority, in his ar-
ticle in the November number of Outing
on “Football Development in 1891.” He
writes:

For the last year or two general improve-
ment in the play of western universitity
elevens has seemed to stop, or at any rate
not to be as apparent as formerly. The ex-
ception to this rule has heen in the case of
one or two universities, Minnesota, for in-
stance, which last year, under the able work
of the athletic director, Dr. Williams, turned

«out a team which disputed with Iowa the
credit attaching to a premier position in that
seotion of the country. The Minnesota eleven
was a tremendously powerful one, with no
man on it under six feet in height, and their
work very consistent., Under Dr. Knipe, the
University of Iowa has been making steady
progress, and it was belleved last season

that this was.the only team im the middle
west able to match the Minnesota eleven.

Iowa and Minnesota both depend upon con-
centrating a mass of men quickly at a certain
point with all the power and weight possible,
While Wisconsin attacks more after the order
of the open play. Michigan had a long end
run with tackle wedge, and Chicago double
passes and more involved plays. This year
each is golng along its own accepted lines,
and for that reason it will be ‘'of especial
interest to watch developments and ses
whether eastern teams can learn amything
from the trend of affairs in the middle west.

Iowa having reached the acme of football
victory, found Minnesota, & formerly second
rated team, fighting its way te the top, too,
and that with a power unmistakable.
