St. Louis Patients Dying and Oth-
ers Afected.

CITY FURNISHFED THE MEDICINE

It Was Used iz the Treatment of
Diphtheria~Physicians Are
Panie-Stricken.

St. Louis, Oect. 31.—Four deaths have
| been reported from the use of antitoxin

furnished by the city in the treatment of
| diphtheria and two patients are dying,
{ while eight others are seriously affected,
| the physicians being as yet unable to de-
! termine whether they will terminate fa-
| tally or not. The deaths are: }
| May Baker, aged 4 and sister Bessie,
laged %; Jacob Centuria, aged 11;
!and Veronica Q’Neill, or Keenan, aged B.

Two, the physicians say, will die in a day,
| viz: Frankie Baker, 2; and Isaac Stern.
Three other children of Mrs, O'Neill are
afflicted, as are three children of Patrick
Ruane and two at the city hospital.

As the antitoxin has been freely used
'at the dispensaries and furnished to a
number of physicians there is no telling
how great the number of patients may be.
All the deaths which have occurred were
from lockiaw and these afflicted are now
suffering from tetanus. The serum was
secured by the city health department
from a horse, the animal being pronounced
perfectly sound and healthy by the phy-
sicians in charge. To-day's revelations
have caused a panic among physicians, who
are anxiously awaiting the result w\'ltth
patients on whom they had used the anti-
toxin.

FOR INCITING CRIME

Kentucky Negro Strung Up to Court-
house Steps.

Hogdenville, Ky., Oct. 31.—A mob of
fiftty or seventy-five determined citizens
came down upon this little town about 2
o'clock this morning and took from the
jail Silas Esters, a negro, charged with
foreing Granville Ward, a 15-year-old boy
of Upton, to commit a crime, and strung
him to the courthouse steps. So quietly
and systematically did the mob go about
its work that the citizens of the town
were in ignorance of the existence of a
mob until the negro was in its clutches.

The citizens composing the lynching par-
ty approached the jail and upon their de-
mand the keys were surrendered to them.
The cell in"which the negro was confined
was entered and the noose was adjusted
about his neck.

He was dragged down the jall stairs and
out into the street. He managed to slip
the noose from his neck and made a break
for liberty. The mob, crazed with anger,
made after the negro, howling and firing
at him with guns and pistols. The negro
fell when about one hundred yards from
the iail house, riddle with bullets. The
noose was again placed about his neck and
he was dragged to the courihouse and
swung from the topmost steps.

NURSE BEHIND THE BARS

Suspected of Complicity in the Death

of Four Persons.

Nashue, N. H., Oct. 31.—Mrs. Jane Top-
pan, suspected of having murdered Mrs.
Mary Gibbs at Bourne, Mass., last Au-
gust, has been arrested and taken to Mas-
sachusetts.

Mrs. Mary Gibbs, for whose alleged
murder Miss Jane Toppan is under arrest,
was a daughter of Mr. and Mrs. A. P.
Davis of this place, and a sister of Mrs.
Harry Gordon of Chicago. Mr. and Mrs.
Davis died last July and within the next
few weeks Mrs., Gordon, who had come
from Chicago to see her mother in her
last hours, and Mrs. Gibbs died. Miss
Toppan, a professional nurse and a friend
of the Davis family, attended each per-
son.

The district attorney, on Aug. 30,
gave orders for the bodies to be disin-
terred for investigation. It was reported
that traces of poisoning were found on
all the bodies. Then the state police
began the investigation which has led to
the arrest of Miss Toppan, who left here
at the close of the summo~ zeason.

THROAT ALL WRONG

Three Operations Have Been Per-
formed Upon King Edward.

London, Oct. 31.—With a full sense of
its responsibility in the matter, the Med-
ical Press and Circular prints some alarm-
ing details on the subiect of the king's
health. It is stated that papillomatius
growths have on three occasions been re-
moved from the king's left vocal chord
and that an immediate operation of an-
other mature since has ben rendered nec-
essary.

“Under these circumstances,” says the
Medical Press, ‘it seems right and proper
that the natural anxiety should be at once
met with a clear announcement as to the
truth or otherwise of these destressing re-
ports.”

The Lancet to-day says it has official
authority to announce that the recent
rumors regarding the health of King Ed-
ward are entirely without truth or foun-
dation. The Lancet further says the king
is in good health and has undergone no
operation whatever.

NEEDED FOR THE P. 0.

Large Figures Are Cited by the Post-
master General.

Washington, Oct. 31.—The estimates for
the entire postal service for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1903, aggregate $135,-
558,165. This is exclusive of $1,037,370 for
departmental salaries and $215,650 for con-
tingent expenses.

A round half million dollars is asked
for “transportation of mail by pneumatic
tube, or other similar devices, by pur- |
chase or otherwise.” The total for rural |
delivery 1is $6,250,000, an increase ofi
$2,750,000 over the current year.

The grand total for inland mail trans-
portation is $63,019,956; and for foreign
mails, $2,542,000.

STRICT PURE-FOOD LAW.

New York, Oct. 31.—What is said to be the
strictest pure-food law in the United States
will go into effect in New Jersey to-morrow.
Tts enforcement has been intrusted to the
New Jersey food commission. It does not
matter whether canned goods or anything
else is manufactured or put up outside the
state or in It, they are liable to come under
the ban of the law if the analysis to be
made from time to time shows them to be
unfit for human food

German Investigator on American

New York, Oct. 31.—Among those who
sailed this morning for Hamburg is Count
Otto Von Moltke, a nephew of the great
German field marshal, Count Von Moltke.
Count Von Moltke has been in this coun-
try since Oct. 4, having been appointed a
commissioner by the Prussian parliament,
of which he is a member, to study Ameri-
can transportation methods.
