Notwithstanding the elaborate analyses of
chess authorities for a quarter of a century,
down to the more recent criticism of Lasker,
Pillsbury, Steinitz and Albin, the chess expert

«as black's best third move in defending the
luy Lopez. Lasker takes up five or six
pages of his hook, issued as late as 1896, in
condemning this defense as weak and un-
sound. Steinitz did the same in his volume,
a8 in his chess magazine, Pillsbury has al-
ways advised against this defense, as have
most of the. German analysts, and yet they
are nearly all now playing it. Indeed, Lasker
and Pillsbury now play P to QR3"on black’'s
third move, apparently as their standard de-
fense, We give below two games in which

Pillsbury played this defense the past summer
In the Paris tour-

'are indorsed by the acts of his analytiec oppo-
i nents, even if theoretically the latter con-
demn the move.

We give below two of Pillsbury’s Buffalo
games, in which he played the long tabooed
defense successfully, and also one from the
recent Marco-Albin match. Albin, who has
achieved fame for his analysis of the Ber-
lin defense, which he demonstrates to be fa-
vorable to white, plays P-QR3S for black
nowadays almost invariably. In his match
with Marco there were six or eight of these
games, in which black, as a rule, drew, al-
though occasionally scoring a win.

The current defense, as now played by Al-
bin, Pillsbury, Lasker, Marco, Maroczy,
Schlecter and Janoski, in the international
tourneys and matches, is a combination of
three defenses. After P-R3, which is the
old move of Morphy's time, Kt-KB3 of the

Berlin defense follows, and then P-Q3, the
key move of the Steinitz defense. B-K2
sometimes precedes P-Q3, the Steinitz idea

of bringing the KB ‘out at Kt2 having been
exploded by Lasker and discarded. The de-
fense, as now made up, seems to give black
approximately an even game and robs white
of most of his brilliant coups.
