London, Nov. s.—Englishmen have been
noticing with surprise the bitter resent-
ment excited in Germany by Mr. Cham-
berlain's casual reference to the Franco-
German war. It is a straw showing the
direction of the wind in Germany^ where,
in spite of the emperor's cordial relations
with the reigning houso here, England Is
regarded as an industrial enemy and is not
liked.

This revelation of anti-English feeling
in Germany strengthens the desire of pub-
lic men and the press in London for a set-
tlement of all outstanding questions be-
tween England and America. An expres-
sion commonly heard is that good feeling
with America willbe worth more than the
closest alliance with Germany. The ob-
jections raised by Canada to a settlement

Tacoma, Wash., Nov. s.—"The prospects
for the Nome mining district are far more
flattering than ever before dreamed of,"
is the opinion of J. B. Brewster, who re-
turned on the Roanoke after a season's
work in the fields of the north. As man-
ager far the C. D. Lane interests, in
eluding aJ.I the properties of the Wild
Goose Mining company, Mr. Brew3ter is
in a position to give accurate judgment.

"So far as the Wild Goose company is
concerned," he said, "it has expended
up to date more than $1,000,000 in Nome
arid vicinity, and is highly pleased with
every dollar put out. It ha.» one claim
there that will largely pay this back in.
next season's work, and only unfortun-
ate conditions and circumstances pre-
vented a large output this season.

"This winter the work will be carried
on and by July 1, 1902, the water plant will
be in operation. The buildings are all
up and the foundation for the main engine
has been set.

"There will be forwarded from Nome
alone next year more gold than ever be-
fore in its history. In addition to this
there will be a larger output from tho
Golovin bay district. On Ophir creek,
where the company owns a great many
claims, there will be six and one-half
mil eg of ditch and flume put in for next
season's work and a good portion of this
has been accomplished. It is true Nome
is not a poor man's country, yet there are
certainly great chances there for the man
with small or moderate capital. I believe
the destitution as reported is largely ex-
aggerated, although I do not doubt there
are many men who need and deserve as-
sistance."
