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WIS. WILL NOT ACT

Waiting for Formal Protest in the
Schreiber Case.

INFORMATION HAS BEEN FILED

Bat It Is Disregarded—Badgers File
Formal Protest Against
NMueller.

‘Wisconsin will do nothing with regard
to Schrefber, at least not until forced to
do so by a formal protest. That, at least,
is the plain inference from Wisconsin’s
attitude thus far. The Minnesota au-
thorities this morning admitted that Min-
nesota had furnished the Wisconsin au-
thorities information to show that Schrei-
ber had played baseball with a team con-
tending for a purse of $75 last summer.
‘Wisconsin’s reply was to the effect that
Wisconsin would be unable to gather any
evidence in the case as the baseball game
had taken place in a Wisconsin town.
Those who know of this reply are dis-
posed to wonder at the action, inasmuch
as it would be far more difficult for Min-
nesotans to get information in a Wiscon-
sin town tending to disqualify a Wiscon-
8in man than it would for the badgers
themselves; yet the reply of the badgers
throws the matter of investigating upon
the Minnesotans if the latter desire to
insist upon the strict enforcement of the
amateur rules in “Big Nine’” athletics.

Mueller Formally Protested.

But 'Wisconsin’s attitude toward Minne-
sota is shown still further in the fact
that she has filed a formal protest against
Mueller on the ground thkat he competed
for a $5 prize in a foot race at LaCrosse
last Fourth of July. Minnesota had not
waited for a formal protest to investi-
gate the Mueller case; a voluntary in-
quiry was instituted and it was decided
that Mueller would have to be barred
unless the conference should hold that
participation in a fat men’s race was not
& serious enough infraction of the spirit
of the rules to warrant barring a man.
There is a striking contrast in the atti-
tude of the two committees; at least,
there is in the eyes of the enthusiasts
who support the maroon and gold.

All Eyes on Gopher-Badger Game.

That all eyes are on the Minnesota-
'Wisconsin game as the great game of the
middle west this year is beyond doubt.
The following from the Chicago Post
shows the way football men are looking:

Western football enthusiasm is now almost
entirely centered in the Wisconsin-Minneso-
ta contest. Other games are called foregone
conclusions. Seldom in gridiron history have
two elevens been so evenly matched as the
&ophers and badgers this year. While the
former may have a slight advantage in
weight, King’s charges have the greater ex-
perience and probably a little more speed.
But if everything is taken into consideration,
the teams are almost similar in effectiveness.

Minnesota and Wisconsin have in Rogers,
Hoyt and Aune for the gophers, and Abbott
and Juneau for the badgers, the best end
rushers in the west. It is the proverbial
dollars to doughnuts that these players will
prevent any long runs around their positions.
Neither team, on the other hand, will be able
to run back many punts, as these end rush-
ers—so far at least—have never failed to get
the man with the ball before he could gain
much or any ground. End plays eliminated,
the game unddubtedly will consist of short
but effective bucking and plunges.
from this distance as if the heavier Minne-
sota elevén should have a little advantage In
this department.

The gophers last year won their contest by
superior weight and by Dr. Williams’ strate-
gy. Even Coach Stagg, when asked what
formation Dr. Willlams had taught the go-
phers, looked puzzied. It was an entirely
new display of gridiron tactics, and com-
Bined with the great weight of Minnesota,
literally tore holes in the lines of the oppos-
ing elevens. The weight is there again this
year, the team has profited by experience
and confldence, and the old Yale coach, Dr.
Williams, has added a number of new plays
which will again puzzle the western fotball
generals.

‘Wisconsin occasionally uses the quarter-
back kick, but invariably relies entirely
upon her fast back field and strong line to
gain- ground. Last Saturday’s game indi-
cated that “‘Phil”’ King will have to make
eome changes to put his team in champion-
ehip form. Driver undoubfedly has gone
back on his last year's form. In defense
Driver is undoubtedly the weakest spot on
the eleven. BSchreiber can outpunt Driver
by fifteen yards. The right side of the Wis-
consin line is at least the equal of the go-
phers, and Captain Curtiss is a stone wall
in himself. But the left wing is weak. Ne-
braska demonstrated this time and again.

Trying to Fix Up Fleld.

The Minnesota football management
will try to keep Northrop field in shape
for practice from now until the end of the
season, by spreading hay over the grid-
iron when it is not in use. In addition
to this, it has been decided, if necessary,
to spread a big canopy of canvas over a
section of the field, so that in bad weather
the players can get scrimmage practice
enough to keep in good physical condition,

In the praoctice yesterday Aune was
again played at right tackle and Hoyt at
right end. Dr. Williams said he did not
know whether this arrangement would be
permanent. ¢
