Havana —The democratic party has adopted
General Bartolome Masso as its candidate for
the presidency of Cuba.

Barcelona —The municipal elections here
•were attended by bloodshed and excitement.
Revolver shots were exchanged, and one per-
•on was killed and forty others wounded.

Manila—The federal convention continues its
meetings, but these are as a rule, of a tur-
bulent character and very little is accom-
plished. Personal bickerings prevent har-
mony.

Lisbon—A Portuguese gunboat has seized
the American schooner Nettie and Lottie at
Horta, Island of Fayal. the Azores, for clan-
destinely conveying twenty-six emigrants who
were trying to avoid military service.

London—Major General lan Hamilton, who
sailed Saturday for South Africa to act as
Lord Kitchener's chief of staff, takes a plan
prepared in London for a more vigorous cam-
paign, with a view of ending the war before
the coronation festivities begin.

Cape Town—Lord Kitchener and Sir John
Gordon Sprang (the Cape premier) have ar-
ranged a scheme for the expulsion of the in-
vaders from Cape Colony. It is understood
that this provides for the colony's taking a
large share in the future of the campaign and
contributing largely toward its cost. Ap-
parently a levy of loyalists en masse is the
idea, involved.

Manila —Incriminating evidence is accumu-
lating against Gibson Easton, the representa-
tive of two of the largest firms in Manila,
who was recently expelled from Samar on
a charge of dealing with the insurgents, and
h« probably will be arrested and tried.
Lukban's commissary general, who was re-
cently captured, says that both concerns had
an agreement with Lukban to furnish 500
sacks of rice each year.

Catbalohg, Samar—Lukban, the insurgent
leader, has sent a message to General Smith,
declaring that he will not listen to negotia-
tions for surrender until all the Americans
have withdrawn from the Gandara valley.
General Smith has ordered every American
soldier In the island of Samar and the island
of Leyte never to be without arms, even at
tueal time, and also that scouting must con-
