HEAVY AND SWIFT

Great Speed of Gophers Against the
Flickertails.

THE LATTER LEAVE FOR HOME

The Mueller-Schreiber Case in Statu
Quo—Immense Crowd Expected
at Madison Game.

“Heavy but slow,” Walter Camp’s criti-
cism of the Minnesota football team, may
have been true once but it is so no long-
er. The practice of the gophers against
the North Dakotans last evening has
proved the criticism to be false. Heavy
and fast is the word now. How heavy is
a secret only the powers know, and how
fast it remains for the Minnesota-Wiscon-
sin game to disclose.

But some line on the speed of the great
gophers can be gotten from the story that
comes from the secret game against the
North Dakotans played on Northrop field
last evening. It is said by one who ought
to know, that the gophers scored touch-
downs at the rate of one every two
minutes while they were making the ef-
fort to score. This was against the team
that the second team made only ten points
against Saturday, though, of course, the
flickertails were suffering from the effects
of Saturday’s game. Though the figures
may not be worth much it is interesting
to do a little multiplying in order to see
what a touchdown every two minutes
would mean in the way of a score for a
game of two 35-minute halves—175 to 0,
for, of course, there would be no time for
the opposing team to make anything.
This score is on the supposition that no
goals should be kicked. It might be re-
duced in case goals were tried, inasmuch
as the time that would be required in the
kicking of goals would take from time
which could Be spent more profitably in
running the ball down the field for touch-
downs.

Whatever the figures, it seems to be
quite apparent that the gophers have been
taking to heart the advice of ‘“Jason,”
which promises to become the motto of
Minnesota football teams—‘Faster yet,
Minnesota.”

A Wild “String” Tale.

From Chicago under date of yesterday
comes the information that the North Da-
kotans are to remain in Minneapolis all
of this week in order to give the gophers
practice. Following the announcement is
a long criticism of Dr. H. L. Williams,
athletic director of the university, for
tempting the North Dakotans with an
offer to make such an errangement, say-
ing that for foxiness the doctor holds the
palm and other things of like sort. The
same story contains this:

A decision on the part of Minnesota au-
thorities to play Mueller, who was objected
to by Wisconsin on the ground of having re-
celved money for winning a foot race, was
not unexpected. The charge was not denied,
and Professor Jones of Minnesota has freely
shown the evidence in the case. In justice
to Professor Jones, it must be said that he
publicly announced that he would do all in
his power to have Mueller barred from play-
ing. If the man is allowed to play on Satur-
day, it will be because Mr. Jones was unable
to influence the balance of his committes in
the face of the fact that the conference, at
#ts vecent meeting, voted by three to none
that he was culpable.

Flickertails Go Home.

A sufficlent answer to the charge of
having persuaded the flickertdail team to
remain in Minneapolis a week is found in
the fact that it left for its own hunting
g;ounds last evening, having remained in

inneapolis only over Sunday and Mon-
day, The arrangement for Minnesota to
practice agairst the North Dakotans was
just such an one as Wisconsin made with
the Kansans a few weeks ago. Dr. Wil-
liams’ friends express a good deal of in-
dignation that such a story and the ac-
companying criticism should have been
published, when there was absolutely no
basis for it. Dr. Williams, himself, sim-
ply says that the facts in the case are a
sufficient answer to the tale.

Mueller-Schreiber Stand-Off.

So far as the Mueller matter goes, it is
simply a stand-off between Mueller and
Schreiber. Both men are, in the eyes of
the Minnesotans, on the same footing, so
that if Schrieber is played by the badgers
Mueller will be played by the gophers.
Certainly the crowd that is to witness
the game will not in the least object to
seeing these two men in the game.

Professor F. 8. Jones has been criticized
for an alleged statement to the effect that
if the protest difficulty was kept up there
would be no game in Madison Saturday.
Professor Jones says very clearly that he
made no such statement, but what he did
say was that if such conditions as have
developed recently continued with the at-
tendant feeling it was practically certain
that a time would come when athletic re-
lations between the two institutions would
be broken off. This was not in the nature
of a threat, but a simple statement of
what would be the inevitable outcome of
such conditions.

15,000 Will See Game.

It is said there will be 15,000 persons at
the game Saturday. The Minnesota dele-
gation is expected to reach 1,500. The
management at the university says there
is nothlgg in the report that the badgers
have attempted to scatter the Minnesota
crowd by sending them tickets for seats
in different parts of the grandstands. It
is sald that at noon yesterday over 8,000
tickets had been sold in Madison. X

Practice was light, with no scrim-
mage work, the team being taken out into
the country. The gridiron at Camp Ran-
dall was covered with hay to-day, and will
remain covered until Saturday, in order
to keep the ground in good condition
should the weather prove bad.

PREDICT GOPHER DEFEAT

Iowans Expect to See Minne Defeat
Illinois.

Iowa City, Towa, Nov., 12.—The defeat
of the hawkeyes, Saturday, was the great-
est surprise of the season. The team that
had, a week before, been defeated by
Northwestern, an apparently average
team, completely swept the Iowans off
their feet. The Illinois people came to
Iowa City, asked for odds and got them.
At the same time Coach Huff had been
laying for the hawkeyes. In the first
clash of the two mighty teams the heart
of the men in old gold was completely
knocked out, and even if the hero, Wil-
liams, had been at the head of the team,
it is generally conceded that the giants
from Illinois could not have been stopped.
The plunges of Stahl, Lindgren, Fair-
weather and Brundage were more terrific
than anything that has ever struck the old
gold line before. Members of the local
team say that Illinois’ speed exceeded
that of Iowa’s last year’s team and the
giants played exceedingly low. The
Illinois low running, swift offense took
the green hawkeye team off its feet in
the first minute of play. The crouching
backs were a new, and, with their very
first demonstration, a well-nigh super-
natural catapult.

No one knows what was the trouble with
the Towa offense and it was awfully ap-
parent that the Iowa defense had taken
an awful slump from its previous work or
even from the practice of three days be-
fore the game.

While the Illineis players and coach re-
joiced in the greater score of Illinois
over Iowa in comparison with the Minne-
sota score, it does not signify that the
Illini will defeat the gophers in the
Thanksgiving game at Champaign. The
Illinois team is much weaker in #s de-
fense than the Minnesota team, and not
80 strong all around in its offense as the
gophers. Iowa was in a slump from her
form even against Minnesota. In punting,
for instance, Illinois beat Iowa six to one
on the average length of her kicks as
they figured on paper from a close ac-
count of the game after it was over and
the Iowa figure is so small that no hawk-
eye dares to mention it.

SHATTUCK’S FAST TEAM

It Claims Championship Honor-;—
What It Has Done.

Faribault, Minn., Nov. 12.—Shatfuck
school has the best football team this
fall it ever had.

No fighter was ever in
better condition, and, though I am confident
of success now, I am not going against an
easy game. I have a whole lot of respect
for Ruhlin’s fighting ability, but I know I
can beat him. I will give any kind of a fight
he wants. He can rush the game or he can
fight at long range.

Ruhlin and his manager, Billy Madden,
are just as confident of victory as Jeffries.
Madden figures that his protege is faster
than the champion. “He is a glutton for
punishment,” he said. “He is strong,
perhaps not as strong as his opponent,
but he has a clever defense. He is as
good a ring general and he can put in
blows with his right or his left with equal
facility.” '

“I am not worrying about the rules that
will govern the fight,”” said Ruhlin. *“I
am perfectly satisfied to fight under any
interpretation that Harry Corbett may
give them.”
