LIMITING LEAD OUTPUT
PRODKERS TO DISCLSS PROBLEM

Those of Idaho, I tali and Colorado
Are to Hold a Conference

Shortly. .
New York, Nov. 13.—Great interest is

centered in the conference between the
lead producers of Colorado, Idaho and
Utah, and the officials of the American
Smelting end Refining company, to take
place in this city in the week of Nov.
20, as the problem of cutting prices or
limiting the output will be decided. It
has been stated that there is an overpro-
duction of lead, and, as a result, a big
surplus is being carried by the smelting
company. According to Daniel Guggen-
heim, chairman of the board of directors
of the American Smelting and Refining
company, there ere three ways to meet theproblem of over-production. The old
method of cut-throat competition, with
each producer fighting independently
against his neighbor, has been eliminated
by the formations of combinations. He
\u25a0aid:

Under this method the situation corrects
Itself by a reduction in the output caused
by the financial ruin and subsequent closing
down of many of the producers. The other
two methods aro restriction of production and
•hlpmente abroad. Should overproduction be
found to exist, or be threatened in the near
future, it is possible to regulate the matterby an agreement among the producers to re-
strict their output to a certain extent, either
•freeing upon a reduced percentage compared
"With prevoius output, or arranging for asuspension for a certain number of days
during the month.

Substance of the Repoit of the Com-

mission. .

NICARAGUA ROUTE IS PREFERRED

Names of Companies Combined. to
Defeat the Bill Growing; Oat

of the Report.

Washington, Nov. 13.—Here are some
Important points of the final report of the
isthmian canal commission, which has
been practically completed:

Consideration of all the information ob-
tained in regard to the Nicaragua and
Panama canal routes establishes the for-
mer as "The most practicable and feasi-
ble route for an isthmian canal to be un-
der the control, management and owner-
ship of the United States."

Provision la made for a canal, which
shall have a depth of thirty-five feet and
a bottom width of at least 160 feet, for
which shall be provided eight locks, four
on either side of Lake Nicaragua.

The estimated cost of construction of
the Nicaragua route is about $200,000,000.
This is $58,000,000 more than it would
cost to complete the Panama canal, ex-
cluding the price that would have to be
paid for acquiring the Panama canal con-

While the Panama canal, after comple-
tion, would be shorter than the Nicaragua
canal, and would have fewer locks and
less curvature, enabling the saving of
twenty-four hours for the passage of a
ship from the Atlantic to the Pacific
ocean, this advantage is offset by the
fact that the Nicaragua route is nearer .
the United States, and a ship sailing be- i
tvveen New York and San Francisco could
seve time by using the Nicaragua instead
of the Panama route.

The commission declines to recommend
for adoption the proposal submitted by the
Panama Canal company relative to the j
price which shall be paid by the United
States for Its concession. Trammeled by
this concession, Colombia is not free to
enter into independent arrangements with
the United States.

Unlike Colombia, Nicaragua and Costa
Rica are absolutely unbound by any en-
gagements and are prepared to make lib-
eral concessions to the United States to
induce it to build the Nicaragua canal.

While the commission makes no refer-
ence in its report to obstacles which may
be thrown in the way of legislation in be-
half of the Nicaragua route, its mem-
bers understand that a great combina-
tion has been formed to beat the
Nicaragua canal bill which is to be the
outcome of the report. This combination

The transcontinental railroad compa-
nies.

consists of the following interests:

The Pacific Mail Steamship company.
The Panama Canal company.
The Suez Canal company.
The Atlas Steamship company, which

controls exclusive rights for transporta-
tion across Nicaragua, and which is itself
owned by the Hamburg-American line.

It will be shown ,that so far as the do-
mestic commerce of the United States is
concerned, the Nicaragua route will be
preferable.

The advantages of the two routes with
reapect to trade with the far east and
Australia are about equal.

The Panama route is superior with re-
spect to trade with South America.

Butte, Mont., Nov. 13.—Arthur MoCoard,
aged 12 years, was held up at 8 o'clock
last nigiht immediately in front of one
of the down-town fire stations and
robbed of his wages by five lads ranging
in age from his to 14 years.

MeCoard declares that one of the
youngsters held a gun while the others
ransacked his pockets, taking what change
he had with aim. The young criminals
secured $2.50 and then ordered their vic-
tom to get out and "Be quick about it."
McCoard reported the matter to the police
authorities and an effort will be made to
ascertain who were the youthful hold-
ups.

It is thought that at least two of the
desperate lads are of the crowd which
attempted to hold up and rob Richard
Eddy and John Panola, miners return-
ing from work last nigiht. The under-
ground workers made a run for it
and succeeded in getting away.

The boys fired at the fleeing miners
but failed to hit them. In that
instance the miners reported that those
who had accosted them were mere lade.

rious pirate chief, to John Bailey, of
New York, whicfi from evidence contained
in it, is believed to be genuine by those
to whom it has become an heirloom, has
been deposited for safe keeping, with oth-
er papers, in the office of the record j
commissioners of this city.

The letter is the property of Edward
Field, clerk of the municipal court ol i
Providence, an historian, and a descendant j
of the Warner family, which was among j
the first to settle in what is now the town 1

of Warwick. It was found among fam-
ily papers.

Apparently the communication was
written after the capture of Captain Kidd.
It is dated Boston, 1700-1, and says in
part:

"Ifear we are in a bad situation. We
are taken for pirates and you must come
to Boston as soon as you get this; there
is no one I can depend upon.

"IfIdo not see you I will tell you where
the money is. It is x x x buried on
xxi island in Boston herbor on the
xxx island in two chests containing
£15,000 to £20,000 in money, jewels and
diamonds.

•'They are buried about four feet deep
with a flat stone on them and a pile of
stone nearby. There is no one that knows
where it is but me now living.

"It is about x x x up the hillside, j
Don't fail to come to me as soon as you
get this. If I am gone to England be
there es soon as possible. Secure the
money and diamonds before you come .is

Later, however, he made the following
statement to Chief of Detectives Sullivan:

"I admit everything except that Ikilled
Goodman. I meant to kill him, and kept
him drunk for the purpose, but he died
of alcoholism and I was not forced to
make away with him. My story about
an accomplice named Blanchard was fic-
tion. I. worked alone and without a con-
federate."
