TAKEN FOR A DEER

A Minneapolis Man Meets Death in
the Woods.

J. E. McLEAN INSTANTLY KILLED

Attorney General W. B. Douglas,Who
Was With Hiin, Had a Nar-
row Escape.

While on a hunting trip in Lake county
with Attorney General W. B. Douglas, S.
C. Shivley and George Jentsch, J. E. Me-
Lean of Minneapolis was shot down by an-
other hunter, said to be Jentsch, being
mistaken for a deer. The party were
camping with Mr. Shivley on his claim
in Lake county, and it was near the camp
that the tragedy took place.

The vietim of the accident was 25 years
old, and the son of Robert F. McLean,
2317 Washington avenue N. He was em-
ployed as clerk in the hardware store of
J. H, Smith, 214 Hennepin avenue.

Yesterday morning Mr. Douglas and Mr.
McLean left their companions and started
to return to the camp. On the way they
sat down on a log and were talking when
suddenly they were startled by the rus-
tling of leaves and snapping of twigs. It
sounded like a frightened deer coming
through the woods. They leaped to their
feet, and as they did so a shot rang out
and McLean fell backward to the ground.
The ball from a Winchester had entered
his body in the right chest and had gone
out at the left side, breaking his arm.
Death was almost instantaneous. ‘

Attorney General Douglas was but a few
feet from Mcl.ean when the shooting og-
curred, and he came near receiving the
charge.

The body was carried back to the Shive-
ly camp and later taken to Duluth on the
steamer Argo.

CALLED FOR NICKEL

The Contract for That Poor Farm
Plumbing.

A TRIBUNE YARN IS NAILED

it Was to the Effeet That County
Got Nickel for Lead
Prices.

The county got nickel-plated plumbing
at lead pipe prices at the poor farm, says
the Tribune in discussing the bill of
Charles Wilkins & Co., against which the
Taxpayers’ League has made complaint.
The contract, according to the Tribune,
called for the ordinary lead pipe plumb-
ing, but the plumbers’ troubles were on
just at the time and Mr. Wilkins, having
no men who could do lead work at his dis-
posal, in order to complete his contract in
time, put in the nickel work at the same
price.

The facts, however, do not support this
pretty story. The work was not completed
until some six weeks after the time speci-
fied in the contract. The architect’s plans
and specifications state just what was to
be done and the kind of materials to be
used. All the fancy work was included
in the original' plans, as drawn by the
architect. The specifications say:

The contractor shall furnish all materials
and labor of best description for the full per-
formance of the work, as hereinafter specified

drawings.

Examination of the specifications shows
just where every pipe was to be placed
and the size, material and kind. All ex-
posed pipes were (o be nickel-plated
plated brass and all tanks were to have
compound lever ball cocks, all bath tubs
to be ‘“Corona’ design, with nickel-plated
brass trap and overflow; outside of tub
to be number 0 white finish, put on by the
manufacturers; slop sinks and traps to
be as shown, enameled inside and out-
side, 20x24x12 inches, fitted with nickel-
plated faucets complete, as shown and
described. Specifications  for  other
plumbing called for nickel-plated goods.
There was no doubt about the intention
to have nickel-plated pipes. All water
closets were to be Mott’s “Torento,”” with
natural clear birch seats and tanks. The
seat hinges were to be like those in the
Andrus building.

If the county commissioners had re-
freshed their minds as to the actual re-
quirements of the original specifications
they would not be so ready to talk of the
bargain they got. It is very evident from
what the grand jury said about the poor
house plumbing and what the Taxpayers’
League did about the payment of the bills,
that the matter received deliberate inves-
tigation.

ROOM FOR ALL

Ferdinand Wesel Thinks the Trust
Shouldn’'t Fear Beet Sugar Plants.,

Ferdinand Wesel, one of the founders
of the beet sugar manufactory at St. Louis
Park, is in the city on his way east from a
vigit to the Pacific coast. Mr. Wesel says
he is at a loss to understand why the
sugar trust should be so largely concerned
in the doings of beet sugar manufacturers.
He says that the trust has nothing to fear
from them, as there 4s room in the coun-
try for 300 factories of the sort instead of
the thirty now in existence. BEven then,
he thinks, the country would have to im-
port sugar.

During its first year the St. Louis Park
factory turned out 2,000,000 pounds of
of sugar. The next year the product was
5,000,000 pounds, and last year 2,000,000
again. This falling off was due to the faet
that farmers tried to raise more beets
than they could attend to and the result
was a poor crop. One man, says Mr.
Wesel, cannot care for more than two
acres of beets, and when he tries it he
gets a poor or worthless crop.

THE LAW IS EVADED

Parallel Lines Act Can’t Reach the
Ore Roads.

NEITHER ROAD OWNS THE OTHER

The Law Cannot Prevent a Third
Corporation From Own-
ing Both.

State authorities have been aroused by
recent developments in the ore rate ques-
tion to inquire into the practical consoli-
dation of the two systems, the Duluth
& Iron Range and the Duluth Misabe &
Northern.

At the time the United States Steel com-
pany secured control of the two lines,
Attorney General Douglas looked up the
law and decisions of various courts to see
whether the deal could be prevented.
Without question the two roads are paral-
lel and competing, but the attorney gen-
eral concluded after a careful study that
the trust had successfully evaded the law.

It reads as follows:

No raliroad corporation shall consolidate
with, lease or purchase, or in any way become
owner of, or control any other railroad corpo-
ration, or any stocks, franchises, rights or
property thereof, which owns or controls &
parallel or competing line of railroad.

N9 railroad corporation or the lessees, pur-
chasers or managers of any railroad corpora-
tion, shall consolidate any stock, property or
franchises of such corporation with, or lease
or purchase or consolidate the works or fran-
chises of such corporation with, or in any way
control any other corporation owning or hav-
ing under its control a parallel or competing
line.

This sounds sweeping, but an analysis
will show that it only prohibits one
parallel and competing line from domi-
nating another. Now the two iron range
roads are on equal footing. Neither owns
or controls the other. It is a third cor-
poration that owns a controlling interest
in the stock of each system. Nothing in
the Minnesota law can operate to prevent
such a condition of affairs.

It is very doubtful whether a law pre-

venting such control of parallel lines by
an outside interest could be made to hold.
If so, it would prevent the purchase of
the Great Northern and Northern Pacific
by the Burlington, which the present law
could not touch.
The purchase of the two roads by the
steel trust certainly violated the spirit
of Minnesota’s law, but does not appear
to come under the letter of its interpre-
tation.

NO PASTOR CHOSEN

Rev. M, Falk Gjertsen Has a Majority
but Not Enough.

The attempt to elect a pastor of Trinity
Norwegian Lutheran church last evening
resulted in an apparent deadlock between
the former discredited pastor, M. Falk
Gjertsen and Rev. Gustave Oftedal of
Buxton, N. D. Both received 121 votes on
the first ballot. On the second Gjertsen
received 130 agalnst 122 for Mr. Oftedal.
As the two candidates were the head end
front of the factions growing out of the
recent Gjertsen scandal, it was only too
obvious that it would be impossible for
either to secure a two-third’s majority
if the congregation balloted all night.
An adjournment was accordingly taken.

The marked slump in the popularity of
Rev. M. H. Hegge of Brooklyn, N. Y., was
one of the surprises of the meeting. Mr.
Hegge was in high favor two weeks ago,
but on the first ballot he received only
eleven out of 253 votes, and on the second
but three out of 255 votes.

Lawyers are sald to have advised that
the majority of the congregation can le-
gally take possession of the church prop-
erty. Litigation would certainly follow
any such move. Unless the congregation
can agree on some other candidate, a
split seems certain.
