15.—Wheat was firm agaln to-day, but less
active.
The local market took on firmness to start,
moved up 34c and held above yestrday’s clos-
ing figures up to noon. Liverpool was only
steady, closing unchanged to %d lower.
Broomhall cabled that there was disappoint-
ment in that market, with the Liverpool
trade surprised at our moderate gain against
their sharp upturn. Paris was & to 10 cen-
times higher. Antwerp closed 121 centimes
higher. Argentine advices are of unsettled
and generally unfavorable weather. In the
sxrthwest there were 810 carms. Receipts at
primary polnts ran heavier again, and ship-
ments- out of primary points much under
last year. This suggests a heavier visible
increase for Monday next. Local stocks, from
present indications, will increase this week
Py 800,000 bu.

The market turned
dull towards noon. Chicago reported an ac-
tive demand in the cash market for coarse
grains to go east. There was a fair cash
demand for all grains, but speculative inter-
est lagged.

593,000 bu. Wheat and flour clearances
equaled 486,000 bu. Minneapolis recelved 579
cars, against 231 last year, and Duluth 372
against 112 cars.

Bradstreet’s figures for clearances wheat
and flour for the week show 4,983,000 bu,
against §,410,000 last week and 4,062,000 last
year. The Modern Miller says late rains
have been insufficient to relieve drought con-
ditions, which prevail generally in the greater
part of the winter-wheat section. In fact,
the ground at no time this fall contained
moisture enough to give the plant vigorous
growth. There is apprehension as to the
consequences should freezing weather strike
the plant in its present weak condition. The
scarcity and high price of feed is leading to
increasing feeding of wheat to stock. The
market sold up near the end and closed
strong, May at 73%c and December at 70%ec.
Chicago May closed at 763c.

Low grades and also No. 2 northern wheat
in undesirable cars were draggy to-day. The
cash market in general showed no important
changes. No. 1 northern sold principally -at
72c. This grade, to arrive, brought 72%c.
No. 2 ranged from 3c under December to 1o
under, and some was unsold late. No. 3
ranged from 67 to 68c, and rejected and no
grade from 60 to 63%gc.

; Than Before.

New York, Nov. 15.—Trading was very
quiet at the opening of the stock ' market
and the stocks which were under pressure
yesterday showed some recovery, notably the
transcontinental stocks.
