The Philharmonic Club has been carefully
preparing, under the direction of Emil Ober-
hoffer, for the coming performance, and,
judging from the manner in which the re-
hearsals are being attended and the general
Interest manifested by the members of the
chorus, the work will eclipse anything ever

““The Messiah” is exceptionally melodious,
and all through the work the religious fervor
of the composer is apparent. The text is from

Miss Austin has
been studying in the Liege, Brussels, Con-
gervatory of Music, and during her two years’
course carried off both first and second hon-
ors, The examinations were extremely diffi-
cult and the judges included Ysaye Debraux
and other noted European musicians. Musin
is very enthusiastic over her work, and has
written a personal letter to the Steinways of
New York, warmly indorsing her as a violinist
of exceeding promise, and stating that she
only needs the wider experiences of life to
become a really great artist.
Miss Austin has been a faithful student,
practicing from seven to mnine hours a day
on her violin, besides keeping up her piano
work. She will make her debut in New York
in December in the Steinway hall, but she
preferred to make her first public appearance
in her home city.

The wild animals we have had always
with us, but it was not till Ernest Seton-
Thompson came and learned to know them
sympathetically and then told us about

them, with pen and pencil and camera,
that we fully understood the humor and
pathos, the comedy and tragedy of-animal
life. He gave us no néw facts of conse-
quence. All his data was accessible to
any one who cared to look for it in natural
histories and zoologies, but somehow Mr,
Seton-Thompson has taken these dry
facts and by identifying some individual
animal with them and adding the personal
and exceptional experiences of that ani-
mal, has given us books that may be
called the memoirs or the biographies of
wild animals. His writings of animals
bear about the same relation to ordinary
accounts of them that flction does to redl
life. We may be interested in the pro-
saic narratives about the habits of ani-
mals, but we are fascinated by Seton-
‘Thompson’s graphic way of associating
those facts with a particular animal, it
might almost be said, a personified ani-
mal. In fact, he does treat each animal
as an individual having persomal traits,
that merk him off from his kind. Mr.
Seton-Thompson’s introduction of wild
animals into literature or his extension of
literature to include them, as you please,
has already made a profound impression
on the attitude of thousands of men and

women toward those inferior creatures.

His writings have causéd us to think of
animals as creatures that have feelings
and rights that men should respect, and
have led many a hunter to bhecome a stu-
dent, instead of a destroyer of wild ani-
mals. Mr. Seton-Thompson is a writer
of the best English and all his stories
are cloted in charming language. In
“Wild Animals I Have Known’ there are
scores of phrases which stick in the
memory by reason of their aptness and
polished accuracy. As a lecturer he has
all the qualities he reveals as a writer,
and adds to them his personal magnetism,
the attraction of his voice end presence,
and his wonderful imitations of animal
calls and cries. With their maker to ex-
plain them, the stereopticon reproductions
of his flne sketches and photographs have
a value and significance that the splendid
book illustrations do not and cannot have.
All in all, it is no exaggeration to say
that there was never a more satisfactory
or better, more quietly fascinating lec-
turer than Mr. Seton-Thompson. The
children especially and their parents, too,
will have a fine opportunity to enjoy one
of his lectures at the Lyceum theater next
Saturday afternoon, when he tells about
‘“Wild Animals - at Home and in Sport.”

Azara, a beautiful Moorish girl, a ward of
Count Aymar, Rainulf's vassal, has attracted
the attention of the king and his son Gontran,
and the jealousy of the king finally culmi-
nates in the happiness of the son in the last
act. The story Is tragic as well as ro-
mantic, No attempt has beén made to give
a distinctly oriental or troubadour quality
to the music. The opera ought not to be
difficult of production and a chorus of aver-
age intelligence could manage the score. The
German publishers are taking active steps to
present “Azara” in Leipsig and it will prob-
ably appear in that country before it does
in this.
