
FEEDING SOME WHEAT
MILLS ARE SOT BUSY IX KANSAS

Hope of Better Trices fur Wheat
Hake* the Riiusum Farmer

Store His Grain.

Afcilene, Ken.. Nov. 18.—Wheat is com-
ing to market very slowly. The mills are
getting barely enough to grind with and
are wondering what is the matter. With
« large crap and a shortage of other
grain there should be a desire to sell, but
the termers seem to be in no hurry. Re-
ports from Canton and Lindsborg in Mc-
Pherson county, from the buyers here and
at Salina all tell the same story erf a slow
marketing. Occasionally a buyer is well
satisfied, as at the Hoffman mills at En-
terprise, which are receiving more than
at this time last year.

Two reasons are assigned for the hold-
ing of wheat: The farmers have no place
to invest the money and hope for higher
prices and they are counting on feeding
wheat to their stock. There is practically
no cattle feeding for market in central
Kansas. The farmers are generally out of
debt, or, at least, have no overdue paper.
There is only a 3 or 4 per cent interest
rate obtainable at the banks. They con-
sider that the money is safer in the wheat
than any where else. The shortage of
corn and oats leads him to believe that
there will be better prices in the spring.
There Is virtually no marketable corn in
this section. Such fields as came to
maturity have -been cut and shocked and
will be fed in the stolk. Some corn is
being shipped in and is sold at 65 to 70
cents a bust-el. Wht=tu is f>s to 57 cents.

With these figures before them the
farmers are anxious to feed wheat and
many more will do so than was at first
expected The Hoffman mills kept a
record of farmers" replies to the question:
"How much wheat will you feed?" last
week, and from their customers, all of
that community, and taken as they came,
got these figures:

Twx) will feed 500 bushels each, two 400
bushels each, three 300 bushels each, one
100 bushels, one 50 bushels, one 2,500

bushels. This indicates a much larger ex-
tent of wheat feeding than was tnought
possible, and if it is a fair sample of
other communities this county will feed
one-quarter million bushels of wheat be-
fore next spring. It is not going into
meat for market, but into roughing the
cattle, horses and hogs through the win-
ter.

Reports from Victoria, Ellis and other
western points tell of much wheat being
heM back, more for speculation than for
feeding, however, Id that part of the state.

Cattle have been turned on the new
wheat and are getting good feed from the
fields. The Smoky Hills bottoms are
•beautiful in their rich, green covering. In
places It is almost a solid wheat field as
far as one can see. The plant, owing to
the warm autumn, covers the ground and
is giving great promise for the coming
year. It will certainly go into winter in
fine condition. Its chief danger is too
close pasturing, toward which there will
be a strong temptation.
