HEAVY GAIN IN THE WORLD'S WHEAT VISIBLE
bradstreet's Figures Showing an In-

crease Last Week of 10,170,000
Bushels Were Depressing.

PRIMARY RECEIPTS ALSO HEAVY

Clearances Light—Cash Wheat Low-
The Market Recovers

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Nov.
19.—Bradstreet's put out some figures to-day !
that were like a heavy weight on the wheat
market. Their regular Tuesday compilation ]
chows an increase in the available world's,
wheat supply of 10,170,000 bu. A year ago at

this time the same authority figured the in-
crease at 1,500,000 bu. Of this week's increase
7,870,000 bu is reported in the United States
and Canada, and 2.800,000 bu in stocks afloat.
With this there was a showing of 1,253 cars
In Minneapolis and Duluth reoelpts, against
485 last year. Primary receipts were nearly
three times as heavy as last year. Clear-
ances were very light. ' Foreign markets were
easy. In view of all this weight of statistical
depression a weaker and lower market was
not surprising. The surprise lay In the fact
that the market held so well against the free
realizing. May wheat opened %c oft, at 72c,
end sold to 71% c December opened at <59?&c,
and sold to 6S%c. Chicago had a weaker turn
and the fact that 1,000,000 bu wheat were
reported loading at Duluth to go into ele-
vators In Chicago was used there as an addi-
tional bearish argument. Broomhall cabled
that his representative saya the
weather In Argentine is now favor-
able, but makes no change in his estimate' of
the Argentine available surplus for export,
which some time ago he figured at 16,000,000
bu. Broomnall cabled later that the new
v.heat area in France is reported somewhat
larger than last year. Liverpool closed %@
Hi lower. Antwerp was unchanged. Paris
closed 5 centimes to 10 centimes lower on
wheat and flour. In Kansas and the south-
west there is not quite enough rain and some
minor complaints are noted. St. Louis re-
ported export inquiry developing on the lower
range.

Primary receipts were 1,423,000 bu, against
C62,000 bu last year, and shipments 386,(>00 bu,
against 783,000 bu. Wheat and flour clear-
ances equaled 173,000 bu. Minneapolis re-
ceived 679 cars, against 196 last year, and
Duluth 679 cars, against 259.

The market closed on reaction from the ear-
lier depression, and closing prices were only
a shade under yesterday. May wheat closed
at 72Vic; December, 69^3^3%*;; Chicago May
closed at 75%<x

The cash market felt the pressure of heav-
ier offerings and was weaker and lower all
around. No. 1 northern sold In good part at
lc over December. No. 2 widened out and

o was on a range 3@4c under the option. The
general market lacked snap. Although a good
volume of Duslness was done, demand was
not so sharp from millers, and this made it
hard to hold the premium on the No. 1 north-
ern. On the No. 3 grade the range was 64%®

CZ^c. No. 2 northern ranged from 68c to 68?ic,
the bulk going at 63c.
