UNDER CONSUMPTION

Copper Market Affected by the De-
pression in Europe.

Special to The Journal. ¢

Calumet, Mich.,, Nov. 22.—Comment by
authorities on the copper situation indi-
cates a gradual return of confidence, and
the possibility of a break in the price of
the metal is considered remote. The pres-
ent disparity between production and con-
sumption is not due to an increase in pro-
duction, but to a decrease in consumption.
Owing to the falling off in the foreign de-
mand, & surplus has been formed on this
side. Complete returns from England and
France glve the consumption of copper in
those two countries for the first nine
months of the year as 84,762 tons, against
90,910 tons for the same period of last
year. In Germany during the first eight
months of the®resent year the amount of
foreign copper consumed, not including
pyrites, was 38,122 tons, a decrease over
the same period of last year of 14,185 tons.
Early in the year leading German cop-
per merchants expressed themselves as
believing that the industrial depression in
that country would not exert an adverse
influence on the consumption of copper,
as electrical development would go on as
before. But the depression in Germany
hag reached a stage invelving electrical
manufacturing concerns and numerous
other industries. A return to ordinary
conditions in Germany would create a
large demand for copper and electrical
machinery which would help to speedily
reduce the surplus stock of copper now
existing in this country. The comnsump-
tion of copper in this country Is far in
excess of that of last year, and a liberal
increase is  expected generally from
month to month for some time to come.
This home increase, coupled with a re-
turn to normal conditions in Burope,
would right the copper market.

NEW MILL READY TO START

Highland Chief Close to Deadwood—
Specie Payment Company.

Deadwood, S. D., Nov. 22,—The High-
land Chief Mining company will be able
to start up its new cyanide mill in Spruce
gulch in a few days. The mine is one of
the oldest in Lawrence county. It paid
well with a twenty-stamp mill, but the
ore became too refractory to amalga-
mate and experiments have since shown
that the ore is adapted to amalgamation
and cyanide. The new plant has a ca-
pacity of about eighty tons of ore. Kan-
sas City capitalists have been furnishing
the money. It is believed that the pro-
position will be a paying one from the
start. The ore runs better than $10 per
ton gold and there is a large amount of it
bleccked out. This plant will be tributary
to the business of this city, being located
almost within the city limits.

Though the shipment has been very free
since Nov. 1, It cannot overcome the
shortage up to that date, and the season
ends with a loss from any one of the six
preceding years. All rail shipments will
commence at once and will be carried
forward steadily all winter.

The annual report of the mineral com-
missioner of Michigan, made by H. J.
Stevens, his deputy, has been issued. It
is a small volume in comparison with the
large book of a year ago, but it is out
much earlier. A scant issue has been
made, but what there is is free for dis-
tribution among people interested.
