THEY SAVE THE STATE MONEY

Therefore. It Is Argued, They Are
Entitled,to Exemption From

Taxation.

The North and West published in this city
devotes some editorial space in Its issue
this week to the interview with United
States Marshal Wm. Urinishaw which ap-
peared In The Journal last Saturday.
The editor says:

It is not often that one hears the position
publicly taken that church property, should
be taxed by the state. Yet such is the opin-
ion expressed by the United States marshal
for Minnesota. We are prepared for his con-
fession that he Is an agnostic after such a
statement as the following: "Some day peo- j
pie will get tired of paying for superstition,
and the churches will have to bear their just I
burdens." But a man who pretends to speak I
authoritatively upon the question of taxa- !
tion should give better evidences of being ;
Informed upon his subject than to say, "Why, i

If a sidewalk is to be laid around a churcli \
building, we will have to chip in and pay the
tax." The most ordinarily informed man ;
knows that all special assessments for side- j
walk, sewer and water, which are considered
U enhancing the value of the property, are i
levied against a church. A year and a half j
ago the support of the general assembly was
usked in an effort to secure an act of the
legislature of California exempting church '
property from taxation. The fact was brought ,
out at that time that California was then the i
only state, and. in fact, the only civilized !
Christian country, that taxed church proper- I
ty. Suah an act was subsequently passed. ;
The value of the church in new towns to give
stability and tone to the community, and to j
insure the settling of desirable citizens, is so
well recognized that townsite companies and •
railroad corporations gladly donate laud for ,
such purposes, and not infrequently aid with
funds and materials. They are not actuated
by sentiment, nor are they "paying for super- j
stition." They consider it a good business j
proposition to encourage that type of society •
which makes property valuable and a com- i
munity a desirable one in which to live. !
Churches exist for the betterment of society, I
and the better society becomes the less gov- j
eminent costs. Crime is the most expensive !
thing in government. Through the churches !
all people, of whatever creed, are laboring '
to prevent crime and injustice and encour- :
age right living, and to this end are contrib- !
uting of their means. Now, for the govern- i
ment to tax church property would be for the j
people, who are the government, to say: That !
institution which we are supporting with our ;
money, and which is doing more to put down \
crime and foster good government than any I
other agency in the Jand, we will hamper !
"with taxes to support the government it ben- j
eflts. Such a policy would reflect little credit j
upon the intelligence of the people. When !
churches have amassed vast -wealth through ;
their property holdings and are diverting the !
income from the channels into which they 'were intended to flow and enrich society, !
then, and not till then, will it be becoming
to suggest taxing church property. When the j
agnostics do an infinitesimal part toward the 'salvation of society which the church is do- '
ing, they will then have a right to speak in 'meeting.

THE CALL OF MOSES —Ex. iii 1-12

Golden Text—Certainly I will be with thee.Ex. iii., 12.
Between this incident and the last we con-

sidered concerning -Yloses, there was an in-
terval of nearly, if not quite, eighty years.
Then our atttntiou was fixed upon the piti-
able p-hypkal condition of God's people inEgypt. Itwas significant of the spiritual con-
dition of man everywhere.

To deliver God's people from bondagf, how-
ever, whether it be physical or spiritual the
deliverer must not only be provided ' andprepared, but he must also be divinely called
and commissioned, for "no man laketh this
honor to himself, but he that is called of
God." (Heb. v., 4.) It is to this phase of
Moses' work that our attention is now di-
rected.

Humanly speaking, it would seem as if he
would have been in the best possible position
ft> help his oppressed brethren if he had re-
mained a member of Pharaoh's household and
court. Tiiis would be man's idea and plan.
It was probably Moses' thought when he went
out forty years before, and "sunposed his
brethren would have understood how that
God by his hand would deliver them." (Acts
vii., 25.) But it is not God's plati. He de-
signs something better for his people thanease, and wealth, and honor, in •"Egypt."
His sons must be called "out of Egypt."
(Hos., xi., 1; Matt, ii., 15.) His purpose ia
to make his children partakers of his rich
promises in "a better country, that is, an
heavenly." (Htb. xi., IB.j So Moses must
leave the court of Pharaoh, and in tho wilder-
ness spend forty years alone with God and
learn of him.

Thus the servants of God are usually fitted
for his work. He who is most alone with him
doos the best work for him. Even the Lord
Jesus Christ, when he left his throne in
glory to dwell in this wilderness world spent
thirty years of his earthly thirty-tthree in the
obscurity of an obscure town.

Undoubtedly God could have restored man
to himself without subjecting his son to the
humiliation of this earthly experience, just
as he could have used Moses in Pharaoh's
court as easily as he had before used Joseph.
To him, who is Omnipotent,, it would not
have been any more difficult to make (the
"new man" than it was to make "the first
man." But then it would have been only a
new act of creative power. Justice would not
have been satisried and grace could not have 'been revealed. God, therefore, must be
known not only as "The Creator," but as
"The Redeemer" of men. Therefore, his son
must be "made of a woman, made under the
law" Gal., iv., 4), that, as man's substi-
tute, he might render a perfect obedience to
that law, and yet meet its full penalty as
though he were the chief of sinners. This
being the work of the antitype, of "the
prophet" who was to be raised up like unto
Moses, the type could no more do his work
in Pharaoh's court than could Jesus do his
seated on the throne of his glory.

Having, therefore, been taught of God for
forty years in "the land of Midian." Moses
was now called and sent on his great mis-
sion. As he led "the flock of Jethro, his
father-in-law, the priest of Midian" (v. 1)among the vales and cliffs of Horeb, suddenly
his attention was arrested by a most won-
derful and magnificent sight. A bush on the
side of the mountain was all aglow with a

celestial "flame of fire" ' £\u25bc• 2), and as he
looked upon it with wondering eyes he saw
that the bush was not consumed iar the fire,
and fire was not fed by the bush. The flame
was self-existent and self-sustaining. It was

I a sublime and significant symbol of the pres-
ence of God. It was also directly connected i
with the condition of his people.

I Abraham and foretold the bondage in Egypt,
the same symbol of his presence as "a smok-
ing furnace and a burning lamp" passed be-

| As Moses drew near to consider this won-
derful flame, "God called unto him out of

: the midst of the bush" and commanded him:
I "Draw not nigh hither; put off thy shoc«3
| from off thy feet, for the place whereon thoh
i standest is holy ground. Moreover, he said,
! I am the God of thy father, the God of Abra-

ham, the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob."
; Reverently "Moses hid hie face, for he was
jafraid to look upon God." (Verses 4-6.)

What a solemn and impressive moment this
must have been for this man of 80 thus sud-

| denly to stand alone in the very presence of
! God in the solitude of the mountain. One
i would suppose that he would have been

ready, without a moment's hesitation, to run
i upon any errand which, under such circum-
| stances, might have been given him. But no.
Forty years of communion In the stillness of

I the desert with this same God who now called
I him had taught him to know his own weak-

ness, and now he stood face to face with him.
No wonder he feared and trembled. But

I God did not rebuke him for his fear and dis-
: trust of himself.
i On the contrary, he graciously encouraged
jand strengthened him with a full knowledge
! of his purpose, and with the assurance, "Cer-
i tainly I will toe with thee; and this shall be: a token unto thee that Ihave sent thee; when
thou hast brought forth the people out of

jEgypt, ye shall serve God upon this moun-
I tain." (Verse 12.)

But even this knowledge and assurance did
i not remove Moses' fears. He not only doubt-
!ed his own fitness for the work, but he
| doubted the people to whom he was sent.They had become so corrupted by their long
contact with Egypt that they had almost en-
tirely forgotten the very name of God. So
Moses said, "Behold, when I come unto tho
children of Israel, and shall say unto them.
The God of your fathers hath sent me unto
you, and they shall say to me, What is His
name? what shall I say unto them?"

"I am that I am," was the sublime an-
swer. "Thou shalt say unto the children of
Israel, 1 am, hath sent me unto you" (vs
13, 14).

A little later he learned to know that "I
am" was only another name for "Jehovah"
(vi., 2, 3, see margin 2), the Omnipotent, Om-
nipresent, Self-existing God. It was a new
name to Israel. The burning bush —fire with-
out fuel, and fuel untouched by fire, a self-
flustaining flame—was the fitting symbol of
that name. It declared God with His peoplo
in all of their afflictions; God in His people,'
purifying, yet not consuming them; God for
Kis people, able to deliver them from all of
their enemies.

It is not strange, therefore, that the Son
of God, when he "was made flesh and dwelt
among us," appropriated the same name to
himself, saying to the Jews, "Before Abraham
was, I am" (John, viii., 58). Time and again
he repeated the declaration to set forth what
he was, and Irs, and ever shall be, to his
people, saying:

"I am"—new, and always, and everywhere
—"the Door" of entrance into the fold

of God.
"I am"—now, and always, and everywhere

—"the Good Shepherd," who lays down
his life for the sheep.

"I am"—now, and always, and everywhere
"the Bread" upon whom my people feed.

"I am" —now, and always, and everywhere
"the Light" by which they walk from
day to day.

"I am"—now, and always, and everywhere ;
"the Vine" without whom they can bear ',
no fruit.

"I am"—now, and always, and everywhere
"the Way" of access to the Father.

"T am"—new, and always, and everywhere
"the Truth" to reveal the sinner's need

and the Father's grace.
"I am"—new, and always, and everywhere

"the Life" who robs death of its sting
and terrors.

And all this is because—
He is—now, and always, and everywhere—

"the Lamb of Gcd. which taketh away
the sin of the world."

As for Moses, however, notwithstanding all
of the assurances of God, his heart still
feared and trembled. It was not, however,
because he doubted the promises, but be-
cause he still doubted the people to whom
he was to go. "Behold," he said, "they will
not believe me. uor hearken unto my voic«w

for they will say, the Lord hath not appeared
unto thee" (iv., 1). Then God endued him
with power, that he might say, even as
Jesus said, "Though ye believe not me, be-
lieve the works" (John x.F 38). Three re-
markable and significant proofs that he came
from God were given 'him. His shepherd's
staff, changed into "a serpent," should again
become, when he took It by the tail, a harm-
less rod. "His hand, leprous as' snow,"
should become, when he put It "Into his
bosom again," "as his o^her flesh." And
water taken "out of the river" should "be-
come blood upon the dry ground." (iv.. 3-9).

These signs not only certified that he came
from God, but they also certified that the
deliverance to which he was sent was to be
a type of a far greater spiritual redemption.
For "the serpent" in the scriptures stands
for Satan; "leprosy" for sin, and "blood" for
the life. So we read of the redemption by
Jesus Christ: "For this purpose the Son of
God was manifested, that he might destroy
the works of the devil" (I. John, iii., S). He
"cleanseth us from all sin" (I. John, i., 7),
and his blood was poured out when he gave
"his life a ransom for many." (Matt. xx..
28).

But Moses still hesitated to undertake such
a great commission. His faith had not yet
triumphed sufficiently over the deep sense
of his own weakness to enable him to restsimply on these assurance from God. It isgenerally so with humble men who have
been truly taught by him. Although they have
the rich promises of God as clearly revealed
to them in the scriptures, as they were to
Moses on Mount Horeb, yet it is just as hard
for them to rest in them as it was for him.

Yet God does not cast off his children who
fear and tremble when called to do his work.
In his infinite grace, "he remembereth that
we are dust, (Psalm cili., 14), and bears with
our infirmities. So, although grieved at
Moses, after all, who was to speak unto
of his objections by telling him that Aaron,
his brother, should be associated with him.
"And now, although there was nothing

Thus Moses was called to his great work,
and all difficulties were taken out of his
way. Undoubtedly, from a merely human
standpoint, it was a great comfort and
strength to have his brother Aaron associated
"with him, for "two are better than one,"
saith "the preacher" (Eccl. iv., 9-10). But
it may be looked at from, a higher standpoint
than human comfort. It probably had a
more important and spirited meaning. For,
through Moses, the law was to be given, and
by Aaron, as the high priest, the sacrifices
were to be offered. Together they stood for
him who both kept the law and made atone-
ment for its transgression. If he had done
the one without the other, it would not have
been sufficient for man's redemption from
sin. Therefore, Moses and Aaron together
must carry the message of deliverance 10 thepeople.
