A DIPLOMAT'S VISIT

Gustaf de Strale Finds Much in the
Northwest to Interest Him,

ENJOYS A HUNT FOR BIG GAME

Thinks Relations Between Sweden |H

and Norway Sure to Become
More Friendly.

Gustaf de Strale, ‘“kammerherre” or
chamberlain to King Oscar, and secretary
of the Swedish-Norwegian legation at
Washington, has been visiting in the twin
cities and Minnesota for about & fortnight,
and has found his trip one of the pleasant-
est of his varied experiences in many
lands. He came to Minnesota primarily
to hunt deer and other big game, and be-
ing a keep sportsman, he enjoyed to the
utmost the hunt arranged in his honor by
Consul E. H. Hobe in the wilds of St
Louis county. Since returning from the
famous hunt he has become acquainted
with the social life of the west and has
enjoyed himself fully as thoroughly as
when stalking moose through the pine
slashings.

To e Journal reporter Mr. de Strale
expressed himself as much pleased with
the west, and he admitted that his views
bad materially changed since coming here
and seeing things for himself. It was a
source of gratification to him to learn
what an important share the people from
the Scandinavian countries had in the de-
velopment of this great industrial em-
pire. Like a true diplomat he rather
evaded an interview. Regarding the rela-
tlons between Sweden and Norway, he
said it would be improper for him to en-
ter into a public discussion. Said he:

In Washington 1 am as much the repre-
sentative of Norway as of Sweden and I must
maintain a strict impartiality.

It must be apparent to all that a much
friendlier and healthier feeling has grown up
in recent years and all differences, If any
there be, will doubtless be amicably and
honorably adjusted.

The relations between the United States
and the two kingdoms are and have been
particularly happy. A small country heas
naturally much more to ask than a larger
one and we are invariably treated with the
utmost courtesy by Secretary Hay and the
state department officials.

Kammerherre de Strale has been in the
diplomatic service since 1887. Before go-
ing to Washington he held positions with
the Norwegian legations at London, Paris,
St. Petersburg, Madrid and Copenhagen.
He is a true cosmopolite, well informed
and strietly up to date, an excellent con-
versationalist, affable and polished he’s
invariably voted a fine fellow and a gen-
tleman, serving his country and his king
loyally and with distinction.

A Norwegian Sclent;t Wilil Continue |

the Work of James Ross. {

Roald Amundsen {is preparing to lead !
an Arctic exploring expedition next year
to make scientific explorations north of
the American continent. His special mis- |
sion will be to determine the exact pusi- |
tion of the northern magnetic pole. This
was located by James Ross in 1831 on the
Boothia peninsula. Scientists believe that
the pole has moved but this is not
definitely known as no observations have
been taken singe that time.

Mr. Amundsen apepars to be well fitted
to lead such an expedition. He was the
first officer on Gerlache’'s on the Belgian
expedition in 1897-99 and has made a
special study of magneti¢ observations
under Professor Neumayer of Hamburg.

The whaler Gjoa has been bought for
the expedition. Mr. Amundsen made a
trial voyage to Greenland last summer
and is satisfied with it. The Norwegian
Geographical society is supporting the un-
dertaking.

HEDIN IN TIBET

The Explorer Writes to the King of
Sweden.

Dr. Iven Hedin's second long letter to
the king of Sweden has been given to the
press. It is written from a place in Tibet
called Charklik and gives a brief sketch
of his travels and diseoveries. Of the
members of his escort he writes as fol-
lows:

A great pleasure was awaliting me in our re-
turn to Charklik, for I found there my two
old Kashgar Cossacks, Sirkin and Ijernoff.
It was a very great kindness on the part
of his majesty the emperor to let me have
them again, as I already bad the two Buryatic
Cossacks, and this at a time when the
West Siberian army and the trans-Balkal
Cossacks were under arms. These four Cos-
sacks are perfectly splendid fellows. Their
good conduct, fidelity, obedience, and dis-
cipline; their endurance, courage, and capa-
bility in all practical matters, and their will-
ingness to learn and to make themselves
generally useful, are beyond all praise. I have
bad a Cossack escort now for mnearly two
years, and not once have I been obliged to
correct them, or even remind them of thelr
dutles. Thanks to them, everything to do
with the caravan is made easy for me, and
I concern myself with scientific studies alone.
Such things as meteorological observations
and the printing of photographs are entirely
done by Sirkin and Schagdur. The latter,
who is & Buryat, has taught himself on the
journey to read and write Russian, an ac-
complishment of which Sirkin, by the- by,
is already master. Schagdur has first-rate
abilities, and it is a pleasure to see the
marching route sheets which he brings back
from any reconnaissance on which I may
happen to send him.

Ijernoff, too, makes unusually good sketches
of the lle of the land. These four men, who
are armed to the teeth, and have modern
magazine rifles, for which, on the recom-
mendation of the minister for war, I received
& good supply of ammunition, not only con-
stitute a respectable escort for the caravan
and give us a feeling of security, but to me
personally are most excellent company, and I
can talk to them with pleasure by the hour.
