a number of years scholars leave school
with $100 and $200 to their credit. It is
a telling philanthrophy and fosters self-
dependence and good habits and has a
direct hearing on temperance. School au-
thorities report that, since they have the
saving system in use, the smoking of
cigarettes has decreased 75 per cent
among the scholars. Little time is oc-
cupied with the system. It takes but
fifteen minutes per week. The teacher
calls the roll on Monday mornings for
the collection of scholars’ savings, and
the deposits are quickly credited, because
of the simplicity of the forms used. The
superintendent has prepared circulars ex-
plaining the system and giving the tes-
timony of educators who have used it
that are valuable to the school authori-
ties wishing to take it up.

In the report of Mrs. E. B. Ingalls of
Missouri she stated that the anticigarette
laws passed in Tennessee and Iowa were
the best and had been decided constitu-
tional by the state supreme court and the
United States courts. She urged the dele-
gates to continue to persuade business
firms to employ only nontobacco users.
Of the three lectures in this department
doing the most good Mrs. Bessie L. Sco-
vill, president of the Minnesota State
W. C. T. U, gave one. Mrs. Ingalls spoke
of the growing use of drugs among chil-
dren, who are taught by their parents,
and warned parents particularly of the
danger of giving children headache pow-
ders. She expressed a wish that the press,
particularly the religious press, might be
freed from advertisements of narcotics.

At the purity conference the most in-
teresting paper read was that of Dr. Alice
B. Campbell, on ‘““Confidential Relations
Between Parents and Children.”” She said:
“It will simplify your work to begin by
abolishing in home and general life the
idea of sex distinctions. Rear your chil-
dren as though sex did not exist; talk to
boys and girls alike on the same topic,
and with the same informality to both.”

Mrs. Luecy Thurman, a colored woman
of Michigan, superintendent among her
people, in her report said, among other
things: “Louisiana reports that race
riots are almost broken up.” She quoted
from the New York Voice bureau, “it is
e fact not widely known that there is a
wide margin in the record of drunkenness
between white and colored troops in the
United States army. Among the white
soldiers drunkenness is nearly twice as
frequent as among the colored soldiders.”
An interesting feature in the report was
that Mt. Bayou, Miss.,, a community en-
tiely of colored peoplc owns all the land
within a radius of five miles. The mayor,
Isaac Montgomery, was formerly a slave
of Jefferson Davis. He recently put the
city marshal in jail for winking at vio-
lations of the liquor law.

BRILLIANT SOCIAL EVENT

The Hostesses' ball of 1901 which took
place last evening in the West Hotel will
doubtless be known as the festival of
candles although its only resemblance to
the ancient Roman feast was found in the
myriads of tapers that gleamed among the
foliage. The decorations and appoint-
ments throughout were suggestive of Italy

and the main corridor was transformed
into the portico of a Pompeian palace
where the guests strolled and chatted un-
der the leafy arches. Southern smilax
made a tangled network of the ceiling and
the low waving tendrils brushed against
the broad leaves of the palms that towered
to meet them. Around the rotunda were
fir trees sending & spicy breath from the
woods over the almost tropical scene and,
in among the green, tall trumpet shaped
candlesticks of dark polished wood lifted
white tapers in a continuous row.

OUR DAILY BREAD

Daluable Suggestions for the
Kitchen and Diningsroom.

A Down East Pudding.

Soak half a pint of stale bread crumbs in
one pint of cold milk until soft. Add one
large tablespoonful of butter, one cup sugar,
one teaspoonful salt, spice to taste, three well
beaten eggs, two cups of chopped apples,
raisins and currants mixed. Turn into a
buttered mold and steam two hours. Serve
with hard or foamy sauce.

O0ld Fashioned Pumpkin Pie.

This was a delectable dish as our grand-
mothers made it.

Select a deep yellow, fine grained pumpkin,
pare, cut into convenient pleces and cook
slowly. When tender, put into a cloth and
squeeze out every bit of water. Then mash
and beat fine with two tablespoonfuls of

butter. For each cup of pumpkin, mashed,
allow two eggs well beaten and milk enough
to make it thin enough to pour like custard
(a little over a cup of milk to each cup of
pumpkin pulp.) Season‘to taste with a little
salt, mace, cinnamon, nutmeg and ginger,
but not enough to make the custard dark.
Sweeten to taste. Bake same a8 custard ples,
until the custard is set and & nice golden
brown.

Chestnut Pudding.

Boll one pound of shelled chestnuts for &
few minutes to loosen the brown skin, then
throw into cold water; remove the skin; then
boil the chestnuts in milk until soft enough
to press through a sieve. Add to this puree
the beaten yolks of six eggs, one pint of rich,
sweet cream, six tablespoonfuls of sugar.
Stir over the fire until near the boiling point;
then add three-fourths of a package of gelatin
softened in cold water. Stir until gelatin
dissolves in the mixture. - Remove from the
fire; add a teaspoonful of vanilla; set the
mixture over cracked ice and stir until it
begins to thicken. Then have a mold wet
with cold water; pour in enough of the mix-
ture to cover bottom to a depth of half an
inch. When this is firm enough cover with
a layer of plneapple and citron cut into dice.
Over this place thin slices of sponge cake
moistened with orange juice. Then add an-
other layer of the cream, then the fruit and
cake, and so on until all the cream is used,
having top layer of cream. Set in a cold
place for two or more hours. Serve with
vanilla sauce. The fruit and cake must not
be placed too near the sides of the mold, as
the cream mixture must be allowed to rum
down at sides and so encase the other ma-
terials. Just before sending to the table cut
down a slice so the layers will be exposed
to view. Candied cherries may be used in-
stead of the citron, or both added to give
more color.

Compote of Cranberry,

Pick over and wash one quart of the
finest berries. Put three-quarters of & pound
of granulated sugar in a saucepan with three
cups of water and the thinly pared rind of
one lemon. Stir until the sugar is dissolved
and then let boil until reduced to a thick

syrup. Put in the cranberries and keep them

in constant motion, but be careful not to
break the skins, and let them cook tem min-
utes. Then remove from the fire and let
stand until cold. Turn into a fancy glass
dish, sprinkle crushed sugar over them and
serve.
