REMARKS FROM ROOT

More Time Needed to Test the Can-
teen Law.

SHOULD SMOOTH WAY FOR CUBA

Army Affairs in the Philippines and
Militia Reorganization Are

Discussed.
Washington, Nov. 27.—Secretary of
War Root's report is a long one and
deals with many important sub-

jects, among them the Philippines, Cuba,
army and militia reorganization, Pacific
cable and the canteen question.

Congress is asked to authorize the presi-
dent to place the following officers, who
have independent commands, on the re-
tired list with the rank of lieutenant gen-
eral:

Major General Wesley Merrit, who re-
tired June 16, 1900,

Major General John R. Brooke, who re-
tires July 21, 1902, .

Major General E.
March 25. 1902.

Officers of the navy who reach the age
limit are allowed to retire at a grade
higher, and the secretary asks that this
privilige be extended to the veterans of
the civil war who served in the war with
Spain.

The secretary says that orders were is-
sued abolishing the canteen pursuant to
the act of congress and on this point he
says:

“When the orders were Issued for the
enforcement of this section of the law,
the commanding officers of the various
posts and military organizations were di-
rected to report upon its effects. A great
body of reports has been received, which
indicate that the effect of the law is un-
fortunate.

“I think, however, that a sufiicient time
has not elapsed to give the law a fair
trial, and the observation and report of
its working will be continued during the
ensuing year.”

S. Otis, who retires

Cuba.

Peace prevails in Cuba and there has
been no occasion for interference by the
United States forces with the ordinary
administration of the law.

The secretary gives a history of the
proceedings of the Cuban constitutional
convention. A general election will be
held Dec. 31 to choose governors of prov-
inces, provincial councilors, members of
the house of representatives and presi-
dential and senatorial electors. These will
meet Feb. 24, 1902.

In commenting upon the proposed plan
of government the secretary says:

“I do not fully agree with the wisdom
of the provisions of this constitution; but
it provides for a republican form of gov-
ernment; it was adopted after long and
patient consideration and discussion; it
represents the views of the delegates
elected by the people of Cuba; and it cou-
tains no features which would justify the
assertion that a goverament organized
under it will not be one to which the
United States may properly transfer the
obligations for the protection of life and
property under international law, assumed
in the treaty of Paris.

“If the people of Cuba and their officers
exhibit, under the government of their
own choice, the same self-restraint and
respect for law which have characterized
thelr relations to the intervening govern-
ment during our occupation under the
treaty of Paris, the success of the Cuban
administration may be confideutly ex-
pected.

“I think that as the period of American
occupation draws toward its close there
is more appreciation by the Cubans of
what the people of the United States have
done for them. During the recent severe
illness of the military governor the mani-
festations of esteem and affection for him
were especially gratifying; and the la-
mented death of President McKinley was
followed by general expressions of sympa-
thy and sorrow throughout the island.

““The chief apparent obstacle to the fu-
ture prosperity of the island is to be found
in its commercial relations with the
United States, and the necessity of secur-
ing some reciprocal arrangement under
which a concession shall be made from
the tariff duties now imposed by the
United States upon the principal Cuban
products.

“The prosperity of Cuba depends upon
finding a market for her principal prod-
ucts, sugar and tobacco, at a reasonable
profit.

‘‘The same considerations which led to
the war with Sprin now require that a
commercial arrangement be made under
which Cuba can live. The condition of
the sugar and tobacco industries in Cuba
is already such that the earliest possible
action by congress upon this subject is
desirable.”

In the Philippines.

Considerable space is devoted to the
Philippines. The most important event is
said to have been the capture of Agui-
naldo, who issued a peace proclamation
soon after.

The operations of the field forces were so
vigorous and unrelenting that more than
one thousand contacts occurred between
tween May, 1900, and June, 1901, in which
the insurgent casualties were: Killed,
3,854; wounded, 1,193; captured, 6,572;
surrendered, 23,095; with a tctal of 15,693
rifles and nearly 300,000 rounds of small
arms ammunition captured and surren-
dered. Our casualties during the same
period were: Killed, 245; wounded, 490;
captured, 118; missing, 20.

The Philippine force has heen reduced
to 1,111 officers and 42,128 men.

The United States troops now hold 502
statlons in the Phlilippines. The policy
of releasing prisoners taken in battle, after
disarming them, instead of being looked
{upon as beneficent has been construed
into an evidence of weakness. Accordingly
| it has been discontinued.

{ During the past summer the adjutant
| general, the inspector general, the quar-
itermaster general, the commissary general
{and the surgeon general of the army have
'all been sent to the Philippines with in-
| structions to ascertain, each in his own
! department, what measures of retrench-
| ment can be taken without impalring ef-
| ficiency, and many such measures have
i been recommended and undertaken.

| The army is now composed of 3,278 offi-
cers and 81,235 men, including Porto Rican
| and Filipino troops. Under the reorgan-
| ization act it was necessary to appoint

| 298 staff officers and 837 first and second

! lieutenants. Five hundred and five enlist-
'ed men have been examined for commis-
| sions, and 214 have passed, declared quali-
| fled, and commissioned as second lieuten-

ants. Eight hundred and thirty-nine vol-
{unteer officers have been ordered for ex-
iamination, of whom 104 declined, 97 have
{ been found not qualified, 157 remain with

their cases undetermined, and 481 have
i been accepted and commissioned. There

remain 142 original vacancles to be filled |

{under the statute, and there are on file
{10,362 applications.

! Officers appointed to the cevalry and in-
! fantry hold commissions bearing earlier
|'dates than those promoted in the artil-
!lery. The secretary recommends that this
tinequality be remedied by congress. which
will be asked to make all commissions
of even date.

Twenty-seven dental surgeons have been
commissioned, and there remain three va-
cancies.

Of the transport service, Mr. Root rec-
ommends that it be continued on the Pa-
cific; on the Atlantic he believes the busi-
ness can be done more economically by
commercial lines.

Militia Reorganization.

The secretary thinks congress should au-
| thorize the reorganization of the militia.
| Says he:

{  “The present provisions of law relating
ltu the militia, and to the raising of vol-
| unteer forces, are quite imperfect and
unsatisfactory. The militia law stands to-
day practically as it was enacted in 1792,
and is practically obsolete.

“I recommend that the president be au-
thorized to convene boards of officers (in-
cluding the general service and staff col-
lege board) for the examination of offi-
cera of the national guard, and other citi-
zens who may apply to be examined, as to
their qualifications to hoid volunteer com-
missions; that the persons passing such

examinations shall receive certificates,
staiing the office for which they are found
to be qualified, and upon the calling out
of a volunteer force shall be entitled to
receive commission® for such offices.

“I recommend that the war department
be authorized to arm the national guard
with the present service small arms used
by the regular army, navy and marine
corps; that the national guard of the sey-
eral states be treated as a first reserve, to
be called into the service of the United
States, the term of service under any
cell to be limited to nine months; that
the department be authorized to aliow
travel pay, commutation of rations and
quarters, or commutation of quarters, to
officers of the national guard attending
and regularly taking part in the courses
of Instruction at the general service and
i staff college at Fort Leavenworth.”

The entrance examinations at West
Point have been changed so it will be
possible for applicants for admission to
“‘avoid the pernicious practice of attend-
ing special schools or employing special
coaches to prepare for the examination.
Hazing at the academy has heen abolished,
says the secreiary. Colonel Mllls is
praised for stamping out the brutal and
shameful tradition.

New building s are needed.

The secretary speaks highly of the work
done in the varicus service schools.

Fortifications.

Substantial prcgress has heen made in
the revision of earlier projects of forti-
fication, inade before the use of rapid-fire
guns played so great a part in coast de-
fense. There have been added to the
completed scacoast armament during the
vear fifteen 12-inch guns, seven 10-inch
guns, eleven 8-inch guns, Thirty-five rapid
fire guns and twenty-three mortars.

Flans for the fortification of San Juan,
Porto Rico, at a cost of §1,800,000 have
been prepared and preliminary projects
for the defense of Pearl Harbor and Hon-
olulu are available. The construction of
dynamite batteries has been discontinued
on the ground that pneumatic gums are
obsolete and not of sufficient utility.

The Pacific cable project is indorsed by
the secretary, who says it should be con-
structed and owned by the government;
if not, then is shall always be the prop-
erty of an American corporation subject to
lthe control and regulation of congress.

Alaska is orderly and the department
has been discontinued. Some 400 miles of
telegraph have been built by the military
authorities.

SHOT DEAD FROM AMBUSH

FRANCE COVETED 'NOTHER'’S WIFE

Followed Her to This Country and
Is Arrested for Killing the
Husband.

Duluth, Minn., Nov. 27.—Michael Hill,
a prosperous Finnish farmer of Carleton
county, was shot dead from ambush near
his home, and yesterday Jacob France, a
neighboring homesteader, was arrested by
Detective Troyer of Duluth in one of the
logging camps of Alger, Smith & Co.,
where he was working as a woodsman.

France is charged with the murder of
Hill, and will be tried in Carlton county.
The arrest is based on the reported infat-
uation of France for Mrs. Hill. France
knew the woman in Finland before coming
to America. Mr. Hill preceded her here
several years and when she came France
followed her, leaving his own family be-
hind. Hill is said to have discovered that
France was madly in love with his wife,
and had forbade him the house.

Nov. 16 a daughter of Mr, and Mrs. Hill
was married to a Moose Lake man, and
the occasion was celebrated in great style.
During the afternoon of that day Hill was
out in the yard, and a shot fired from the
neighboring woods killed him.

ARMENIAN CONVENT SEIZED

Porte States Action Was to Proteet
From Bandits.

London, Nov. 27.—Costaki Anthopulo
Pacha, the Turkish ambassador to Great
Britaln, has given out the porte’s explana-
tion of the sizure of an Armenian con-
vent in the neighborhood of Mush by
Armenian revolutionists, and the subse-
quent surrounding of the convent by Turk-
ish troops.

The embassador says that bandits have
been ravaging the country and. extorting
money and goods from the Armenian pop-
ulation, murdering those who refused to
comply with their demands.

These bandits brought about sixty wom-
en and children as prisoners to the monas-
tery and Andranik, the leader of the ban-
dits, tried to obtain money by threats
from the Armenians of Mush. Thereupon,
in order to protect the women and chil-
dren, the imperial authorities surrounded
the monastery with Turkish troops. Some
fighting occurred, during which two brig-
gands and a Turkish corporal were killed.

A dispatch received subsequently from
Constantinople says that the brigands
have fled and the Turkish troops have
been withdrawn. g

FREE DELIVERY

It Becomes Self-Sustaining From In-
crease of Revenues.

Washington, Nov. 27.—First Assistant
Postmaster General Johnson, in his an-
nual report, says the yearly increase in
the postal revenues has resulted in the
free delivery system becoming self-sus-
taining.

Of the gross postal revenues of the
United States of the past fiscal year $74,-
295,390 came from 866 free delivery offices.
The remaining 3,600 presidential offices
yvielded $16,203,252, while the remaining
fourth class postoffices produced $18,913, -
519.

At the end of the present fiscal year
8,600 rural routes will be in successful
operatiow, 6,000 being in effect by Dec. 2.
The inflexible policy is announced here-
after of avoiding maintenance of unnec-
essary postoffices and superfluous star
routes contemporaneously with rural free
delivery routes.

On July 1 last the force of 4,301 rural
carriers was serving 2,840,644 people, a
fraction over 75 cents per capita, and on
Dec. 2 next 4,000,000 of the rural popuia-
tion will be enjoying free delivery.
