OLD ARGUMENTS IN NEW FORM

Analysis of the Hull Side of the Corn!
Situation— Where Will Needed

Supplies Come Front
\ .

Chicago^ Nov. 30.— S. T. K. Prime, the
crop estimator, has given out .11 interview on
the corn situation which is decidedly bullish.
Mr. Prime thinks that next June or possibly
in May there will be a great scarcity of corn.
Present conditions of supply and do'iiaud, he
believes, warrant higher 1 rices, but the
-t_tistical position is not now fullyrealised
and will not be felt until about that time. 1
Nearly

% every prominent trader here has fig-
ured pat the corn situation for himself, and'
opinion as to the stability of the coarse grain
i_arkets is pretty well divided. While Prime's
views present, nothing especially new to the
trade here and most of the arguments have
been heard before, they afford nevertheless
an interesting view of the bull side .1 the
corn outlook. The country, he says, does not
realize the corn and coarse food situation.
The question now seems to be, where is the
corn to come from for feeding purposes as
well as home consumption after the first of
May, 1902. The first feature is the fact of
ba.aH continued receipts and prices con-
tinually advancing. The farmer who has any
earn to ship to this market can do better at
home When corn touched 10 cents last sum-
mer the poor former and renter _eiieral)y
cleaned out his cribs. While corn was
climbing up from 40 to 50c the better class
of farmers, who never expected to ??e sera
go higher than 50c, swept their cribs. Now
the small percentage of old corn which still
remains is the rich man's corn. This will
not move until corn reaches 70c per bushel,
and it is more than probable that this corn
under general conditions will _ot be sold in
any event until we know something about the
outcome of the corn crop whica will be
planted in 1902. Itwill be ten months before
we can raise another crop of corn to feed.
The government recently told us in its last
report that we had only 41 per cent of old
corn in the country, which in round numbers
would be 96,000,000 bushels. Recent govern-
ment figures gives us about 1,300,000,000 bush-
els of corn for the crop of 1901. Feeding that
corn at the rate of 200,000,000 bushels per
month, and taken in connection with the old j
corn on hand on the first of December, all
we have to-day actually in sight is a little
over six months' supply. Hence, if this view
of the situation is correct, after the first of
June it will .be pretty hard scratching to get
corn for actual needs.. ,

Attempt to Fix the Crime of Has- i
band-Poisoning Upon a Woman

Doctor Witness.

London, Nov. 30.—1n anticipation
of this being the last appearance j
in public of Theodore Jackson and |
Laura Jackson (Ann Adelia Diss de
vßar) before their committal for trial at
the Old Bailey, the Marleybone police
court was crowded to-day. The principal
witness during the day's proceedings was
Dr. Mary Adams, whose testimony the
,female prisoner declared at the last hear-
ing, would prove that the present charges
•were the result of a conspiracy on the
part of the promoters of a rival sect |
known as the Koreshan Unity. The fe-
male prisoner's cross-examination of Dr. |
Adams led to several scenes, during which
(Mrs. Jackson denounced Dr. Adams as
the murderess of her husband.

According to the evidence of Dr. Adams
she left Ohio in 1899 and got mixed up
with the prisoners at Glen Echo, a suburb
of Washington. She further testified
that the prisoners obtained from her

money under false pretenses and lured her
to New York. She accompanied" them to
England, Paris and Capetown. Finding
that the trend of Dr. Adams' evidence
was unpalatable, the female prisoner sud-
denly shouted: '\u25a0- . ;

"Your husband died of poison, didn't
he?"

"No," replied Dr. Adams.
At this point the male prisoner jumped

to his feet.
"You are a murderess!" he shouted.
'Mrs. Jackson calmed her husband and

then continued to cross-examine Dr.
Adams, who denied that she was ever ac-
cused of murdering her husband.

committee of experts appointed by the
Camden board of health to make a thor-
ough investigation of the cases of tetanus
has just made a report to that body, as-
serting that not a single case of lockjaw
has resulted from injection of vaccine
\u25bcirus. Every one has been due, it finds,
to the atmosphere and telluric conditions
which have prevailed during the last six
weeks. There had been a long period of
dry. weather with high winds, so that
tetanus germs, Bays the committee, which
have their normal habitation in the earth
dust and dirt of stables, have been con-
stantly distributed in the atmosphere.
In the committee's opinion, vaccination is
harmless, though care should be exercised
in the treatment of the wounds.

ent .time.

This, of course, refers tb the republican
majority alone, : because under present

methods in the house of representatives,
the views of the minority are of interest
only to historians. The ' president and
secretary of war may be able to change
this sentiment, but the significance of the
opinion of members of congress is none
the less Important. .
