heard of this and last Monday fileda pro-
test though Michigan and Chicago were
not to meet. Stagg is a stickler for a
literal interpretation of the rules. Mich-
igan investigated and just before the
game withdrew Redden, although a star
player. Redden was only a high school
boy at the time of the offense but had
concealed from the Michigan football au-
thorities the facts above stated and hence
they were not lenient. Professor A. H.
Pattingill, representative of Michigan at
bte conference said in substance to-day:

Prof. Patting!!! Discusses the Cases.

Reddens case is almost parallel to
Mueller's. Mueller was a college man
when the offense was committed and
should have known better, but Redden
offended more in concealing the facts.
Merrill of Beloit committed a like of-

fense, if I understand it. Though the A.

A. U. has not barred Merrill he must pass
the scrutiny of the "Big Nine" before he
can participate in any of the intercolle-
giate events of the "BigNine."

"Schreiber's case is different. He delib-
erately coached a team and 'kept it dark.'
Williams' case is also far different. He
played baseball under an agreement
plainly. It was while clerking in a drug

storea business about which he knew
nothingfor $50 a month, and he devoted
little or no time to the drug business.

"Redden and Mueller, at least, should
not be barred, but under a strict inter-
pretation of rules must be. We cannot
change the rules so as to define how much
prize money a boy may take before be-
coming a professional. He mustn't take
any. The only thing to do is to be sensi-
ble in applying the rules to individual
cases."

Cases Go Over for a Year.

The reason the Redden and Mueller
cases were not brought up in the meeting
yesterday was probably because .those
disposed to be liberal were not sure of
their ground. Stagg would oppose rein-
statement, so would Barton of Illinois
and also, of course, Schlichter of Wiscon-
sin and Wilcox of lowa, unless Schreiber
and Williams could be shown like favor.
One other man was doubtful. So the
names were not mentioned, and It will be
a full year before the cases can come up
now, for the conference will hereafter
hold no special meetings to pass on the
eligibilityof athletes. However, that the
rule on professionalism will be liberally
interpreted hereafter is certain, though
it will be given wider scope.

DRAW LINES CLOSE

College Conference Makes New Def-

inition of Professionalism.

Chicago, Nov. 30.A long step toward
the abolition of professonalism from col-
lege athletics was taken yesterday by the
faculty representatives of the intercol-
legiate college conference.

"No student is eligible to compete on a
college team who plays in so-called
amateur games where gate money is
charged or where prizes, premiums or
purses are offered."

Itwas voted to discourage as far as pos-
sible prolonged absence from college on
tours, it being the opinion of the members
of the committee that it was not advisable
for teams to be gone a long time from
their college.

FIVE MICHIGAN MEN TO LEAVE

Wisconsin and Minnesota Each, to
Luxe Four According; to a

Chicago Report.

Chicago, Nov. 30.—Reports from prac-

tically all the "ißig" colleges of the west
indicate that strong football teams will
ibe in the field next season. Several of
this season's stars will be missing from
all of the elevens next year, 'but in those
colleges where the defections are greatest
there seems to be an abundance of substi-
tutes to fill the places of the older men.

At least four of this year's Chicago U
team will be missing next year. Flana-
gan, Kennedy, Gary and Perkins will not
be candidates, and the return of both
Beddall and McNab is doubtful. Of the
regulars, however, Captain Sheldon,
Speik, Maxwell, Jennison, Magee, Cook,
Conrad, Ellsworth, Knapp, Horton and
Donnevllle will all toe in harness again
and a lot of good material is expected
ifrom the incoming freshmen class.

While the team was not victorious this
year, the season's experience will give

Coach Stagg much 'better material to

work with next year, and the maroon out-
look is considered altogether promising.

Northwestern loses five of its solldest
players in Captain C. E. iDietz, G. O.
Dietz, Elliott, Johnson and Hanson. All

tho other regulars will return, however,

and a number of this year's substitutes
will make excellent material for develop-

ment next fall. Coach Hollister and the
purple rooters alike are confidently ex-
pecting a successful season.

Of the other teams Michigan loses five
men, Wisconsin four, Minnesota four and
lowa two. Reports of the outlook at the
various colleges follow:

Michigan: Football prospects at Michigan
for next year are of the brightest hue. Of
Michigan's star team only White, Redden,
Weeks, Wilson and Snow will be lost. In
place of White a lightning tackle named
Johnson will be the most formidable candi-
date. Graver, who made a name for himself
at end against lowa, was subquarter this year
and he is the greatest defensive player on tho
team. He will play quarter next year unless
"Dutch" Pressman, the subquarter who is a
phenomenal drop kicker, shows that he is
capable of running the team. In case some-
body else does not show good at quarter

Graver may be permanently played at
%

end.
For Wilson's place Baker, the ex-Rochester
center, will be eligible. At fullback Jones
will be a worthy successor of Neil Snow.

Wisconsin: Next year's Wisconsin football
team will be minus three and possibly four
of Its strongest players this year. Captain

Curtis and Eddie Cochems and "Norsky"

Larson, the halfbacks, who have been a
tower of strength in themselves, have all
played for four years and will not be eligible

next year, while there is some doubt whether
Skow, the husky center, will return. He has

two more years to play and it is about an
even probability that he will be back on the
gridiron in a cardinal sweater next year.

Wisconsin has had a good squad of substitutes
this year and there will be good material from

which to pick next year's team. Nothing has
been done in the matter of a coach to succeed
Phil King, and members of the athletic coun-
cil say it will not be taken up for some time.
There is a considerable sentiment in favor of
the graduate coach system, provided King

can be induced to come back for three or four

weeks.
Iowa: lowa's prospects for next year are re-

garded as fair for the reason that only two
men of the regular team are certain at this
time not to be here. These men are Burrier
and Hollenbeck. All of the other members
of the team will probably be back, and all are
eligible. Terrell is regarded as an excellent
quarterback, and he will undoubtedly go in
at the beginning of the season next year at
that position. Seiberts is one of the best
ground gainers on the lowa team, and will
likely play at end again next year. Dr. Knipe

has made no arrangements to leave lowa,
and If the board is willingwill remain.

PRESIDENTIAL TRAIN

Mr. Roosevelt as Enthusiastic as Any

of the Party.

Washington, Nov. 30. — President and
Mrs. Roosevelt and many Washington
people, including many of the offi-
cials of the army and navy and congres-
sional circles, left here this morning to
attend the West Point-Annapolis football
game at Philadelphia.

TERRY TOO CONFIDENT

He Put Aside Even His Famous
••Fighting Crouch."

New York, Nov. SO.—Still unnerved by

his defeat at the hands of Young Corbett
of Denver, v at Hartford on Thursday after-
noon, Terry McGovern intends to take
every means to induce his conquerer to
meet him again. McGovern thinks he is
entitled to another chance and does not
see how Corbett can refuse. Sam Harris,
his manager, visited a down-town office
this afternoon and posted $2,500 as a for-
feit to bind another battle. Accompany-
ing this money Harris issued a long state-
ment, in which he named the terms for
another struggle. The ex-champion's
"deft" is a sweeping one and calls for a
twenty-round bout for $20,000 a side, the
victor to take all the spoils. Harris is
willingto bet a lot of money that Terry
can put Corbett to sleep inside of twenty
rounds.

McGovern arrived in town from the :
scene of the conflict early this morning
and went directly to his home. He arose
at 11 o'clock. He said he slept soundly. !
After breakfast he took a drive on the
Brooklyn speedway with his wife. Out-
side of an abrasion of the skin and a lit-
tle discoloring under the left eye he did
not show any traces of the contest. Of
course, he takes his reverses much to
heart. But he has been buoyed up with
the hope that he may be able to secure
another fight with the youth from Denver.

Returning from the drive McGovern had
dinner with his wife, two children and
his mother. The wife and mother are
his sturdiest supporters, and are confi-
dent that he can trim Corbett if they
ever come .together again.
I got licked, and got it good and hard;

that's all there is to it, said Terry, with a
faint smile. But I want another fight. I
think it is due me and those who lost their
money on me. Young Corbett is a nice chap
—as nice a fellow as you would care to talk
to. But that has not got anything to do
with taking me on again. The whole trouble
is that I was too gallus and got it where the
dog wears the muzzle — the jaw. I was too
confident; that's what was the matter with
me. I thought Corbett "easy meat" and now
I have to pay for my folly. Well, somehow
when I got into the ring 1 did not have any

ambition to go after him. I did not even
get down to that fighting crouch of mine. No,
I was too smart and left myself open. I got
"copped" and you know the rest.

You can bet that he would not have
trimmed me the way he did had I crouched.
That was what Harris was telling me to do
after the first round. He urged me to fight in
the same style I had always fought, but I
did not, I could not seem to get up any vim,
and when Corbett would lead and fall all
over himself, instead of throwing it into
him I dropped my hands and laughed at him.
I can honestly swear that I did not have
the strength to finish a bantam.

But my lickinghas taught me a lesson. In
the future I will take no chances. I will
train and train hard. When I get into the
ring the next time it will be fight, and no
mistake. Young Corbett is not the best man
I have met by a great deal. Kid Broad can
lick him and I have $5,000 to substantiate
what I have said. I cannot say exactly what
Harris and myself lost on the result, but it
is in the neighborhood of $5,000. However, I
am not broke and I don't have to fight any-

more. I have laid away a good slice of my
earnings in the ring for a rainy day. I am
still a young man with my best years before
me.

Dcs Moines Quits.

Lower Nicollet Island.
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NEW .RY. TERMINALS
Additional Trackage Facilities on

IMPORTANT TO MANUFACTURERS

The Wisconsin Central Taps a De-
sizable l.o< _ilit> for Small

Industries.

The lower end of Nicollet Island, situ-
ated in the heart of Minneapolis, is to
be transformed into one of the most im-
portant manufacturing districts of the
city unless all plans fail. This is to be
accomplished by the Wisconsin Central
railway, a comparatively newcomer
among Minneapolis railroads.

The scheme has long been -a pet project
with W. W. Eastman; who owns prac-
tically all of the island, and with the ad-
vent of the Wisconsin Central's terminal
facilities on Bridge Square, he hit upon a
plan for carrying it into execution. When
excavations were begun below Bridge
Square for the company's terminals, the
dirt was carted to the island and used to
fill in the east shore line. This fill-in
now extends practically the entire length
of the island and is about seventy-five
feet in width. : ;.--'

The plan contemplates the running of a
spur track from the company's crossing
on the upper end through to the island's
southern extremity, thus affording splen-
did trackage facilities along the artificial
levee which has now been constructed.
This spur track will followthe river bank
and will cross Central avenue below
igrade, going under the stone arch bridge.
This bridge spans an arm of the river on
the island, and the greatest difficulty to
be encountered is in running a track un-
der it.

Already the lower island district ac-
commodate- a number of important in-
dustries, among them the J. R. Clark
company's plant for the manufacture of
boxes and wooden specialties, the Coffin
Box & Lumber company, and the Kunz
Oil company. In addition to these, a
number of smaller concerns are located in
the same district.

Fronting tho east short and abutting
upon the levee, there is an immense stone
building, three stories in heighth and 500
feet long, owned by W. W. Eastman and
others. For the most part this building
is unoccupied and it has remained so sim-
ply because it has been so difficult of ac-
cess for manufacturing concerns requiring
trackage facilities. With the construction
of the Wisconsin Central spur, however,
it will become an exceedingly valuable
property.
It is pointed out, that if the railroad

had not had this plan In view, the dirt
which has been deposited' along the river
bank, would have been taken to Boom
island, where it could have been used to
good advantage. That it was dumped on
Nicollet island instead, is taken as proof
positive that the road has made a deal
with Mr. 'Eastman, whereby it will secure
a right of way through the island, a fran-
chise which is expected to be mutually
profitable.

Apart from this question of transporta-

tion facilities, Nicollet island is an ideal
locality for a manufacturing center. It
is located within a short distance of the
hotels, the wholesale and retail districts,
and is within a block of five lines of
street railway. Moreover, the river af-
fords ample sewerage at trivial expense,
an item which might be of great import-
ance to many industries.

The realization of Mr. Eastman's plans
will be but another step in the advance-
ment of Minneapolis as the chief manu-
facturing city of the northwest.

More Land for Shops and Yards.
