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Northern stockholders might acquire con-
krol of the Northern Pacific. It said:

Doubtless stockholders of the Great North-
ern could lawfully acquire, by individual

urchase, a majority, or even the whole, of

e stock of the reorganized company, and
thus possibly obtain its ultimate control;
but the companies would still remain sep-
efate corporations, with no interest, as such,
fn common. This, though possible, would
not be altogether feasible. In a few years
the two companies might, by sales of stock
80 atquired, become completely dissevered,
and the interests of the companies thus be-
come antagonistic.

*“As the course here indicated is to a
large extent the course which has been
adopted, the Pearsall decision does not
seem to operate much against the North-
ern Securities company. Should this com-
pany be broken up stock deposited in ex-
change for its stock would be returned to
the indlvidual owners. So the real ques-
tlon is whether they can be deprived of it
or of their right to vote it at stogk-
holder's meeting. If, as a result of joint
ownership, competition between the roads
should cease, a remedy would undoubtedly
be found in the power of congress to reg-
ulate rates.

“The same paper, commenting on lbe
possible action of congress agalnst_rml—
roads, says: ‘‘Steps bearing upon railway
combinations will almost certainly be
along lines which tend to break up
monopolies and give shippers the beueﬂl
©f competition. Measures of this kind will
certainly be advocated by the west and
&ié¢ avr likely to encounter much opposi-
tion outside of the lobbies maintained by
fnterests which wish to profit by monopoly
There is already a plenty of state laws
egalnst railway combinations. They do
not seem: beneficial against combinations
of ownership, hence any action by con-
gress will be likely to follow the princi-
ples laid downr in legislation bearing upon
interstate commerce. There will be dif-
ficuties in obtaining satisfactory legisla-
tion in this respect because of conditions
growing out of the laws of several
ptates.”

ORRIS AMENDS

Changing the Nelson Act to
Prevent Indian Timber
Abuses.

Nelson Law’s Good Results
Prevented by Improper
Administration.

Washington, Dec. 3.—Congressman Mor-

ris of Duluth to-day introduced a bill
for the amendment of the Nelson law,
which he thinks will correct the abuses

which have crept into the Indian timber
cutting in Minnesota during recent years.
Morris' bill is a direct result of a con-
ference held at the last session of con-
gress between the Minnesota delegation
and the secretary of the interior. At this
conference the question was gone over
carefully and some general conclusions
reached. These conclusions Judge Morris
seeks to present in his bill,

He would amend the Nelson law by re-
quiring that Indian timber be disposed of
on bank scale, instead of selling it in
forty-acre lots. He would have it disposed
of in larger quantities in the discretion
of the secretary of the interior, the object
being to get the largest sum possible for
the Indian fund, This plan would also
prevent purchasers from selecting the best
for ties and leaving the others. In other
words, the secretary of the interior
should be able to dispose of good and bad
forties together. After the pine has been
removed the Morris bill provides that the
land be held in the same way that agricul-
tural land is held—subject to homestead
laws. Said Judge Morris in discussing his
bill:

I am sure that the Nelson law, had it been
well administered, as Senator Nelson intend-
ed it should be, would have prevented many
of the evils that have crept into the Indian
timber business since it has been in force.
Under Secretary Hoke Smith especially, the
law was improperly administered and the
toundation laid for the evils that exist to-
day. Nobody regrets this more than Sena-
tor Nelson, for his law would have served
an important purpose in the hands of com-

CATTLEMEN CONFER

Congréss of National Live 'Stock
Association Opens.

IDEAS OF PRESIDENT SPRINGER

Secretary Wilson Enlightens
Cattlemen on “Mixed” Live
Stock Husbandry.

the

Chicago, Dec. 3.—The fifth annual con-
gress  of the National Live Stock asso-
ciation began here at the Studebaker the-
ater to-day with nearly 1,000 delegates
present. It is expected that the conven-
t19n will be in session until Friday.
Wednesday and Thursday the program
contains little besides papers on subjects
of interest to grangers and others inter-
ested in the cattle business. They will
cover a wide range and will be presented
by speclalists. The annual address of
John W. Springer, president of the as-
soclation, was read. Mr. Springer sald
the federal government should go out of
the land business and arid or semiarid
land, fit only for grazing, should not be
ceded to the statcs. Great reservoirs
shp(;xld be built by the government. He
said:

We believe that the homestead law for the
arld and semiarid lands that remain should
be extended from 160 to 640 acres to any
actual seitler, in order that such settler may
make a llving out of his holdings, which he
cannot do now on 160 acres that are subject
to homestead entry. This law will aid in
furnishing homes for thousands of American
citizens and will tend largely to settle the
disputes between the cattle men and the
sheep men for the use of these lands for their
flocks and herds. The days of the unfenced,
uncontrolled public range are about over, apd
this fact must be patent to all unbiased citi-
Zens,

We believe that power should be vested
with the secretary of the interior to exchange
with actual settlers such land as remains
tor land of equal value, thus enabling them
to solidify their holdings, to fence their prop-
erty, to provide water and to foster the
grasses. This will place all breeders upon
an equality and enable them to add better-
ments without fear of confiscation.

We believe that the time has come for the
creation by congress of the position of com-
missioner of live stock under the department
of agriculture, whose sole duty shall be to
aid, foster and encourage in every way pos-
sible the growth of the live stock interests,
both at home and abroad.

Mr. Springer spoke against the Grout
oleomargarin bill and favored the reten-
tion of the duties on hides and wool.

Secretary Wilson Speaks.

The feature of the afternoon session was
the address of Secretary of Agriculture
Wilson on “Mixed Live Stock Husbaundry.”
He said:

A well arranged system of rotation con-
tributes greatly to maintaining the uniform
fertility of the soil, and is also one of the
readiest means by which te get rid of in-
sect pests. The department of agriculture is
searching the world over for plants that may
be wuseful in the several states and terri-
tories of the union, to be used as features in
systems of rotation. Where a locality be-
comes addicted to the habit of growing one
crop year after year the average soil de-
teriorates unless fertilizers are applied,
whether the crop be cotton or wheat or what-
ever is sold from the soil.

It is found profitable in some parts of the
United States to grow rutabagga turnips and
feed - them to domestic animals In other
localities the mangelwurzel is most in favor.
The cabbage, potato and other vegetahles are
useful along this line when their price is
low. The sugar beet has been tried and gives
a very satisfactery tonnage. I do not think
it needs demonstration to show the wisdom of
growing something of this kind to feed to
domestic animals in winter. On the rich
soils of the northwest, in ‘both humid and
irrigated localities rotation can be conveni-
ently practiced. A crop. of sugar beets can
be grown, then a crop of .corn or eats, or

| alfalfa, to be fed on the farm; then the land

can be seeded down for two or taree years
with grasses and lepumes for pasture, in
order to restore to the scil the humus that

. was taken away by the growth of the previous

crops and also in order to give nature time
to prepare the plant food that was taken away
by the beet crop, which is a gross feeder of
potash and other necessary elements of plant
growth,

The department of agriculture is trying to
find markets for the products of the dairy and
for many other things, in foreign countries,
Wherever we go, whether east, west or south,

| we meet representatives of European coun-

tries as competitors, who buy the grains of
the northwest and turn them into dairy prod-
ucts upon which they make a fine profit in
addition to maintaining the fertility of their
soils. It is a transfer of plant food from
our country to theirs; it is an acknowledg-
ment that we lack either the skill or the en-
terprise to use cur raw material to the hest
advantage. The hastening poverty of many
solls where grains are grown for sale, ad-
mornishes us that we must stop selling plant
food in the shape of grain that are raw
material for other nations.

The report of Secretary Charles F. Mar-
tin said the membership is increasing and
the finances are more satisfactory than
ever before.

How to Proceed.

INTERPRETATION OF DECISIONS

Senators and Representatives Well ||

Satisfled With the Rulings
of the Court.

Washington, Dec. 3.—The supreme court
yesterday pointed the way the Fifty-
seventh congress shall travel in dealing
with the Philippines. While this new
congress was organizing for legislative
work the supreme court, sitting in the
Judiciary committee-room of the senate
was delivering its opinion on two of the
most important insular cases left over
from the spring term, when  the De
Lima and Downes cases were decided.

The decisions of the court were on the
‘Pepke’” " or -
case, In relation to collecting customs
taxes on imports from the Philippines and
the court decided that the Philippine
Islands are domestic territory since the
ratlfication of the treaty of peace by
which they were transferred by Spain to
the United States.

The second “‘Dooley case,’” also decided,
involved the constitutionality of
IForaker act for the government of Porto
Rico.

Power of Congress.

While the Philippines case was decided
against the contention of the government
that the islands are still foreign terri-
tory within the meaning of the customs
act®and sustained the contention that
they are domestic territory against whose

exports the customs act does not apply |

the decision in the second Dooley case
makes complete the constitutionality of
the Foraker act for Porto Rico, and sus-
taing the contention that congress has
power to govern territory and raise rev-
enue for that territory with the restrics
tions of the constitution as to states.

Senator Beveridge says that the court
has upheld the doctrine that congress has
a free hand in the government of unor-
ganized territory and congress can now
proceed to legislate for the Philippines as
it legislated for Porto Rico. Other sena-
tors will not go as far as Beveridge in
the claim of ‘“free hand legislation’” by
congress, but they are satisfied that the
Foraker act can be used as a model for
legislation for the Phijlippines as the court
has decided that congress did not exceed
its power in enacting law by-which there
is imposed tariff duties on imports from a
domestic territory into the United States
and also on imports from the United
States into that domestic territory to se-
cure revenues for the government of the
territory. The opinions to-day follow the
line of those in the Delima and Downes
cases decided last-May.

It is said by Senators Spooner and For-
aker that these opinions of to-day will
not involve the roment: to embarrass-
nient beyond the-séturn of customs taxeg
collected on imports from the Philippines
since the ratification the. treaty of
peace. The way has been made clear and
congress has the power to legislate for
the Philippines as it legislated for Porto
Rico fixing rates of tax on imports both
here and in the Philippines to secure rev-

enue for the support of the government in
the islands.

Now for Needed Lavws.

The court has breught to the front the
first great question of legislation, and
the Philippines committees will proceed
to frame laws for the government of the
Philippines which in the revenue clauses
will follow the model of the Foraker act.
There will be some question as to how
far congress can delegate powers to the
president in this legislation. By some of
the senators it is believed that the
Spooner act delegating the power of con-
gress to the president for the govern-
ment of the Philippines comes within the
decision of the court and that no further
legislation will be made to collect cus-
toms taxes in the Philippines. Others are
inclined to believe that the Spooner act

is not comprehensive enough to meet the |

situation and that congress should at once
proceed to enact a new law more in har-
mony with the Foraker act to supersede
the Spooner act in the Philippines.

Figures obtained at the war depart-
ment and treasury bureau of statistics
relative to the trade affected show that
from the beginning of United States oc-
cupancy of the Philippines, Aug. 22, 1898,
up to June 30 last, the total importg in
the Philippines from the United States
were valued at $1,607,486, while during
the same period the imports from Spain
were valued at $1,994,990.. On the other
hand, the imports into the United States
from the Philippines from Sept. 1, 1898, to
Deec. 1, 1901, aggregated $15,448,600. But
of this large total only $1,894,523 con-
sisted of dutiable goods so that the re-
fund on these would not be large.

STORM WARNING

Possible Repetition of the Disastrous
Gale of Nov 23,

Washington, Dec. $.—The weather bureau
this morning warned the middle Atlantic and
New England coasts and the lower lakes that
the storm now central over the south Atlantie
states, for which signals were hoisted well
in advance yesterday, promises to move rapid-
Iy northeastward In a manner similar to the
storm of Nov. 23, and it is feared that it will
be equally as dangerous to mariners. Al
shipping is advised to rematn in port. On the
lower lakes the storm will be attended by
high northwest winds and snow. The entire
area from the Mississippi river eastward is
under the storm’s influence,

TAXING TELEGRAPH

Supreme Court Declares
l‘rnnyhlle Tax Law Valid,

Jefferson City, Mo., Dec. 3.—The su-
preme court to-day decided that the West-
ern Union Telegraph company was or-
ganized under the laws of New York and
is not a federal corporation and that the
assessment of the company’s franchise
by the state board of equalization is le-
gal and binding. This opinion reverses
the decision of a lower court in the case
of the collector of Jackson county against
the Western Union. A judgment was or-
dered entered for $1,027, the taxes for
1899.  Similar suits are pending In other
Missouri counties for the collection of
taxes aggregating about $250,000. The
decision in effect declares the state fran-
chise tax law valid.

Five hundred natives of Catbalogan have
volunteered to fight the insurgents in or-
der to bring peace to Samar. Of these
100 have been accepted. They are armed
with bolos and spears and are doing scout
duty under command of Lieutenant
Compton.

At daylight yesterday Lieutenant Baines
of the Ninth infantry attacked and de-
stroyed a rebel fort, inflicting heavy loss
and captured the officers’ breakfast,
which included canned goods. He found
at the fort an arsenal with appliances
for making and reloading cartridges.

The American marines are working
havoc with the insurgent cause in the
southern part of Samar. Lieutenant Wil-
liam B. Fletcher, commanding the gun-
boat Quiros, has destroyed twelve salt
manufaetories, thirty-five tons of hemp,
twelve tons of rice and several barrios,
which served as rendezvous for the in-
surgents.

REPLY TO U. S. AGENT DICKINSON

“It Was for You to Carry the (Stone)
Negotiations to a Success-
ful End.”

Vienna, Dec. 8.—The Bulgarian govern-
ment's reply to United States Diplomatic
Agent Dickinson’s note has just been
made public by the Austro-Hungarian for-
eign ministry. It was written by Mr.
Daneff, Bulgarian minister of foreign af-
fairs, and concludes:

I am surprised that you have come to the
conclusion that the United States will hold
Bulgaria responsible for Miss Stone’s death.
I must regard it as certain that the using of
violence by the brigands can be attributable
only to your protracted negotiations. It was
for you to carry the negotiations to a success-
fal end. The Bulgarian government declines
all respors'bility.

In Vienna this answer is considered
mest impudent and the hope is expressed
that the United States will hold Bulgaria
responsible for Miss Stone’s safety.
