CULINARY SURPRISES

Culinary surprises or dishes ‘‘en surprise,”
are preparations that prove other than they
purport to be and keep the word of promise
to the ear only, For example, an innocent
and simple mournd of rice may conceal a
dainty mixture of chicken and sweetbreads
or game; a cake filled with fruit is made and
covered with whipped cream to form a mound
of snow. Little rice balle are filled with
fruit or jelly, crumbed and fried same as
croquettes. Baked potatoes, on opening, are
found to contained minced meat or small
birds,

These dishes may be of the simplest nature
and make pleasant changes on the daily
bill of fare, especially when one is limited
to a rather monotonous list of food materials.

It takes but little more time, no other
knowledge than good taste and ingenuity and
as a rule only such materials as you find
in the average larder and many of which
are too often relegated to the waste box be-
cause they seem such ‘“‘little bits’’ you do not
know how to utilize them except in hash or
the soup kettle. To be sure no materials are
thrown away that are used in soup :naking,
but these might often be used for making
some dainty dish such as en suprise and thus
save needless expenditure for fresh food sub-
stances to take the place these dishes can
fill as a breakfast relish, luncheon dainty or
dinner entree.

Potato Croquettes En Suprise,

One and one-halt cups of boiled, mashed
potatoes, free from iumps, while® hot seazon
with one tablespoon of butter, quarter of a
teaspoon salt, cayenne, celery salt and onion
juice to taste. Add two tablespoons grated
cheese. Let get cool: then beat in two table-
spoons of cream mixed with yolk of one egg.
Take up a spoonful of this mixture in your
hand; flatten out with a spoon; put a little
minced chicken, fish or cooked pezs in the
center and roll up in form of a cylinder cro-
quette, entirely covering the filling. Dip in
egg and dry bread crumbs and fry a delicate
brown in deep fat.

Baked Potatoes En Suprise.

Select large potatoes, smooth skinned and
of uniform size. Scrub the skins well, cut a
slice frem either end; put them in a hot
oven and bake. When done scoop out about
a third of the inside and fill with sausage
meat; stand the potatoes on end in a baking
pan. Take some of the potato scooped out
and heap on top of each potato, entirely
covering the sausage meat. Put a hit of but-
ter on top and set them in a hot oven for
about twenty-five minutes to cook the meat:
serve at once.

If birds are used, take either sweet or white
potatoes, cut off each end and remove the
inside, leaving a wall about half of an inch
thick; put a reed-bird In each potato; fasten
on the ends with tiny skewers and place in a
hot oven and bake half an hour.

Rice Dumplings En Suprise.

Take two cups of boiled rice drained and
blanched. Have little squares of cheese cloth
six inches square; dip into boiling water;
place a tablespoon of rice in the center of the
cloth; place half a peach or apricot, canned
or fresh, in the middle with hollow side up;
cover with rice and then draw the cloth up
rather closely, pressing the rice into a round
ball; tie tightly; set in a steamer and cook
for thirty minutes. Serve with hard or va-
nilla sauce. Preserved or ripe strawberries
are delicious in these dumplings.
