STORY AND HISTORY

New Traveling Library Put Qut in
Wisconsin.

FOUR OF FIVE SETS NOW TAKEN

Syllabus Prepared by Professor Tur-
ner of the Chair of Ameri-
can History.

Special to The Journal.

Madison, Wis., Dec. 4.—A new varlety
of the “‘traveling libraries’” which are be-
coming so popular in Wisconsin is just
being put in circulation by the state free
library commission. It is a combination
of stories of American history which will
furnish a variety of interesting reading
for the story lover, and at the same time
‘afford an opoprtunity for those who want
to study American history to do so.

There are fifty-five books in one of
these libraries; thirty-five are on general
historical topics, and twenty deal with
revolutionary times. They divide Amer-
fcan history into six periods, with one
library for each period, and there are five
sets of these libraries, all alike. A library
is sent to any person, -club. society or
community on payment of $50; after one
set or library is read through it is re-
turned and another sent in its place
without additional payment. Of the five
sets of historical libraries Jjust started,
four are already taken, E. P. Arpin, of
Grand Rapids taking three, to be sent to
his lumber camps, and the Silver Springs
Library association, a scciety of ladies
just south of Madison, taking a fourth;
the fifth is ready for a purchaser.

A new feature, and a valuable one, is a
syllabus prepared, by Professor F. J.
Turner, who holds the chair of American
history at the state unlversity. The
clas of reading afforded by the libraries
is shown when some of the books are
named. They embrace such works as the
“Letters from John Adams and Wife,”
Miss ‘Alcott's Spinning Wheel Stories, “In
Hostile Red,” a story of the revolution
when the flghting centered around Phila-
delphia; a colection of stories of the
most interesting events of the revolution
for young people; the ‘‘Sea Story of the
Revolution,” by Cyrus Townsend Brady;
the ““Century Book of the American Rev-
olution’’; Cooper’s ‘“The Spy’’; *‘Customs
and Fashions of Old New England,” by
Alice Morse Earle. For those who want
more serdous study there are John Fisk’s
“American Revolution”; ‘“In the Valley,”
by Harold Frederick; Franklin's “Auto-
biography.” The historical novels also
include ‘“Hugh Wynne.”” by S. Welr
Mitchell, and Sarah Orne Jewett's ‘‘The
Tory Lover”;‘ ‘Paul Jones,” by Molly
Blliott Sewell”; “In the Hands of the
Redcoats” by C. T. Tomlinson; ‘“Washing-
ton’s Young Aids.” ‘““The Life of George
Washington,” by Professor Woodrow Wil-
son, of Princeton, is also in the collection.

With the books and without extra cost
are sent old magazines containing his-
torical stories, along the same lines as
the books in the library.

The traveling library, which through its
‘“relay system’ gives a new set of books
every six months for the cost of one set,
is growing in popularity every day, and
the historical library is proving the most
popular of those sent out by the state
commission.

London, Dec. 4.—An interesting sequel
is promised to the government’s deporta-
tion from South Africa of Miss Hobhause,
who was the first person to agitate re-
garding the condition of the British con-
centration camps. The lady’s uncle,
Lord Hobhouse, has begun suit in this
country against Lord Kitchener, Lord
Milner and others on the charge of false
imprisonment and assault, thereby rais-
irg the constitutional question of how far
a British subject can be deprived of lib-
erty by martial law. This question has
not been raised since the case of the late
Governor Eyre, in connection with the
rebellion in Jamaica.

TALE OF BURIED GOLD

INCIDENT

OF THE CIVIL WAR

Ohio Man Will Restore Treasure
Lost in the South If Insured
Against Prosecution.

Richmond, Va., Dec. 4.—Judge Berry-
man Green, a member of the constitu-
tional convention from Danville, return-
ing from that city brings a remarkable
story of the sequel now developing to a
sensational law suit of over thirty years
ago. The story is romantic and atfects
some of the most prominent families in
Danville and involves a treasure of $5,000
buried during the war by a federal sol-
dier, now living in Ohio, who offers to
come and search it out if he is insured
against prosecution for having taken the
money.

Near the close of the war, when the fed-
eral forces were overrunning Danville, the
directors of a bank there divided out the
cash, amounting to $25,000 in gold, for
safe keeping, each director taking $5,000.
After the war the directors held a meet-
ing and each one produced the $5,000 in
gold except Mr. Waddell, who stated that
he took his $5,000 home and that a fed-
eral soldier entered his house and after
severely choking him and threatening his
life succeeded in getting the money. Mr.
Waddell’'s statement was verified by his
wife in every particular.

The bank sued for the money and a long
and expensive litigation began, which re-
sulted in Mr. Waddell being declared by
the supreme court of appeals not respon-
sible., All the parties to the litigation
are now dead except Judge Green. While
in Danville Judge Green says that just
before taking the train, the postmaster
came running to him and gave him a let-
ter he had received from Ohio. The
writer went on to state that he was a
federal soldier and while in Danville just
before the end of the war, he had gone
into a man’s house and secured $5,000 in
gold; that being pressed for time he
buried the gold and hurried off with his
regiment before he was able to return and
unearth it.

The writer states that he has a map of
the locatiecn and will return to Danville
and secure the gold and return it to the
owner if he Is guaranteed protection from
arrest or presecution by the authorities of
Virginia. He offers if this is done to
come to Danville, locate the money and
deliver it to the proper owners, provided
that out of the amount his expenses will
be paid.

AFTER A MILLION

Georgian Claims to Know Where
Treasure Is Hid in Brazil,

Atlanta, Ga., Dec. 4.—F. H. Emerson of
this city claims to be in possession of knowl-
edge concerning the hiding place of $1,000,00¢
in goid, silver and precious stones in Brazil
He asserts that he has charts, maps and
wsymarks whereby the treasure can be ac-
curately located within a few hours, be-
sides a manuscript, which will convince a
practical business man of the existence of the
treasure and its easy accessibility. Emers
son has advertised in the New York papers
for avsistance, being himself of advanced age,
living in comparative poverty and unable to
prosecute the search personally. Ile claims
to have received several favorahle answers to
his advertisement. Emerson says that his
father obtained the secret in a legitimate way
years ago.

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SOUTH IS AFTER GASH

ASKS COTTON-TAX MONEY

BACK

It Is Hoped Thus to Increase the
Southern Educational Fund
by $100,000,000.

New Y;)rk Sun Special Service

‘Atlanta, Ga., Dec. 4—At a conference
of prominent citizens held here a move-
ment was inaugurated, the successful cul-
mination of which means the enriching
of the south by more than $100,000,000 for
the purpose of educating her people. The
object of the plan is to secure the return
of the money from the United States gov-
i ernment collected from the southern peo-
ple during the period of reconstruction as
{ cotton tax and also the fund derived from
the sale of captured and abandoned prop-
erty during and immediately following the
clvil war. The amount collected as cot-
ton tax is estimated at $66,000,000 and the
captured and abandoned property fund at
$39,000,000.

Committees have been appointed to
present a memorial to congress praying
for a return of this fund, illegally col-
lected, to the south for educational pur-
poses and to obtain the co-operation of
the Georgia legislature, now in session to
this end. The constitutionality of the
cotton tax was passed on during the ex-
cited period immediately following the
war by a bare majority of the supreme
court and it is believed now that that
decision would be reversed.
