The Des Moines has triple expansion en-
gines which will furnish 4,700 horse
power, and which will enable her to show
better than the required speed of 163
knots per hour. Her coal capacity with
the bunkers full is 700 tons, which will
give a steaming radius of 10,000 miled, or
allow her to cross the Atlantic three
times without recoaling. At full speed
her steaming radius will be 2,600 miles.

The main battery of the Des Moines
will consist of ten flve-inch fifty-calibre,
breech loading, rapid-fire guns. The sec-
ondary batery will comprise eight six-

pounder, rapid-fire guns, two one-pounder
rapid-fire guns, and four automatic Colt’s
machine guns.

Corn pith with an estimated capacity of
6,720 cubic feet will be used as an obturat-
ing material for the water line protection,
s0 that if the hull should be plerced by a
shot the swelling of the corn pith placed
between the outer a=d inner plates will
prevent the ingress of the water.

The building of the Des Moines was au-
thorized by an act of congres March 3,
1899. The contract was signed on Dec. 14
of the same yvear and on Aug. 28, 1900, the
keel was laid in the Fore River yard, the
newest ship yard in the country,
also the largest seven-masted schooner
in the world is nearing completion.

Acording to contract, the Des Moines
will be ready for delivery to the govern-
ment June 14, 1901 and will cost $1,065,000.

MUTILATION OF THE BODIES

A Siatement Issued to the Press

Against the ‘Methods at
the Morgue.

Funkhouser, who has super-
the morgue, denies the
the prospective plaintiffs in
the tet suits against the city that
the bodies of children who died from the
administration of city antitoxin were un-
necessarily mutilated by ' morgue at-
tendants

In a statement issued to the press by
Attorney E. E. Wood in his office the pa-
of the dead children declare
some of the corpses had been taken from
their homes by force and had been re-
turned in a mutilated condition.

The signers of the statement state that
the body of one child, a girl, was taken
from the house of her parents ‘‘in a force-
ful and inhuman manner,”” and was re-
turned “‘in a ghastly and unseemly condi-
tion, having its face and hair besmeared
with its own blood, and the top of its little
head carelessly doubled back, showing its
desecrated brain and the interior mutila-
tions of death.”

The returned corpse, it is declared, re-
semblied ““so much beef,” and was ‘‘cut
and desecrated beyond description.”

‘It is necessary to examine the brain in
each case,”” said the cororer, ‘“and this
was done by making a single slit over
1 top of the scalp. The skin was then
laid back and a piece of the skull removed.
After examination the bone was replaced
and the incision was closed.

“The only case of facial disfigurement
was one in which a slit was made in the
throat to examine the larynx. This slit
extended to the point of the chin, and the
scalp had to be slit just past the hair
over the ears. The marks were skilfully
concealed, and the body was returned
to the parents in good condition.”

Attorney Wood told the Post-Dispatch,
Friday morning, that the daughter of J. C.
Ernst of 809A North Jefferson avenue was
the child whose remains were ‘‘taken in
a forceful manner” and returned in a
“‘ghastly and unseemly condition.”
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That is true,”” Mr. Ernst said to thef
st-Dispatch. ““A young fellow came
here and said he represented the city
undertaker. He walked right into the

house without even taking off his hat, and
said in a loud and ungentlemanly manner,
‘Il want the corpse.’

*“We were all deeply grieved at the time
over our child’s death, and told him he
could not have the body. Then he loudly
declared that he must have it, and if it
was not given to him he would get it any-
how and have it buried in the potter’s
field.

“When he found that we would not give

called a policeman. The policeman re-
fused to interfere. The attendant’s man-
ner and language were most offensive. I
did not let him have the body then, but
did afterward, when I found out from my
friends that the city had a right to de-
mand it.

“He created considerable excitement in
the neighborhood.

““When the body was brought back the
undertaker refused to allow myself or
my wife to see it. He showed my soi
and daughter where it had been cut,
though. I locked at it for a minute and
saw there was a cut on the head.”

Mr. Ernst employed Herman Rindskopf,
secretary of the Boeckers-Isaac Undertak-
ing company, at Leffingwell avenue and
Wash street, to take the remains from the
morgue to the Ernst home.

Mr. Rindskopf told the Post Dispatch
Friday morning that the body of Mr.
Ernst’s daughter had been cut but not
more than is necessary or customary in a
post-mortem examination. He also
denied a report that he had not been ex-
tended courtesies by the morgue manage-
ment.

N. Senturia, according to Attorney
Wood, is the man who was ‘“‘clubbed into
submission and then thrown into the city
prison,” in the words of his statement,
because he would not give up his child's
dead body on demand of the city under-
taker’'s representative,

Mr. Senturia does not speak English
fluently, but made a statement to the
Post-Dispatch Friday through his friend
and neighbor, Michael Novack of 1113
North Seventh street, who is also one of
the signers of the statement issued by At-

torney Wood, he having lost a child
through administrations of city anti-
toxin.

Mr. Novack said that his own child’s

body was not mutilated, but that Mr. Sen-
turia’s son’s body was.

He said Mr. Wiseman, an undertaker
living on Seventh Street, just north of
Biddle street, could téll. )

“There was blood on the body when I

Dispatch., “It was the worst I ever say.”

He said the childs’ head had been cut
and also its stomach.
