A Passing Glimpse
The Bowen-Merrill company of Indianap-

olis have issued a new and handsome illus-
trated edition of Maurice Thompson's "Rosa-
lynde's Lovers." Readers of The Jour-
nal will remember that this fascinating
story appeared as a serial in this paper dur-
ing the past year. Those who may not
have read it then should do so, for It is the
most fascinating story Maurice Thompson
ever wrote and the last he wrote before he
died. This lovely story makes Maurice
Thompson's death all the more regrettable.
It wa3 a genius of high order which gave
us Rosalynde Banderet, Fred Breyten and
Alfred Raylie and wrought Angelle into the
text as an obviously necessary bit of mis-
chievous humanity. The relation of the bi-
cycle to Rosalynde and her lovers is not ob-
trusively set forth. Its agency in the ulti-
mate result is unmistakeable. Breyten"s mis-
take was not stupidity. Circumstances con-
spired to deceive him. When he did realize
the fact that Rosalynde did not marry Rayle.
but Angelic had carried off that youth, he
saw a great Illumination from zenith to
nadir through the alert eyes of his soul.
"You did not marry Rayle," he cried in a
low, glad voice. "Rosalynde! Rosalynde!
You did not—did you?" "No," she said from
somewhere deep in his arms. It was like the
cry of a bird reveling in foliage so densely
rich that the luxury was well-nigh overpow-
ering. "No," he repeated after her; "no,
no." P is "only a love story," but such a
love story!

"A Parflt Gentil Knight" is a romance of
the days of Charles IX. of France, when the
troubles between the Huguenots and Roman-
ists were at white heat and intrigues and
assassinations were the order of the day.

A. C. McClurg & Co., Chicago, have pub-
lished a very charming book of old-fash-
ioned fairy tales—"Swedish Fairy Tales," by
Anna Wahlenberg, translated by Axel
Wahlenberg, illustrated by Helen M.
Armstrong. Children will read with delight
"The Princess Who Could Not Keep from
Laughing," "The Boy Who Became a Gob-
lin," "Peter Fibber," "Anders' New Cap"
and "The Peasant and the Brownies." The
best commendation of these fairy tales is
that they are as simple and Interesting as
those of Hans Christian Andersen. The mod-
ern fairy tale has no such charm for chil-
dren as these.

A very attractive book for children is "Mar-
got, the Court Shoemaker's Child," by Milll-
cent E. Mann, illustrated toy Troy and Mar-
garet Klnney. (Chicago: A. C. McClurg &
Co.) Margot, the heroine, lived in France
in troublous times, her father and mother
being Huguenots, the father being court
shoemaker under Louis XIV. When the lat-
ter revoked the edict of Nantes, Margot and
Babette, an old family servant, escaped to
America, and her adventures there are de-
tailed, the parents, after a while, Joining
Margot, who Is a most lovable and winning
character.

There is a fine atmosphere of romance In
the story of the French in North America in
the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries. In
"The Road to Frontenac," by Samuel Merum
(New York: Doubleday, Page & Co. Min-
neapolis: N. McCarthy. Price $1.50.) we
have a romance of the life in the wilderness
about Quebec and the St. Lawrence in the
latter part of the seventeenth century, when
French influence was extended from the
haunts of the Iroquols in New York to the
Ohio River valley, and from Frontenac, on
Lake Ontario, to Hudson's bay and the west
shore of Lake Michigan. It was perilous
traveling in those days, as Is shown In the
details of Captain Menard's trip escorting
Mile. St. Denis from Quebec to Frontenac.
The love episode is very charming. Love
compassed by perils is always strongest.

John Habberton, arfthor of "Helen's Ba-
bies," has written a very clever story in
"Caleb Wright" (Boston: Lothrop Publish-
ing company. Price $1.60. It is a story of
the west and western people, the "boom"
town being represented by "Claybanks."
Philip and Grace Somerton and Caleb and
Mary Wright are the leading characters and
their ups and downs and successes and dis-
appointments, and ultimate good fortune, are
told with rare interest and In good plain
English. Caleb was a fine, wholesome char-
acter, with a gift of genuine humor. If any
one Is looking for a very 'bad man in this
book, he will not find him, but he will find
men and women strong and true.

In "The Chase of Dp Wet," F. H. Howland,
war correspondent of the London Mall and
the Providence, R. 1., Journal, describes the
wonderful career of the famous Boer cavalry-

Lnaa, whose career weems to have been terml-

nated during a recent raid. The author
writes most interestingly and gives some in-
teresting views of the 'South African situation.
He found no republican government under
Oem Paul, but a clique ruling an oligarchy
dominated by Kruger, a born despot. The
conditions of citizenship ordained for foreign-
ers made a thoroughly excluding barrier. The
chapter, "The Boer on His Own Heath," is
enlightening as to Boer character. Provi-
dence, K. I.: Preston & Rounds company.

Elizabeth Stuart Phelps-Ward's "Within
the Gates," has been published serially and in
book form (Houghton, Mifflin & Co.. Boston;
Minneapolis: N. McCarthy. Price $1.25) will
no doubt have many more readers. The au-
thor who has written several books specula-
tive of the life beyond, in the experience of
Doctor Thorne, who, after being frude to his
wife is killed by being thrown out of his
buggy and in the realm of disembodied souls
has time to revise his former opinions about
life and death, gives the reader many sugges-
tions of interest.

THE MAGAZIXES

In The Forum, H. L. West, of the Wash-
ington Post, contributes a forecast of the
doings of the fifty-seventh congress. It is a
hazardous thing to attempt such forecast
under present conditions. Census Director
Merriam contributes a paper on "Suffrage,
North and South," showing the states north
and south which have restricted suffrage. He
thinks the racial question is likely to be with
us for some years, as the negro population in-
creases practically in the same ratio as the
white population, and tha negro will certain-
ly not occupy an unimDortaut place in our
civilization. Mr. Merriain thinks the solu-
tion of the negro problem will be found in
teaching him the trades. Professor Eucken
of the University of Jena, discusses the status
of religion in Germany. As is well known,
Germany during the nineteenth century was
the leading promoter, through her scholars,
of the assaults on divine revelation and the
supernatural. German thought revelled in
pantheism and the various phases of material-
Ism, but Professor Eucken thinks there is a
complete revolution of religious sentiment.
There is a new interest in the reformation

He de-
scribes her fine town house in London and
her villa on the Thames, both of which are
exquisitely furnished and full of valuable
souvsnirs. Many lnteivbUng incidents in her
life are related. There is a very readable il-
lustrated paper by Allen Sangree on the
American trade Influence in England, the
invasion extending to the theaters, many of
which are controlled by Americans. There
are fcome excellent short siories in the num-
ber.

The Atlantic is a brillant number in every
respect. Among the noteworthy papers is an
admirable one by Johjr Ball Osborne on reci-
procity, in which he discusses every phase
of the subject and explains the Kasson trea-
ties in a very clear manner, showing that the
pending treaties, put under the ban by ex-
treme protectionists, v. ould each one, if
adopted, tie up one foreign country in the
bonds of mutual Interest and effectually dis-
arm it from taking any adverse action
against our commence at any time during the
existence of the treaty. The article of Mr.
Oaborne deserves extensive and thoughtful
reading. There is a valuable paper on the
triple alliance by Remsen W'hitebouse, who
discusses the probable action of Italy when
she is called up on to renew the compact next
year, and an article which few will skip is
Henry Beers' "Literature and the Civil
War." He is of the opinion that the latter
event "wound up one literary era and set

the seal upon it," our literature subsequently
developing on different lines. An interest-
ing historical sketch is W. Q. Brown'a "The
Resources of the Confederacy," based on
Schwab's "The Confederate States of Amer-
ica." In "The Real Judge Lynch," T. W.
Page gives an Interesting biographical sketch
of Charles Lynch of Virginia, whose name
has erroneously come to stand for organized 'savagery. Colonel Lynch lived in the eight-
eenth century and was a patriotic and promi-
nent citizen, whose influence was given in
favor of tho declaration of independence.
He was personally active in raising troops
for the war of independence. As presiding
justice at Bedford, Lyn^ch sentenced some de-
tected tory conspirators to imprisonment and
fines, and it was through this action that the
colonel's name became a byword! The num-
ber is rich in fiction and The Contributors'
Club la something to linger over and think
upon.

A valuable feautre of Frank Leslie's is
Israel Zangwill's Illustrated paper on "The
Redemption of Palestine by the Jews," in
which he reviews past efforts to establish
colonies of Jews in Palestine, and shows that
there la really something practical in Dr.
Herzl'a Zionist movement for the renas-
cence of Palestine, for that ruined country

can b» made productive and opulent agaiu.

Another feature of Interest is a strong ap-
peal by General Balllngton Booth in behalf of
the rescue work of the Volunteers.
