SALTED THE DORA

John Blackburn Unbosoms Himself
in a Spokane Court.

ORE STOLEN FROM THE REPUBLIC

Then Stoek Went Kiting—Spokane
Men Implicated as Parties
to Conspiracy.

Special to The Journal.

Spokane, Wash., Dec. 10.—John Black-
burn went on the witness stand in the
superior court yesterday and related how
he “salted” the Dora mine in Republic
camp. He nalvely admitted that he not
only did the salting but that he had the
salted ore assayed and started a boom for
the stock.

The high grade ore necessary to start
a boom in Dore stock was secured from
the Republic ore dump. Blackburn says
he carried about fifty pounds of the ore to
the little shaft on the Dora. After care-
fully distributing the ore around in the
mouth of the shaft he had a piece of it
assayed. It went over $1,000 per ton.
Blackburn took pains to spread the réport
in Republic and cheerfully showed some
of the ore to two newspaper men. He
also showed them the assay certificate.
Then the boom began.

Blaclkburn’s evidence was given in the
case of  W. C. Bivyer versus George E.
Sonneman and Jay Lawyer of  Spokane.
This is an action in which Mr. Sivyer
{ seeks to recover about $10,000, alleging
that the defendants conspired to boom the
Dora stock and induced Blackburn to salt
the mine. According to Sivyer’s story, he

All these people have as-
signed their claims to Mr. Sivyer.

The alleged conspiracy is sald to have
been formed in the winter of 1898-1899.
It is sald Blackburn was engaged to go
upon the Dora property, start work and
give out reports which would boom the
stock. Messrs. Sonneman and Lawyer are
charged with having been the chief con-
spirators.

Blackburn said he was hired by Mr.
Sonneman to begin work on the Dora
claim; that he was instructed .to sink a
shaft near the end line close to the Re-
public workings. Sonneman wanted 2
strike reported at once, in fact, almost
before work could be well started. Black-
burn says he demurred, but promised to
report a strike as soon as he could.

With two miners Blackburn went upon
the claim early in January, 1898, They
sunk a shaft ten or twelve feet. Then
Blackburn says they struck some spar, a
soft ore ‘with no value. This shaft was
abandoned and a new one started about
thirty feet south. Blackburn says he went
to the Republic ore dump after dark,
picked up about fifty pounds of ore and,
returning, scattered the ore around the
mouth of the Dora shaft. Then he said
he went to Republie the next day and had
some of the Republic ore assayed. With
an assay certificate, showing values of
over $1,000, he hunted up John Reavis,
editor of the Republic Miner. He also
hunted up the correspondents.

To the newspaper men Blackburn said
he showed the certificate and also ex-
hibited some samples of the ore. He said
the ore came from the Dora, where the
men had “struck it rich.” He asked for a
good send-off in the papers. Then the
stock 'went up.

In the opening statement of the defense
counsel declared he 'would show that
Blackburn “is a convicted cattle thief;
that he is a mine salter from away back;
that there is not an honest hair in his
head,” etc.

NORTH DAKOTA LIGNITE

MINES CANNOT SUPPLY DEMAND

Expensive New Machinery for the
Properties at Kenmare
and Wilton.

Fargo, N. D., Dec. 10.—The production
of lignite coal for this year will be at
least double that of 1900 and the demand
much in advance of the supply. All of the
best coal properties in the western part of
the state are working to their fullest ca-
pacity.

The Kenmare Dry Coal and Manufactur-
ing company, with headquarters at Ken-
mare on the Soo, is installing a complete
outfit of improved mining machinery and
preparing to mine lignite on a large scale.

The Soo road has just completed exten-
sive side tracks to the mines of this com-
pany. General Washburn’s big mine at
Wilton will increase its capacity by 1,000
tons a day as soon as the new machinery
is installed. South Dakota is proving a
good customer for lignite.
