(US CO. SAYS NOT SO
GAS DOBS NOT ROT ASPHALT

The City Engineer,However,Charges

One Blsr Spot to Leak-
ing: Gas.

Whatever the situation In other cities,
the Minneapolis Gas company insists that
the rapid dissolution of asphalt paving
In spots can not be charged to escaping
gas. In Washington and some other cities
it is said that escaping gas has done great
damage to asphalt pavements, causing
the asphalt to rot and rapidly disintegrate.
The city engineer's office has investigated
the matter here and finds that saving one
or two places rotting pavements cannot
bo charged to gas. The one most notable
exception is a spot of about sixty-five
square yards on Third street N. It has
been found necessary there to put in new
pavement every year, and it is the con-
tention at the city engineer's office that
escaping gas is the cause. The gas com-
pany, on its part, declares that it meas-
ures every foot of gas made, and that,
checking up the amount made with the
gas consumed, it finds that there is but
a very slight leakage,— not enough in its
estimation to affect paving in the least.

NEEDS $250,000
"Waterworks Committee of City

Council Votes a Request. .
The water works committee of the coun-

cil voted yesterday to recommend to the
council that it ask the Hennepin legisla-
tive delegation to secure the passage of
an enabling act authorizing the council
to issue $250,000 of bonds for the purpose
of improving the water works' distribu-
tion system and of finishing the new
Northeast pumping station. Nothing was
done in the matter of water filtration
other than to instruct the city engineer
to make an estimate of the cost of the
two different systems, natural and me-
chanical. The engineer's estimate of the
cost of the extensions to the water sys-
tem needed immediately is $156,000. These
consist of a new thirty-inch main between
Twenty-fifth and Twenty-seventh avenues
NE, and another one across the river at
Forty-first avenue N, extending thence to
Perm avenue via Colfax avenue and con-
necting there with the Lowry Hill dis-
trict by smaller mains. The cost of the
new Northeast station is largely pro-
vided for out of the revenues of the de-
partment, also the two new pumps.

The lat-
ter cost $25 each, while those to North Da-
kotans cost only 75 cents. About all the
non-resident permits are issued by the coun-
ties in the northern part of the state, where
the best hunting is found. Many easterners
of wealth avoid the big license by chipping in
on a quarter-section of land, which entitles
them to state right and will cover a period
of years.
