Committee Appointed to Consider
All Question* of Trade

Autonomy.

Scranton, Pa., Dec. 11.— first mat-
ter taken up to-day by the American
Federation of Labor was the report of the

executive council of the federation. The
report was read by James Duncan of Bos-
ton, secretary of the National Union of
Granite Cutters, who is also first vice
president of the federation.

The report is a comprehensive re-
view of all matters that have come
before the council. The report eulo-
gizes the late President McKinley

and recommends that the federa-
tion make a direct appropriation for the
McKlnley memorial fund. There were 916
charters granted during the year. The
council advocates the passage by congress
of anti-injunction and Chinese exclusion
laws. The council recommends that mem-
bers bo sent to the convention of the
western federation of miners to bring
about harmony. The application of cer-
tain trades unions for a boycott on a cash
register company in Ohio is not granted,
but the council recommends that further
efforts be made to adjust the difficulties.
The council also reviews the many cases
of trade jurisdiction and grievances that
have come before it from unions every-
where which were all settled. Revision
of the "don't patronize" list is recom-
mended, as it is too long and many firms
mentioned are out of existence.

A resolution recommending that the or-
ganizers of the federation inako au effort
during the coming yt-;ir to organize the
school teachers of ihis country was unani-
mously adopted. A recommendation from
the committee on labels instructing the
executive council to secure tha passage of
a national law protecting and unionizing

'Union labels was adopted.

CEDED BY NICARAGUA
DETAILS OF THE CANAL, TREATY

People of the Southern Republic

Contented Becaune Thing*

Are Thus.
Managua, Nicaragua, Dec. 11. —The

protocol signed by United States Minister
Merry and Dr. Fernando Sanchez, Nica-
raguan secretary of foreign affaire, grants
the United States three miles on each side
of the proposed canal, the median line
being the center of the waterway. Nica-
ragua will have full sovereignty over the
canal route, but the United States will
have control over it, can maintain a per-
manent police- vigilance and can land
troops if it is necessary. In return, the
United States government guarantees the
sovereignty, integrity and independence of
Nicaragua. President Zelaya and Secre-
tary Sanchez and strong advocates of the
canal. The entire republic is contented
over the situation. President Zelaya haa
Issued a decree by which the government
of Nicaragua donates 100,000 square yards
of land, in one or more lots, on Ometepe
island, in Lake Nicaragua, to the United
States for use as a senatorlum for the
benflt of laborers on the canal. The
United States may appoint a surgeon to
select the actual locality of the donated
land.

SENATORS TALKING

Mr. Bacon Opposes the Treaty, but

Will Not Obstruct It.
Washington, Dec. 11.—The new Hay-

Pauncefote isthmian canal treaty was
further discussed in the senate to-day.

' Senator Culberson spoke in criticism of it
' and was followed by Senator Bacon
, against it. Senator Bacon criticised the
. treaty as un-American and said that it
. contained many of the objectionable fea-

tures of the original agreement, while it
• was entirely unsafeguarded as the old
• treaty had been, by the senate amend-

ments. He said, however, that he would
not construct the ratification of the new
treaty.

CONSTRUCTION

* Senator Morgan Introduces His
9180,000,000 Canal Bill.

Washington, Dec. 11.—Senator Morgan
has introduced a bill providing for the
construction of the Nicaragua canal. It
provides an appropriation of $180,000,000,
of which $5,000,000 is made immediately
available. The control of the canal and
of the canal belt is vested in a board of
eight citizens of the United States, . In
addition to the secretary of war, who is
to be president. These members of the
board are to be paid a salary of $8,000 a
year each, and are to be chosen regardless
of political affiliation. There is a pro-
vison seeking the establishment of a regi-
ment from the regulars on the canal belt
to guard it properly, and courts also are
authorized conformable to the powers
granted by the governments of Nica-
ragua and Costa Rica. There is also a
provision making three divisions of the
canal during the construction, and there is
to be a chief engineer and two assitants
on each division, the chief to receive a
\u25a0alary of $6,000 and the assistants $3,000.

London, Dec. 11.—Although the public
Is little interested in the new subsidy

bill introduced in the senate by Mr. Frye

and the newspapers give slight promi-
nence to the matter, the subject Is keenly
occupying shipping ' circles. The Tele-
graph, which is making a specialty of the
subject, states as the result of inquiries
that the bill has awakened, some fears
and a great deal of opposition. 7 One owner
figures that a steamer of 5,000 tons would
receive.nearly 15 per cent annually, on the
cost of construction, which he regards as
little short of appalling'and threatening
to seriously handicap British trade. Some
owners apparently are less concerned
with the subsidies than with the restric-
tion already imposed by .the United States !
that all trading between American ports
must be'confined to American . vessels,
which British shipping men resent most
keenly. These regard the subsidies aa
merely for the temporary purpose of en-
couraging construction and, remark .that
some countries which have resorted to
subsidies have only Involved the protec-
tionists in disappointment and treated an
outcry from the taxpayers, who object to
being fleeced in order ,to prop up com-
panies that otherwise would be unable to
pay a dividend. yr. ,//• : /.„ >' _;

HOOSIER HEAT

The opinion here seems to be general
that the committee on commerce will
amend the bill and that there will be aii
opportunity for representations in the
matter by the British board of trade.
There is some dissent from the contention
that the subsidies will equalize wages and
the cost of building, and one shipping man
says that the real explanation of the
measure cannot be found by any logical
reasoning, but in the development of im-
perial sentiment in America, which will
not brook the alleged humiliation of hav-
ing American products carried in foreign
vessels.

So far as inquiries at Liverpool have
gone it is shown that all shipping men
there view the measure with disfavor.
Some are considerably alarmed. It is held
that the fleet lately acquired by J. P.
Morgan would be entitled to bounty based
upon speed and the mileage run, enabling
the vessels to earn dividends almost in-
dependently of freights. Such a condition
of affairs would result in ruinous competi-
tion with British vessels. On the other
hand, where the subsidies are limited to
compensating the Americans for the high-
er cost of building and higher wages the
British are confident that they can over-
come competition.

Washington, Dec. 11.—The Indiana
judgeship row is developing large propor-
tions to-day. Senator Fairbanks, who
was ruthlessly turned down in the ap-
pointment of Francis E. Baker, was visited
in his committee room to-day by four In-
diana congressmen,^ho swore vengeance
against Roosevelt and attorney General
Knox, the recommendations of Knox hav-
ing, it is said, Influenced Roosevelt to ap-
point Baker, and volunteered the state-
ment, that they would co-operate with
Fairbanks in any plans which he may
have for "getting even." Fairbanks
counseled moderation, but the four house
members refuse to be moderate. They
say they purpose to make onslaught en
Knox on the floor of the house on .the
ground that he is a former employe of the
great trusts, and therefore unfit for the
position he now holds.

At the same time there is talk of oppo-
sition to Baker's confirmation, although
should the opposition appear an effort will
be made not to permit its being traced to
Indiana influence. The ground for oppo-
sition to Baker will be his record as an
alleged trust corporation lawyer. He will
also be attacked on the ground ,that hla
venerable father, Judge Baker, rendered
decisions years ago said to be favorable
to corporation interests.

Senator Beveridge and Congressman
Brick were the only members of the In-
diana delegation favorable to Baker. All
the others, while differing as to choice of
candidate, agreed in being determinedly
opposed .to him. The storm may blow over,
but at present it is pretty severe, and it
is lucky for Roosevelt that he will notsoon have .to ask Indiana's vote in a na-
tional convention.

The taxpayers in
this section were not aware, heretofore,
that it was necesary to secure the "con-
sent" .of companies furnishing the state
with commodities before making public

the prices which they receive. Further-
more the few figures given out by the
board tend to confirm the belief that the
Minnesota contractors underbid Armour.

J. W. Mason is out with a communica-
tion to-day in which he says:
I have never been one of the critics of the

board of control. On the contrary, I have
believed that If It can save the state $200,0C0
per arm.'m,* as the members,' lmpHedly at
least, promised, it should be encouraged. I
think, however, that in any discussion the
participants ought to be fair. Certainly the
board of control can afford to be if It is
making one-half the caving it promised. In
Its letter it makes an accusation against the
old management of the hospitals for insane
that is not borne out by the facts. It says,
in effect, that such management was in the
habit of purchasing its supplies at retail.
That statement la not true, except as to butter
and eggs purchased of the farmers. But
whether true pr not, it seems to me that the
Important question Is whether the board of |
control is buying cheaper than the former
management did. Now this can be easily de-
termined If the present, board will lift the

veil of secrecy and tell the taxpayer what the

Then a
comparison can readily be made with the per
capita cost for the quarter ending Nov. 1, 1900.
llt would not take a very skilful mathe-

matician to figure out how much of the $200,-

--000 the present board saved that quarter; and
1 feel sure it would be much more Interesting

. to those who pay the bills than any labored
figuring on cost of meat at this institution,
based on suppositions bids and figures.

Under the old system, the secretary of the
board of I corrections and charities Issued a
monthly bulletin, from which any taxpayer
could tell exactly what it cost to maintain file
various charitable institutions, and how the
cost- of one compared with the cost of an-
other.
