Minneapolis-Chicago Schedule Re-

stored Almost to Old Time -
AT THE MEETING IN CHICAGO

Question of Different lain Wan .\ut
Touched — Ultciiiitlii Cen-

tral's Mystery.

Yesterday's meeting of representatives
of the Chicago-Minneapolis and the Chi-
cago-Missouri river lines in Chicago re-
sulted in a new agreement fixing the run-
ning time of trains between Chicago and
Minneapolis at twelve hours and fifty-five
minutes. The minimum between Chicago
and Omaha Is thirteen hours and thirty
minutes. It is believed that the new
agreement will permanently settle the
difficulty.

While the attendance at the meeting
covered a great deal of territory the im-
portant work was the settlement of the
controversy between the Milwaukee and
the North-Western over the reduction in
time anade "by the latter road on the
Omaha run. The threat of the Milwaukee
to precipitate trouble in Chicago-Minne-
apolis territory evidently had its effect on
the North-Wsetern as that road receded
somewhat from its advanced position on
time to Omaha. Following that result the
Milwaukee's supposed plans for a ten-
hour service between Minneapolis and
Chicago vanished.

Differential and excess fares were not
discussed. The Milwaukee and the
Xorth-Western, with their dispute, appar-
ently occupied the center of the stage
and as soon as an agreement had been
reached between them the rest was easy.

A man who gives his name as Charles

Larsen declared
that the officers could search him if they
wanted to. He moved to one side and
Officer Cederburg picked up a poeket-

j book where Larsen had been standing.
j Lindquist said that the purse had been

! before. Two other men, who it is thought
I were with the prisoner, made their escape.

Tommy O'Hara is wanted by gov-
j eminent officials for raising bills. O'Hara
I was a member of the Doekery gang
j that operated so extensively her© a fewj
j years ago. He escaped when that outfit
was arrested three years ago at the timoj
of the big fur steal at 1005 Washington
avenue X.

After waiving examination in the mu-
nicipal court this morning and being held
to the grand jury under $1,000 bail, the
prisoner was handcuffed to Detective
Howard and removed to the central sta-
tion to have his picture taken.

The goods left over from the Masonic
fair have been donated to the orphans'
fair, and they will help restock some of
the stalls which have been partially de-
pleted by early purchasers. To-night a
delegation of Masons will be guests at the
fair, and the Journeymen Plumbers will
attend in a body. A sumptuous banquet
will be served the plumbers, and their
entertainment and comfort will be espec-
ially looked after. There seems to be a
wide-spread interest taken in the fair by i
all organizations in Minneapolis, and 'there have been delegations from a num-
ber of societies and clubs at the fair, and
several are planning to come the latter
part of .the week.

A DECLARATION OF WAR
HEWKIMX DEMOCRATS' MEETING

1

:It Ik AcrimonouM Throughout and
Kimlm in Declaration of

Hostilities.

Last night's conference between the
democratic organization and the reor-
ganizers was soundly democratic. It was
acrimonious all through, and ended in a
declaration of hostilities.

A. B. Choate, who presided at the recent
meeting of the protestants, stated the
case briefly. He held that a new organiz-
ation should be effected before the begin-
ning of the primary campaign, in order to
insure absolute fairness, and that in 1900
certain candidates were favored at the
expense of others. R. R. Odell followed

•in similar strain. The county committee
then went into executive session, and in
time reported the following conclusions:

First, to fill five vacancies which now exist
in the committee, the vacancies from the
fourth, fifth and sixth wards to be filled on
suggestion from precinct committeemen.

Second, to meet again in thirty days and
settle the Question of reorganization.

F. B. Whitmarsh, chairman of the pro-
testing committee, declared that the post-
ponement was solely to gain time, and
was a breach of faith. He threatened to
call a mass meeting of democrats and
start a movement to throw the committee
out. "The inefficiency of the county or-
ganization," he said, "has been a subject
of street talk for the last six months."

BACK FROMJHIS MINES
E. W. Backus Will Spend the Winter

in Minneapolis.

E. W. Backus, the Minneapolis lumber-
man who has become interested in some
of the biggest mining properties in the
west during the last few years, has re-
turned. He will be in Minneapolis for
the winter, and will visit his Nome prop-
erties in the spring. Mr. Backus is re-
ported to have refused $2,000,000 recently
for a gold mine in Oregon.

He returned from Nome in October and
has spent the time since then at his Ore-
gon. California and Colorado properties.
Said he:

The papers appear to have
kept the public pretty well acquainted with
my interests in Colorado and the coast. I
have been successful in my mining ventures
and 1 have great confidence in the future of
the Name country.

GEO. GOULD'S PLANS
Outlined After His Return From a

Trip Over System.

MR. GOIjLD IS VERY OPTIMISTIC

New York, Dec. 12.—George J. Gould has
just returned from a tour of the rail-
roads embraced in the Gould system.
After a critical and analytical survey not
alone of his railroads but of financial and
commercial conditions throughout the
country, Mr. Gould returns in even more
optimistic frame of mind than when he
finished his big tour last spring.

Mr. Gould was asked if he were willing
to state at this time whether he intended
to carry out the rumored plan of a trans-
continental railroad with the Missouri Pa-
cific, Denver & Rio Grande, Rio Grande
& Western and Central Pacific as the main
links of the chain.

"Ihave heard nothing about that," said
Mr. Gould. "We are working very har-
moniously with our allied railroad connec-
tions, Central Pacific being one of them."

Then Mr. Gould gave this inkling of his
plans for extending his railroads in the
south:

We are contemplating a line from Arkansas
City south to Lake Providence in Louisiana.
In fact, it is under consideration now. The
Texa3 & Pacific line is to be rebuilt and ex-
teLdeJ to it w"l form a through line along
the west bank of the Mississippi river between
New Orleans and St. Louis. The improve-
ment will also include the rebuilding of the
Xe-w Orleans & Northwestern road. The new
line runs "through a beautiful cotton country,
and at present there is no line to serve it.
The country is entirely tributary to the Iron
Mountain, system, hence the construction of
the branches. ,

We expect to get one of the Xew York
city elevated roads started with electricity
in a very few days. We have been delayed,
as other people have been delayed, by ihe
non-delivery of machinery. Our contracts are
rbout a year behind, but we expect to have
Siome trains running -by electricity in the
near future.
