Ten well-
known lake dwellers have placed their or-
dors with R. C. Moore, the Wayzata build-
er, for the construction of cat boats along
identical lines. The yachts will be of ex-
actly the same model, size and finish, and
ure to. be completed May 1. They will
then be put in the water at Minnetonka,
where the ten owners will pick their boats
by lot.

It will be a unique departure on record
at the lake, and should result in an in-
fusion of that old-time racing spirit which
In years past has made the Minnetonka
Yacht Club famous among inland yachting
associations. It will be the man, not the
boat, who will be depended upon to carry
off the honors.

The men who have placed orders with
Moore are: Russell M. Bennett, A. M.
Robertson, Charles Gluek, E. L. Carpen-
ter, Roy Thompson, E. S. Hicks, A. C.
Paul, W. K. Morison, C. S. Hulbert and
one other.

Instead of vying with each other to see
who can secure the fastest nacing ma-
chine, it will be entirely a contest of sea-
manship between the ten enthusiasts. All
other things being equal, they will see
who among them is the cleverest skipper
and who knows best how to take advan-
tage of the wind and wave.

The plan now is to sail ten races on ten
successive Saturdays. Each owner will
sail his own boat in the first race. In
succeeding races will alternate with the
other boats. The boats will cost $265
each.

The keels will be of selected white oak,
properly sided, moulded and rabbitted to
receive planking.

MERCER RETIRES
Indian Agent at Leech Lake

Complimented by the In-
dian Commissioner.

Mercer Retires at His Own
Request, Desiring to Join

His Regiment.

Building, Washington. ':.'\u25a0'

Washington, Dec. 13.—Captain W. A.
Mercer, Eighth cavalry, will be relieved
of his duties as Indian agent at Leech
Lake, Minn., by Major George

L.. Scott, of the Sixth cavalry, about
Jan. 1. He is directed to report to Ad-
jutant General Corbin for orders. It is

believed that he will be assigned to duty

with his regiment, with possibly a short

leave of absence. Captain Mercer has

been relieved at his own request, ac-i

cording to war department officials. The
latter are especially emphatic in declaring
that this is the only reason for his go-
iug back to his regiment.

Secretary Hitchcock could not be seen,
but in his office a statement was given out
that there had been no friction between,
him and Captain Mercer. On the other
hand it is said that their relations hay c
been most cordial and that he has car-
ried out the secretary's instructions to
the letter, aj}d the latter regrets exceed-
ingly that he is forced to part with a
most efficient subordinate.

Indian Commissioner Jones, with whom
Captain Mercer has been more intimately
associated in an offtcial way than with the
secretary, said:

Captain Mercer has been relieved at his
own request. He is a young man in com-
paratively low rank in the service and felt
It to be to his own interest to be with his
own regiment. When an officer is on detail
duty, as Captain Mercer has been, he loses
touch and probably impairs his chances for
promotion. Officers in active service are dis-
posed to find fault because any one of their
number is allowed to slay away from his
command. There was a disposition to do this
in Captain Mercer's ca3e. This criticism is un-
just, however.

When the Spanish war broke out Captain
Mercer filed a request to be relieved from de-
tail and sent back to his regiment. He had
just gone to Leech Lake, where he was sent
from Nebraska to carry out a definite policy
of this office. On my advice, therefore, Sec-
retary Bliss specially urged that Captain
Mercer be allowed to remain in Minnesota,
and his application was denied. Several times
since then he has asked to be relieved, the
last time about three'months ago. He was
then winding up his investigation of dead-
and-down operations and no action was taken
because Secretary Hitchcock asked the sec-
retary of war to allow Captain Mercer to re-
main in the Indian service until that inves-
tigation had been concluded and the contro-
versy with the lumbermen settled. That has
just been done, and no other objection was
made to his leaving service.

Captain Mercer has made a good agent. He
has administered the law strictly and without
favor to any one. We regret losing him, but
realize that it is to bis interest to go back
to active service.

The foregoing is the first reason for
Captain Mercer's relief. A secondary con-
sideration, however, is the fact that he
found himself between the upper and
nether millstones toward the latter part
of the dead-end-down operations. He was
being ground by the Indians on top and
the lumbermen on the bottom. At the
conclusion of the dead-and-down opera-
tions last spring the Indians declared that
the lumbermen had cut a large amount of
green timber. They declared Captain
Mercer was permitting the fraud and
passed resolutions condemning his admin-
istration. He made an investigation and
found the Indians' allegations as to green
timber were true. Then he got after the
contractors. He found out by special in-
vestigation that they had cut millions of
feet of green timber. He demanded pay-
ment for this and forced nearly all of the
contractors to pay for the illegal cut.

This made him unpopular with him and
certain of them have, it is said, attempted
to circulate stories reflecting on his ad-
ministration. Officers of the department
say that these stories were investigated
before consent was given for hiß transfer
and found to be untrue. Between these
two forces Captain Mercer has had an un-
pleasant time lately, and was all the more
anxious to get away on that account.
Captain Mercer is thoroughly disgusted at
the way in which his attempts to reach
an honest and fair settlement of the tim-
ber question have been received in Min-
nesota, and will be glad to shake the dust
of Minnesota off his feet.

Major George L. Scott, his successor, Is
familiar with logging operations. He was
agent at La Pointe for some time and was
sent from there to Port Sill, Oklahoma,
about four years ago.

Knoi's Knominatlon.
It is said to-day that Senator Hoar

consented to the holding up of the ap-
pointment of Attorney General Knox be-
cause Jones, Tillman and other demo-
cratic senators insisted that the anti-
trust people should be given a chance
to present their charges. If this chance
were not given, the democratic leaders
said they would feel justified in trying
to prevent confirmation. They will prob-
ably vote against it, in any event, but
it is understood fhat they will not re-
sort to unfair tactics should the charge
of the antitrust people prove weak.

BROWN SEEKS LICENSE
The "Captain" of Theater Comiqne

Fame Will Run Saloon.
Captain W. W. Brown of Theater Co-

mique fame, more recently manager of the
notorious Columbia theater, and Sodin^'sright-hand man, has filed an application

A BIG 'PHONE DEAL
Bell Interests About to Acquire the

Erie Properties.

OLD COLONY TRUST CO. AT WORK

It Is Soon to Issue a Circular Giving

Detail* of Plans for Ao-

uulatitiuu.

Much credence is given the report of the I
absorption of the Erie Telegraph and i
Telephone company by the American I
Telegraph and Telephone company, better
known as the Bell company, in eastern i
financial circles. These reports have been
in circulation since January of last year, j
but it is believed that the Bell company j
has finally made a definite move in that |
direction. It is said that a circular an-
nouncing the terms of the deal will soon
be issued.

The Erie company will thus be taken
out of the field of independents. This
company owns 74 per cent of theCleveland
Telephone company, 84 per cent of the
Northwestern Telephone Exchange com-
pany and 82 per cent of the Southwes-
tern Telegraph and Telephone company,
operating in Ohio, Minnesota, North and
South Dakota, Texas and Arkansas.

It is said the Bell company will acquire
a controlling interest in the stock of thesubsidiary company and pay off the Erie
indebtedness. The capital stock of the
Erie company is a little more than $10,-
--000,000. Another $5,000,000 of stock was
offered to the public, but it was not taken
up to any great extent, and the Tele-
phone, Telegraph and Cable company was
unable to take its half. Only a very small
amount of the new issue was token up by
the stockholders at par.

Old Colony Trust Co. Interested.
The Erie people found themselves bur- I

dened with a debt of $7,000,000 and efforts
were made to finance the company at
Philadelphia. These were unsuccessful, j
and the company went back to Boston for ;
assistance. The Old Colony Trust com-
pany, one of the strongest financial con-
cerns in the country, the chairman of
whose board of directors was a director
of the Bell" Telephone company, and one
of whose vice-presidents was from the
Brie board, undertook the task in order;
to prevent any friction in the internal j
affairs of the company. Two syndicates I
were formed by Boston capitalists. One
of these loaned the Erie company $7,500,-
--000, holding $10,000,000 worth of stock in
the subcompanies as collateral at the
rate of about 6^4 per cent.

The other syndicate purchased about
20,000 shares of Erie stock from the Tele-
phone, Telegraph and Cable Company of
America for $100 per share. These shares,
together with 21,000 shares held by the
Cable company, were put into a voting
trust to control the property in accord-ance with the wishes of the gentlemen
who had advanced the money. This trust
is to continue for a period of two years
from Jan. 1, 1901, the voting trustees be-ing Jefferson Coolidge, Jr., Charles E.
Cotting and George P. Gardner.

Erie Interests Acquired.

At the first meeting of the corporation
after the formation of the voting trust
nine of the old directors retired and the
Boston interests were placed in control.
Last April the Erie dividend was passed,
pending an investigation of affairs of the
company. The report of the/experts made
last May stated that the cost of repro-
ducing the property exclusive of the fran-
chises and rights of way would be $26,-
--300,000. Since then the company has paid
no dividend. The general office has been
moved from Lowell, Mass., to Boston in
order, as generally understood, to suit the
convenience of the Boston syndicate man-aging the company.

Several of the directors in the new board
of the Brie company are stockholders In
the American Telephone and Telegraph
company. Although the bankers' syndi-
cate as such was not in any way inter-
ested in the stock purchase at the time of
the change in the directorate, it was ex-
pected that the American Telephone and
Telegraph company would take over the
Erie property. While no definite an-
nouncment has been made, it is the gen-
eral belief In Boston business circles that
this step is now to be taken, making the
Erie an integral part of the greater com-
pany. This is to be accomplished, it is
believed, by assessing of Erie stockhold-
ers to pay up the Erie indebtedness and
taking over the securities now held by the
syndicate.

The new Erie directors In January au-
thorized an issue of 5 per cent one year
notes to the amount of $7,500,000, to be Be-
cured by the stock and notes of the sub-
sidiary companies owned by the Erie.
These were not all issued, howeVer, but
from time to time there have been such
isting floating debt and make provisions
isteing floating debt and make provisions
for needed expenses. The reorganization
will be effected by the Old Colony Trust
company, upon terms to be announced in
a circular soon to be Issued.

MIXED FLOUR
Senator Mason Shows How

Admirably the Law
Works.

Washington, Dec. 13.—While Senator
Mason was explaining to the senate to-
day how it happened that certain manu-
facturers of champagne were franking
his campaign speech of last year to all
parts of the country as an "ad," he
made some important allusions to results
following the enforcement of the mixed
flour law. This law was Congressman
Tawney's creation, andi his energy got
it through congress. Senator Mason said
that American flour exports for the past
year had grown 80 per cent, as the direct
result. This law is a certificate to a
European country that American flour
is not adulterated.

Mason read letters from flour dealers In
twelve large cities of Europe, and every
letter said that the mixed flour law would
do more to increase the demand for the
American product than every other cause
for ten years combined. Nearly all the
mixed flour manufacturers, Mason said,
had been forced to close their doors since'
the law went into effect and the total
output was now so small as to give the
legitimate trade no cause for worry.

KusMell Not Seriously 111.

Mrs. Sol Smith Russell is greatly an-
noyed because of recent newspaper re-
ports regarding her husband's physical
condition and is anxious to have them de-
nied. She says he is not suffering with
locomotor ataxia and has no symptoms
of it. Nearly every day he goes out for
a long walk and his general condition is
much Improved since the family returned
to Washington early in the fall.

To-day when I called to see her at
Hotel Richmond, Mr. Russell was in the
barber shop being shaved. He sees no
callers and has seen none for a year, but
this is no indication of any new turn for
the worse. Mr. Russell, sihe saya, is Buf-
fering with nervous prostration and his
case is aggravated, but she is very hope-
ful, and says there was no Justification
for the present newspaper articles.

k BATTLE OF WELLS
When One Was Pumped the Other

Lost Water.

THE BORES HALF A MILE APART

Condition* Throw Some I-itfht on the
Possibility of an Artesian

City Supply.

The University of Minnesota has tem-
porarily gone back to the use of citywater,
and incidentally Professor N. H.
Wlnchell's long cherished theory of an in-
exhaustible supply of water stored in the
sandstone strata underneath the city has
seemingly received a bad Jolt.

About a year ago the university au-
thorities, after failing to convince the
water committee of the council of the in-
justice of its new scheme of charging the
university for water, decided to try to get

c supply from an artesian well, and the
regents appropriated $3,500 for the purpose
of sinking a well and putting in the
necessary pumping equipment. One well
was drilled to the depth of 820 feet and an
apparently abundant Bupply of water ob-
tained. The water came within about
twenty feet of the surface.

Now, a little while before this, a well
of about the seme depth was sunk at the [
new Christian mill, a half a mile or so I
from the university. Here, also, the drill-
ers struck an abundant flow. The pipe
connecting the pump was put down about
three feet below the surface of the water,
and there was no apparent diminution of
the supply after some weeks of operation.
But soon after the university pump be-
gan business, the water at the mill well
dropped down below the level of
the pipe and the well went out
of commission pending the addi-
tion of another three feet to the pipe.

The pump was then put vigorously to
work to make up for lost time, and then,
strange to relate, the university people

found themselves without water.
It thus became evident that there was

an Intimate connection betwene the two
wells and that a heavy draft on the one
was bound to affect the other. Neverthe-
less, the university authorities decided to
meet the issue in the same manner as had
the millers, and the work of extending

the intake pipe another few feet down-
ward is now in progress.

Prof. Hall's Theory.

Whether the ace-saw will continue or
not, none of the university savants can
tell. In the opinion of Professor C. W.
Hall, mineralogist of the university, there
is no such unlimited supply of water be-
neath the city as Professor Winchell be-
lieves and he would not be surprised if
the two wells kept up their game of see-
saw indefinitely until one party or the
other, tired of the rivalry, sinks another
well. It is a most exceptional case, he
says, and he Is at a loss to understand it.

The will diggers are equally at a loss
to account for the circumstance. They
say that they have never met with such a
condition In their operations in Minne-
apolis. There are about fifteen other
wells of this same size and depth in Min-
neapolis and all of them furnish an
abundant supply of water, apparently no
less than at the start. The original ca-
pacity of the university and Christian
wells was 200 gallons a minute.

LABOR AND SOCIALISM
USUAL CLASH APPARENTLY SEAR

Trade Unionists and Socialists of the
\u25a0 Federation of Labor May

lla.ve a Conflict.

Soranton, Pa., Dec. 13.—At to-day's ses-
sion of the American Federation of Labor
the report of the committee to which the
president's report was referred indorsed
nearly all of President Gompers' recom-
mendations. In regard to the general de-
fense fund the committee suggested that
such a fund should be collected by local
and national unions rather than by the
federation., as suggested by Mr. Gompers.
The report of the committee was adopted.

The looked-for conflict between the
trade unionists and the socialists in the
convention was almost precipitated by a
motion to incorporate in the minutes a
list of decisions handed down by the fed-
eration and state supreme courts against
organized labor which was read by Max
Hayes in his speech. President Gompers
said that If the list was incorporated
in the minutes there also should be a
list of the victories of the unions print-
ed along -with It. He denounced the
"attempt to stamp unionism as a fail-
ure an outrage." The motion was laid
aside. Among the resolutions adopted
were these:

That unions in the several states urge the
passage oX laws to compel constructors of
machinery to cover all dangerous parts In
such a "way aa to protect employes working
around maclnery, and calling on government
officials to Indorse the eight-hour law on gov-
ernment work is private shipyards.
