MUCH LIKE BRITAIN

Mme. Sarah Grand Surprised at
Lack of Surprises

WOMEN’'S CLUBS HERE AND THERE

England Has Nothing to Corréspond
Exactly With the American
Organization,

Madame Sarah Grand who is to open
the New Century Lecture course to-might
at Plymouth church, is traveling in very
leisurely fashion with such consideration
of her ease and pleasure that she can
scarcely be regarded in the class of pro-
fessional lecturers. Indeed, as she told
a4 Journal representative,. she would
not have thought of undertaking an Amer-
ican trip in any other way.

The author of *The Heavenly Twins” is
a guest at the residence of Mr. and Mrs.
Thomas Lowry, where she arrived on
Wednesday. Yesterday morning was spent
with a small party in making a tour of
Minneapolis and St. Paul in Mr. Lowry’s
private electric car. Last night a din-
ner was given in her honor for which
twenty covers were laid. The decorations
of the table were pink roses arranged in
a large basket the handle of which was
twined with pink ribbons. The table was
lighted by pink shaded candles in large
candelabra. The house was decorated
with masses of holly and American Beau-
ty roses. A string orchestra furnished
music during the evening.

That lecturing is merely an incident to
Madame Grand is further indicated by the
fact that she refuses to remain longer
than this month, although her services
are much in demand, saylng: *“I couldn’t
think of remaining away from my usual
affairs longer, although 1 really wanted to
go to California However, the spring is
a better time to go there and if I should
decide to make that trip I might far bet-
ter return to England and come over
again than to prolong my stay now.

Madame Grand {s a strong believer in in-
spiration in writing and evidently does not
drive her muse.

SALARIES LOWER

Teachers Draw Less for 1901 Than
for 1900,

There is a slight falling off in the sal-
aries of the high school teachers and the
city superintendents of Minnesota, ac-
cording to figures just {ssued for the
vear ending July 31. In the 118 high
schools under direotion of the high school
board, there were 110 superintendents,
recelving $136,050, an average of $1,286,
or $20 less than the average of 1900. The
73 principals received $59,135, an average
of $810, which is $564 less than the pre-
i vious year. There were 102 first assist-
| ants, drawing $55,436, an average of $544,
| which is a falling off of $20. Fifty-four
| second essistants drew $30,900, an aver-
{ age of $572, against $578 in 1900. There
! were 283 other tehchers, receiving an ave-
i age of $595, a reduction of $60.

There were 1,673 graduates from high
schools, of whom 1,088 were girls. The
previous year, of 1,408 graduates, 890 were
girls. The average age of entrance was
16 years, against 14.9 years in 1900.
