BJornstjerno Bjornson must be having
a royal good time. He loves strife aud
excitement and is getting enough, of both j
to satisfy his most ardent longings. When
he composed "Paul Lange and Tora Par6-
ber«" and made some veiled allusions to I
double dealing by the late Premier Johan i
Sverdrup he little thought -wliat a tem-
pest he had prepared. Th.c relatives of
Sverdrup, led by Jakob Sverdrup, himself
a former cabinet member, demanded in a
formal manner that Bjornson give the
names of the persons who on their oath
can affirm th© truth of th© charges against i

the . late premier. They also demand to j
know wlio are Inposseslon of th© "incrlm- i
inating" letters -which passed between |
Bverdrup and Rlohter.

Bjornson is likely to find himself In |
court not in a civil suit, but in a criminal ]
proceeding, and Norway ia quite aghast.
It -would be a national disgrace to see
the country's greatest poet tried for a fel-
ony, and a scandal is sure to result even
if he is acquitted. The politicians of the j
liberal party object to a trial, as it is j
difficult to tell what revelations will be :
made.

In the meantime Bjornson is parrying |
the attacks made on him and is meeting j
his enemies with his old-time vigor. In
view of the tempest created by the play
Iha hAB consented to have the objection-
able passage revised for the stag© pro- !
duction, but not in the book, provided he j
be credited with having acted in good

faith. The change is not acceptable to
the Sverdrup family, nor to the newspa-
pers. The latter do not accuse him of
having written the passage maliciously,
but intimate that he did not have the
most positive proof.

The government of Sweden inclines |
toward paternalism, but many of the laws
aud customs would bear transplanting, in
the opinion of iWilliam E. Curtiss, the
Chicago Record-Herald correspondent. He
•ays: \

"In that country the saloons are closed
on Saturday, which is the universal pay
day, while the savings banks remain open
until midnight Saturday night. There is
a hint in this to those who would encour-
age thrift In this country. The wage-
•worker who would be encouraged to de-
posit his money in safe hands if the num-
ber of safe hands was as great as the
number of saloons, often finds -himself
penniless before he reaches home. The
savings banks close at 3 o'clock in the
afternoon, but the saloons remain open
all the time.

"The Swedish people seem to act withcommon sense on a great many proposi-
tions, and this thing of closing the saloonson pay day and keeping the savings banks
open Is a very common-sense method of
•noouraglng thrift." >

But within the past year the variation is be-
ing taken up successfully by players in all
ranks, and even Lasker is giving us some ex-
cellent examples of the strength of the P to Q4
game.
