CONDEMNED

Majority of the Court Finds Him Guilty on Ev-
ery Point of the Precept but One.

Washington, Dec. 14.—In the detailed
report and review of the Schley case Ad-
mirals Benham and Ramsay say, under
the heading “‘Facts”:

The flying squadron cousisted of the Brook-
lyn, Massachusetts, Texa$ and Scorpion, un-
der the command of Commodore W. S. Schley,
United States navy, sailed from Key West
about 8 a, m., May 19, 1898, with orders from
the navy department, and from the com-
mander in chief of the North Atlantic sta-
tion, to proceed with dispatch (utmost) off
Cienfuegos to capture the e¢nemy off that
port, if possible, or to block him and to make
the blockade as close as possible.

The flying squadron arrived off Cienfuegon
on the morning of May 22, and established a
blockade, During the day the ships lay off
the port at various distances, in no particular
order. At night they formed a column of
vessels, headed off shore, ane and moved at
only suflicient speed for keeping positions.
The small vessels performed picket duty
in shore of the large ships. Commodore
Schley did not proceed with utmost dispatch
off Cienfuegos and blockade that port as close
as possible.

At 10 o'clock a. m., May 22, the Dupont ar-
rived at Cienfuegos with a dispatch from the

! commander-in -chief, dated May 20, 1898, which

informed Commodore Schley of the probability
of the Spanish squadron being in Santiago
de Cuba, and ordered him to hold Cienfuegos
until the receipt of more poritive information.
At 1:30 p. m., May 22, the Iowa arrived at
Cienfuegos and at 7 p. m. of the same date

|1bm Scorplon left Cienfuegos for Santiago.

At 8:15 a, m., of May 23, Commodore Schley
received by the dispatch vessel Hawk the
following dispatch and memoranda, from the
commander-in-chief:

Dispatech and Memoranda.

Dispatch (No. 8) wated Key West, May 21,
1898, which stated that the Spanish squadron
was probably at Santiago, and ordered Com-
modore Schley, if he was satisfied that the
Spanish squadron was not at Cienfuegos, to
“proceed with all dispatch, but cautiously, to
Santiago de Cuba, and if the enemy is there
blockade him in that port.” A memorandum
dated off Havana May 21, 1898, directed Com-
modore Schley to mask his movements in
leaving Cienfuegos. A memorandum which
stated that a good landing place had been
found by Commander McCalla thirteen and
one- half miles west of Savanilla Point; that
the cubans had perfect knowledge of what
was going on within Cientuegos; that the
Cuban forces in the San Juan mountains con-
trolled the railway beiween Cienfuegos and
Trinidad, and that there were fair roads from
the landing places to Cienfuegos.

At 8:12 a. m_, May 23, the Castine and the
collier Merrimac arrived at Cienfuegos. At
noon on the same date the British steamer
Adulo was permitted to go into Cienfuegos.
At 7 a. m, the Marblehead, Vixon and Eagle
arrived at Cienfuegos. About 10 a. m. the
Marblehead and Eagle preceeded to the land-
ing place thirteen and a half miles west of
Savanilla Point, communicated with the in-
surgents, landed stores for them. learned that
the Spanish squadron was not in the harbor
at Cienfuegos, rejoined the squadron at 3:30
. m,
information oblained.

The Matter of Coal.

After the receipt of this information Com-
modore Schley wrote a dispatch to the com-
mander-in-chief in which he stated “I shall
move eastward to-morrow.” He also wrote a
dispatch to the commandant of the naval base
at Key West in which he stated ““as it is not
found practicable to ccal the Texas from the
collier here where there is so much swell, T
shall proceed to-morrow off Santiago de Cuba,
being embarrassed, however, by the Texas’
short coal supply and her inability to coal in
the open sea. I shall not be able to remain
off that port on account of general short coal
supply of squadron, so will proceed to the
vicinity of Nicholas Mole, where the water i3
smooth and I can coal the Texas and other
ships with what may remain in collier.””

No work was, anparently, in progress on
the fortifications of Cienfuegos while Com-
modore Schley was off that port. No efforts
were made by Commodore Schley to commu-
nicate with the insurgents to discover wheth-
er the Spanish squadron was in the harbor
of Cienfuegos prior to the morning of May
Z4. Siganl lights were displayed on shore at
night, May 22 and May 23,
Schley had no information which enabled him
to interpret them. Before sailing from Cien-
fuegos Commodore Schley received reliable
information that ships could be coaled in the
vicinity of Cape Cruz and in Gonaives chan-
nel.

Eagle and Merrimaec.

The flying squadron, with the exception of
the Castine, sailed from Cienfuegos about §
D. m. of May 24. Before midnight of May 24,
owing to the heavy rolling, the forward com-
partment of the Eagle filled with water, which
reduced her speed. The squadron reduced its
gpeed to enable the Eagle to remain with it.
On May 26 Commodore Schley sent the Eagle
to Port Antonio to coal and then to return
to Key West. At noon on May 26 the Eagle
had sufficient coal to steam ten knots per
hour for three days.

At §:30 p. m. the squadron stopped about
twenty-two miles to the southward of the
port of Santiago and was joined by the scouts
Minneapolis, Yale and Si. Paul. At ¢ p. m.,
May 26, the engines of the collier Merrimac
were temporarily disabled. The broken parts
of the engines were repaired on board the
flagship, all repairs being completed at mid-
night of May 28. The Yale towed the Merri-
mac while disabled. The commanding officer
of the St. Paul visited the flagship in obe-
dience to signal, took with him a Cuban
pilot and had a conversation with Commodore
Schley.

Commodore Schley had no conversation with
the senior commanding officer of the scouts
and obtained no positive information from
the scouts regarding the Spanish squadron.
At 7:45 p. m,, May 26, Commodore Schiey
changed the course of the flying squadron
to the westward, and the squadron procceded
eighteen miles, stopped at 11:15 p. m. (the
tow lines of the collier having parted), drifi-
ed until 3:40 p. m. May 27, resumed its
oourse for twenty-three miles, stopped again
at 7:15 p. m. and drifted until 1 p. m. of
May 28.

Brought by the Harvard.

At 0:30 a. m,, May 27, the Harvard joined
the flying squadron, and her commanding of-
ficer delivered to Commodore Schley the fol-
lowing dispatch, dated May 25, addressed by
the department to the Harvard at St. Nich-
olas Mole, Haiti:

““Proceed at once and inform Schley, and
also the senior officer present off Santiago de
Cuba, as follows: WAll department’s infor-
mation indicates the Spanish division is still
at Santiago de Cuba. The department looks
upon you to ascertain fact, and the enemy,
if therein, does not leave without a decisive
action. Cubans familiar with Santiago de
Cuba say that there is landing-place five (3)
nautical miles west or six (6) from the mouth
of harbor and that there insurgents prob-
ably wiil be found and not Spanish. From
the surrounding heights can be seen every
vessel in the port. As soon as ascertained,
notify department whether enemy is there.
Could not squadron and also the Harvard
coal from the Merrimac, leeward Cape Cruz,
Cuba; Gonaives, Haiti channel, or Mole,
Haiti? The department 'will send coal im-
mediately to Mole, Haitl. Report without
delay situation at Santiago de Cuba.””

This dispatch was answered by Commodors
Schley about noon May 27, as follows:

Schley’s Reply.

‘‘Received dispatch of May 26, delivered by
Harvard off Santiago de Cuba. Merrimac’s
engine is disabled, and she is helpless; am
obliged to have her towed to Key West. Have
been absolutely unable to coal Texas, Marble-
head, Vixen and Brooklyn from collier, ow-
ing to very rough seas and boisterous weather
since leaving Key West. Brooklyn is the only
one in squadron having more than sufficient
coal to reach Key West. Impossible to re-
main off S8antiago in present state of coal
account of the squadron. Not possible to coal
to leeward of Cape Cruz in summer, owigg
to southwest winds. Harvard just reports
to me she has only coal enough to reach Ja-
malca, and she will proces to Port Royal;
also reports only small vessels could coal at

Gonaives or Mole, Haiti, Miuneapolis has

only coal enough to reach Key West, and
same of Yale, which will tow Merrimac. 1t
is to be regretted that the department’s or-
ders cannot be obeyed, earnestly as we have
striven to that end. 1 am forced to return
to Key West via Yucatan passage for coal.
Can ascertain nothing certain concerning en-
emy. Was obliged to send Eagle to Port
Antonie, Jamaica, yesterday, as she has only
twenty-seven tons of coal on board. Will
leave St. Paul here. Will require 9,500 tons
of coal at Key West.”

The coal supply of the vessels of the flying
squadron at noon on May 27 was sufficient
to have enabled them to steam at ten knots
per hour: The Brooklyn for 113 days: lowa,
7%; Massachusetts, 10; Texas, 8%: Marble-
head, 3%; Vixen, 11%.. Or to have remained
on blockade duty off Santiago de Cuba: The
Brooklyn for 26 days:; Jlowa, 16; Massa-
chusetts, 20; Texas, 10; Marblehead, 5; Vixen,
23; and then steam to Gonalves, Haiti, or to
Cape. Cruz, Cuba, to coal.

Plenty of Coal.

At that dste the flying squadron was ac-
companied by the collier Merrimae, contain-
ing 4,350 tons of coal. The amount of coal
required to completely fill the coal bunkers
of all the vessels of the flying squadron on
this same date was 2,750 tons. The conditions
of wind, sea and weather from noon on May
26 to June 1 were favorable for taking coal
from a collier at sea off Santingo de Cuba.
The lowa, Castine and Dupont coaled at Cien-
fuegos from the collier Merrimac on May
23, and the Massachusetts and Castine on
May 24. The Texas asked permission to coal
first on May 23 and was refused by Commo-
dore Schley who ordered the Iowa to coal
first and the Massachusetts second,

The Texas was ordered to coal from the col-
lier on May 24, but the order was revoked,
as the Massachusetts was alongside of the
collier and the commanding officer of the col-
lier deemed it unsafe to place his vessel be-
tween two battleships. The Texas and Marble-
head coaled at sea off Santiago from collier
May 27 and 28; the Massachusetts and Vixen
on May 29; ths Brooklyn and Iowa on May
20; the Brooklyn, Texas and Marblehead on
May 31. At 3:35 p. m., May 27, Commodore
Schley signaled to the St. Paul “‘if Sampson
comes here tell him half the squadron out of
coal and collier engines broker down.”” At
10:45 p. m., May 2 Commodore Schley
signaled to the Texas: “The more coal you
take in this smooth weather the less you will
have to take at Haiti."”

Allegations of Negligence.

Commodore Schley made no <flort to ascer-
tain whether the Spanish squadron was in the

harbor of Santiago; he left said harbor en- |

tirely unguarded from € p. m. of May 26 to
5 p. m., of May 27, and guarded only by the
geout St. Paul from 5 p. m., May 27, until
about 6 p. m. of May 28. The flying squadroa
arrived off the harbor of Santiago de Cuba,
seven miles south of the Morro, at 6 p. m,
May 26, and established a blockade. The dis-
tance from Cienfuegos to Santiago is 315
miles. Commodere Schley did not proceed
with all dispatch from Clenfuegos to Santizgo
de Cuba. Early on the morning of May 29
the Cristobal Colon and other vessels of the
Spanish squadron were discovered at ancheor
in the harbor of Santiago. about 1,200 yards
tfrom the entrance., No attempt was made
by Commodore Schley on May 29 or May 30 to
capture or destroy the Spanish vessels, At
1:30 p. m., May 30, the cruiser New Orleans
and the col'ter Sterling joined the flying
squadron.

At 10:55 a. m., May 31, Commodore Schley
shifted his flag to the Massachusetts, and at
11:10 a. m. the flagship signaled: ‘‘The Mas-
sachusetts, New Orleans and Jowa will go
in after dinner to a distance of 7,000 yards
and fire at the Cristobal Colon with eight,
twelve and thirteen-inch guns. Speed, about
ten knots."”

At 1:30 p. m. the three vessels designated
steamed, in column, towards the entrance to
the harbor of Santiago, heading to the east-
ward, at about ten knots speed. The s&hips
passed the harbor entrance about 7,000 yards
distant from the Morro, firing at the Colon
and the shore batteries, with ranges vary-
ing from 7,000 yards to 8,200 yards, All pro-
jectiles fell short.

When the ships had passed to the eastward
of the entrance, ‘the flagship turned off shore,
followed in succession by the other ships,
repassed the entrance and fired as before,
but with ranges varying ifrom 9,000 to 11,000
yards. Some ,of these projectiles fell near
the Colon.

The fire was returned by the ships in the
harbor and by the land batteries, but no large
guns were used by the batteries. Several
projectiles passed over our vessels, but no
injuries’ were sustained. The flying squad-
ron did not withdraw at night from the en-
trance to Santiago harbor to a distance at
sea. The blockade was maintained at an
average distance of about six to seven miles
from the harbor entrance during the day, and
probably somewhat nearer during the night.
Two vessels performed picket duty at night,
two miles inside of the line of vessels.

When the Spaniards Steamed Out.

The Spanish squadron was discovered to be
in the entrance to Santiago harbor, steam-
ing out, abeut 9:30 a. m., July 3, 1898. The
Brooklyn at that time was heading to the
westward of north, about 6,300 yards west,
three-fourths south, from the Morro, which
was practically her blockading position. Large
vessels coming out of the harbor of San-
tiago ‘were obliged to hold about southwest
by south, and the Spanish vessels, therefore,
in steaming out, until clear of the shoal to
the westward, were obliged to head.directly
for the position of the Brooklyn. When clear
of this shoal, the Spanish vessels turned in
succession to the westward and took a course
nearly parallel to the land. The Brooklyn
stood towards the Spanish vessels, with vary-
ing helm, fired one shof from her forward
turret at 3,500 yards’ range, which proved
short, and then engaged with her port bat-
tery. When about 1,400 yards distant from
the leading Spanish ship, the Teresa, the
Brooklyn turned to starboard, with her hélm
hard aport, and continued so to turn until
she headed to the westward, parallel to the
course of the Spanish ships. )

The commanding officer of the Brooklyn put
the helm hard aport, and almost the same
instant Commodore Schley gave the order
“‘hard aport.” When the Brooklyn’s helm
was put hard aport, the Teresa was about
1,400 yards to the eastward of north from the
Brooklyn, the Vizcaya was to the eastward
of the Teresa, and the Colon was to the east-
ward of the Vizcaya. When the Brooklyn
completed the turn and was heading to the
westward, parallel to the course of the Viz-
caya, the Vizcaya and the Colon were about
2,400 yards to the northward and westward
of the Brooklyn. The turn of the Brooklyn
was towards the Texas. The Texas stopped
and backed her engines.

On July 2, 1898, about the time the Brook-
lyn began her turn to starboard, a conversa-
tion regarding the proximity of the Texas
took place between Commodore Schley and
Lieutenant A. C. Hodgson. Admiral Schley
caused to be published in a daily newspaper
a letter addressed to him by Lieutenant
Commander A. C. Hodgson, dated June 11,
1899, in which Lieutenant Commander Hodg-
son said: ‘‘The colloquy published in the
New York Sun and alleged to have taken
place between you and me on the day of the
battle off Santiago, July 3, 1898, mever oc-
curred.”” Admiral Schley did not have pub-
lished the other letters of Lieutenant Com-
mander Hodgson in regard to this matter.

The Opinion.

Commodore Schley, in command of the
flylng squadron, should have proceeded with
utmost dispatch off Cienfuegos, and should
have maintained a close blockade of that

port, He should have endeavored on May 23,
at Cienfuegos, to obtain information regard-
ing the Spanish squadron by communicating
with the insurgents at the place designated
in the memorandum delivered to him at 8:15
a. m. of that date. He should have pro-
ceeded from Cienfuegos to Santiago de Cuba,
with all dispatch, and should have disposed
his vessels with a view of intercepting the
enemy in any attempt to pass the flying
squadron.

He should not have delayed the squadron
for the Eagle. He should have promptly
obeyed the vavy department’s order of May
25. He should have endeavored to capture
or destroy the Spanish vessels at anchor off
Santiago harbor on May 29 and 30. He did
not do his utmost with the force nnder his
command to’capture or destroy the Colon,
and other vessels of the enemy which he at-
tacked on May 31.

By commencing the engagement on July 3,
with the port battery and turning the Brook-
Ilyn around with port helm:, Commodore
Schley caused her to lose distance and posi-
tion with the Spanizh vessels—especially with
the Vizcaya and Colon. The turn of the
Brooklyn to starboard was made to avoid
getting her into dangerous proximity to the
Spanish vessels. The turn was made toward
the Texas and caused that vessel to stop and
back her engines to avoid possible collision.
Admiral Schley did injustice to Lieutenant
Commander A. C. Hodgson in publishing only
a portion of the correspondence which passed
between them.

Commodore Schley’s conduct in connec-
tion with the events of the Santiago cam-
paign, prior to June 1, 1898, was character-
ized by vacillation, dilatoriness and lack of
enterprise. Tlis official reports regarding the
coal supply and the coaling facilities of the
flving squadron were inaccurate and mis-
leading. Hig conduct during the battle of
July 3 was self-possessed and he encouraged,
in his own person, his subordinate officers
and men to fight courageously.

'MRS. BONINE NOT GUILTY

DID M»T KILL SEYMCUR AYRES

End of the Long-Drawn-Out Wash-
ington Murder Trial at
Last.

Washington, Dec. 4.—Mrs.
Bonine is a free woman.

The jury in the celebrated murder case
decided that she did not murder James
Seymour Ayres, Jr., the young census
office clerk, in the Kenmore hotel on the
night of May 13. The jury was out less
than five hours.

The attendance in the courtroom when
the jury returned was limited to mem-
bers of the bar, members of the press, and
employes of the court. There was some
little attempt at & demonstration of ap-
proval, but thi§ was quickly suppressed
by Judge Anderson, who had previously
warned the spectators against manifesta-
tions of any characier. Mrs. Bonine was
in court at the time and with her hus-
band and her two boys and several of her
relatives, all of whom have shown their
sympathy for her by their constant at-
tendance during the long trial.

When Mrs. Bonfe heard the verdict
she threw her arms about her husband's
neck and wept for joy. After she became
composed she and her husband and friends

| left the courthouse by a back door.

The trial of Mrs. Bonine had been in
progress for almost four weeks and at-
tracted more attention than any trial be-
fore the local courts in years. Extraor-
dinary interest was caused at the time
young Ayres was killed, because of the
mystery surrounding the case, until the
statement made by Mrs. Bonine of her
part in the tragedy while the coroner’s|
inquest was in session. She said she was
the only person in the room when young
Ayres was shot, and that he was killed in
a struggle with her over the possession
of a revelver with which he was trying
to frighten her inio compliance with his
demands. Mrg. Bonine had been in jail
since the tragedy. She dld not go on the
witness stand.
