ESCAPED THE MASSACRE '
A >linneaitoliH Man Telia of the Sa-

uiar Slaughter.

George D. McLeod, formerly a resident
of Minneapolis, but now in the Philip-
pines, has written to friends an account
of the massacre of part of Company C. of
which he is a member. McLeod says that
the company left Manlia for Samar, June
13, expecting to do about three monts'
campaigning in the interior, but adds that ;
they are still there, with no prospects of j
getting away for some time. In sepak-
ing of the attack which occurred Sept. 28,
he says:

The company was stationed at Balanglga,
and the signal for attack was given while
the mcii were at breakfast, and unarmed
Their rifles were upstairs, In the barracks,
and the stairway was guarded by arm^d na-
tives, who shot the men down as fast as they
came Up; Finally a few sueceded in breaking
through and reaching- their guns. Afjer that
they'drove the niggers off. and gathering the
wounded started down the river on a boat,
just in time to escape a second attack. The
first attack was made on the guards and then
the officers were cut down. , The major was
killed In his bed. So was Lieutenant Fumpas.
The captain jumped out of his window, but
was wounded, captured and afterwards burner!
to death. Out of seventy-one men forty-
were killed. Their bodies were horribly muti-
lated and. then bun Eleven were badly
wounded and eight have never been accounted
for. Only seven esoaped unharmed. It was
the most disastrous massacre since Caster.

LAND IS AVAILABLE

Siielling; Reservation.
The commercial clubs of the twin cities

have ascertained that 7,000 acres of land
can be added to the Fort Snelling military
reservation at an average cost of $45
]n r acre. One of the objections of Sec-
retary of War Roor to enlarging Fort
Snelling was that the reservation was too
small and the additional land would cost
too much money.

Samuel Hill's Operations Cause No

Little Quiet Speculation.

HIS CONNECTION WITH M.LEBAUDY

The French Capitalist Traveled vrttti
Mr. Hill and Later Sent an

' Engineer Here.

The reports that Samuel Hill Is iden-
tifying himself less \u25a0with railroads affairs
than formerly in order to exploit new
enterprises, some of which are to be lo-
cated on the coast, are given much cre-
dence in twin city and Seattle business
circles. Mr. Hill is spending the winter
at Seattle, where he is perfecting plans
for his new operations on the coast.
While on his last visit to Minneapolis Mr.
Hill said that he was In the transpor-
tation business no longer. His visit here
at that time was partly for the purpose of
meeting several men of prominence in the
financial world among whom were two
from abroad.

It is believed among many of Mr. Hill's
friends that he has become associated
to some extent in northwestern invest-
ments with Robert Lebaudy of Paris, one
of the wealthiest men in France. Much
of Mr. Hill's recent trip through Europe
and the orient was made in company with
Mr. Lebaudy. The French financier spent
several days in Minneapolis, during which
time he was in close consultation with
Mr. Hill. Since that time a Paris banker
who handles many of the Lebaudy in-
vestments made a special trip to Minne-
apolis to see Mr. Hill and apent much
time in conducting investigations in sev-
eral western cities, making hip headquar-
ters at Minneapolis.

Mr. Lebaudy while in Minneapolis, ex-
pressed himself as not only surprised, but
well pleased with the northwest as a field
for investment. He was especially inter-
ested in Minneapolis and Seattle and also
indicated a desire to know more of Du-
luth. He was impressed with the excel-
lent record of the Twin City Rapid Tran-
sit company and the prosperity of the
street railway properties in the larger
cities of the country.

Samuel Hill has been gradually with-
drawing from the many positions former-
ly occupied by him in connection with the
properties of his father-in-law, James J.
Hill. At one time he held numerous posi-
tions In connection with these interests.

BELIEVES IN MARCONI
Sir Robert Ball Expects Much of

\\ ireless Telegraphy.

Sir Robert Ball* the noted English sci-
entist and writer, who is to lecture to-
night at the Lyceum theater, is a friend
of Marconi and believes that the famous
Italian will succeed ultimately in perfect-
ing his wireles telegraphy to a point
where it. will become of immense utility.
He has the utmost faith in the Latin in-
ventor and was with him at the time
of the Fastnet experiment when Marconi
succeeded in signalling without wires a
distance of 280 miles. Sir Robert was
present at that experiment in his ca-
pacity of scientific adviser of the British
lighthouse system and studied the Mar-
coni system thoroughly. Said he:
I do not doubt for a moment that Signor j

Maiconi received electric comrnunk'atlon at
St. Johns, X. P., from his station at Corn-
wall. Ens-. To accomplish this result he e-m- I
ployed the same principle that he utilized in ;
the Fastnet experiment, the only difference j
being that his distance of transmission was :
largely increased in the later experiment. !
There is :\o reason why signals should not be
sent half way around the world, provided the
wires at 'both ends can be elevated suffi-
ciently.

From Minneapolis, the famous scientist
will visit the Yerkes observatory at Lake
Geneva, Wis., and he is looking forward
to that visit with the liveliest anticipa-
tion. He says that the United States
is better equipped than any nation in the
world in the matter of observatories and
has nothing but praise for the equipment
at Yerkes, Lick observatory, the Harvard
college observatory and the Washington
observatory. All of these, he adds, are
well known abroad and all of them have
proved of great service- to science.

The subject of his lecture to-night is
"Time and Tide."

THE ISTHMIAN CANAL
AddrenN by Rev. Dr. 1.. 11. HallacU

on the Subject.

Rev. Dr. L. H. Hallock of Plymoutu
Congregational church gave an address
last evening on "The Isthmian Canal."
He believes mat the immediate ratifica-
tion of the Hay-Pauncefote treaty wilt
remove the last obstacle, leaving congress
free to enter upon the canal's construc-
tion. The prospect of obtaining the dis-
carded Panama route with concessions
from the Colombian government causes
the doctor to believe that congress will
indorse that rout-e.

"The completion of the canal," said Dr.
Hallock, "will diminish transcontinental
traffic; will bring the Atlantic and Pa-
cific shores into essential proximity; will
promote less costly interchange, conse-
quently cheaper products, ampler facili-
ties for exchange. Local matters will
grow in importance here, and the roads
will have ample service to render. Ameri-
ca may well be proud to organize and com-
plete such an enterprise, under the ample
protection of the treaty we are about to
ratify. Many of us will live to see the
wisdom of this course demonstrated, and
the generation that follows will wonder
how the world lived so long without it.

"On broad and beneficient lines we must
build this canal; let us hope that wise and
unbiased counsels will prevail, and that
in spite of opposition we shall have a
sea-level canal connecting the two great-
est oceans."

IT MUSTJBE SOUND
If Not tn Good Taate, Parody I*

Harmful.
""Sound, hearty parody has its place, but

beware of it out of place," Richard Burton
observed Saturday evening in his lecture
on "The Place of Parody." It is a danger-
ous form of literature, he declared, be-
cause we are sensitive to the incongruous,
and in laughing at it may lose forever our
appreciation of something truly high and
noble.

Parody Dr. Burton denned as the imi-
tation of something good in literature, for
satire, ridicule, or good, honest fun. He
divided parodies into legitimate satires,
clever imitation of the serious and fine,
and silly or coarse imitations, which last
are always deplorable. Imitations of the
Bible he condemned in sweeping terms.

Parody may be real literature. When It
attacks sentimentality it is doing a good
work. Such was Don Quixote, as first con-
ceived, but in his love for the old knight,
Cervantes went beyond the parody. So did
Fielding, when he started to parody Rich-
ardson in Joseph Andrews. Mark Twain's
"Connecticut Yankee in King Arthur's
Court" is a parody and successfully at-
tacks our false deification of chivalry,
though it somewhat lacks in good taste.

The test of the worth of parody is: Do
we gain enough from the imitation to
compensate us for the losg of the imi-
tated? Dr. Burton read entertainingly
from several modern authors who in his
opinion had passed the test successfully.
Bret Harte's parody on Poe's Ulaluma, H.
C. Bunner's imitation of Whitman, and
the Punch poem on Hiawatha were among
the examples.

In unfit hands, said the lecturer, parody
works harm. It should only be essayed
by men of the finest cultivation and liter-
ary appreciation.

i i •" Department,

Thirty-seven towns in northern Minne-
sota, not including Duluth and the iron
range, have been visited by officials of the
state labor department, who have in-
spected 386 manufacturing and 17 non-
manufacturing establishments.

There are 7,689 men, 165 women and 33
boys employed in the manufacturing es-
tablishments. In the non-manufacturinj;
establishments 169 men and 49 women
work.

Sunday labor in addition to week day
w.ork is performed by 203 persons, or 2.57
per cent of all. Of these 33 per cent are
in railroad roundhouses, 2!t per cent In
electric light plants and water works, and
the rest in saw mills and flour mills.

Child labor makes only .42 of one per
cent of the labor employed in this district.
The working day is twelve hours in thi-
non-manufacturing establishments.

Supplies have'been purchased by the
state board of control to furnish Christ-
mas dinners to 6,120 inmates of state in-
stitutions. The 4,000 odd in charitable
institutions will get in addition a sup-
ply of nuts and candy, 2,415 pounds of
sweetmeats having been already distrib-
urted. Some fiftybushels of popcorn have
also been bought. A present of some kind
is given each inmate by the state, usually
some article of clothing. Toys are given
at Owatonna, and the school for the
feeble minded at Faribault. Dances are
held at the insane hospitals, the state
paying an orchestra to play for the in-
mates.
