FREEZE OUT IMPORTATIONS

The question of
v,ages was not settled definitely, the men
standing firm for their original proposi-
tion of a flat increase of 10 per cent over
th* wages paid when the strike was de-
clared.

Liate in the afternoon there were
present in the inner waiting-room of the
executive office, adjoining the presidents
private room, some twenty senators, rep-
resentatives and private citizens, waiting
to see the president by appointment,
when General Miles entered and Joined
the general and animated conversation.
A few minutes after the arrival of Gen-
eral Miles, the door from the executive's
private room opened and the president
came in hurriedly. Every one in the large
room was startled by the scene which im-
mediately followed.

Glancing hastily around him, and
catching sight of General Miles, the presi-
dent walked up to him rapidly, and with
evidences of excitement in his whole de-
meanor. Placing himself squarely before
the aged and white-haired lieutenant gen-
eral of the army, he waved his arms ener-
getically and then raised his finger warn-
ingly under the nose of General Miles.

•1 will have you know." said the presi-
dent In a loud voice, "that I will not allow
you to criticise executive and depart-

mental act. I don't care who you are, I
will not stand it, and you will find out
that I am going to stop this sort of
thing."

The distinguished witnesses of this vig-
orous reprimand before other persons
were further astonished by what followed.
The president had grownr flushed, and was
visibly restraining himself from a violent
outburst of wrath only by extreme effort.
Then he turned upon General Miles again.
Uplifting his arm, he shook it almost furi-
ously in the general's face.
