Action Brought by Dolan’s Widow
for $20,000 Damages.

LE AND THE ARGENTINE

Origin

of Their Strained Relations in Which

American Diplomacy Has Figured.

From The Journal Bwreaw, Room 45, Post
Building, Washington.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 27.—The imme-
diate cause of the strained relations be-
tween Argentina and Chile, which have
reached an acute stage within the past
month, is the alleged occupationf and
projection of roads by Chile in territory
which is claimed by both countries. The
remote cause is friction over the de-
marcation of that part of the boundary
line between the two countries extend-
ing from 26 degrees 51 minutes 46 sec-
onds to 52 degrees south latitude. The
dispute over that portion of the boundaty
north of 26 degrees 52 minutes 46 seconds
to the Bolivian line was settled by ar-
bitration by United States Minister Bu-
chanan in 1899, Almost immediately
after its ratification a dispute as to the
meaning of a certain phrase in the first
article arose. It reached an acute stage
in 1898, but no war occurred. Early in
1899 an agreement was reached to refer

i the questicn to arbitration, the arbitrators

to be selected by the queen of England.
Examining Commission,
Under date of Feb. 23, 1899, Minister
Buchanan, in a note to Secretary Hay,

informed him that the British govern-
ment had named Lord McNaughton, Gen-
eral J. C. Ardagh, and Colonel Sir T. H.
Hcldich as a commission to examine and
study the treaties and documents which
might be presented by the Argentine and
Chilean governments bearing upon the
limits controversy between the latter
countries. Recent press dispatches show
that this commission has been consider-
ing the documents presented to it by the
representatives of the respective govern-
ments in Lcndon and is about to start
for South America to go over the ground.
That is as far as the commission has gone
in its work.

When the British commission was ap-
poirted Minister Buchanan wrote the
state department explaining the difficulty
in dctermining the true boundary. In that
1:tter he said:

The commission will have a rather knotty

problem to solve at the outset, since theree
will unquestionably be presented to it two
distinetly different translations of the first
article of the treaty of 1881—the foundation
stone of the whole controversy—as to whether
or not the ‘‘watershed’’ theory should apply
to the demarcation problem existing between
the two countriés. The chief contention be-
fore the commission just named will be, I
am sure, over what the proper meaning of
‘vertientes’ is in Spanish and the correct
equivalent of the word in English.

Phrase in Dispute.

Mr. Buchanan then quotes the phrase in
dispute. Article 1 provides that the
boundary line shall extend north along
the summit of the Andes from 52 degrees
south latitude, and ‘‘pasara por entre las
‘vertientes’ que se desprenden a un lado
A LG gPatea B, S g

Chile has persistently claimed that this
part of the article means ‘“‘watershed.”
Argentina has as persistently denied that
it so means. On the stirength of this
claim Chile has been claiming territory
on both sides of the mountains, within
the “watershed’” and is pressing that claim
before the arbitration commission.

Under date of May 19, 1899, Minister
Buchznan informed the state department
tbat the record book of the legation at
Buenos Aires had the following transla-
tion of the disputed passage: ‘‘The front-
ier line will run in that extension along
the highest peaks ‘'of said cordilleras
(mountains) as may divide the waters,
and will pass hetween the springs that
course down either side.” In that trans-
lation “vertientes’” was taken to mean
‘“‘springs” and ‘“par por entre’” to mean
“to pass between.”

Chile Impatient.

It is asserted by the Argentine govern-
ment that Chile, not content to await the
decision of the arbitrators, has begun the
gurvey of roads, ete., in the disputed ter-
ritery, and the Argentine army*is massed
along the frontier to prevent the Chilean
government from even exercising that
much dominion over territory which the
Argentine government claims does not be-
long to ker.

The government of the United States
stands ready to use its good offices to
prevent war, but will not act in the ab-
sence of an invitation from one or both
governments, —H. C. Stevens.

PROSECUTION GOSTLY

Expenses of the Hearing in the Case
of Judge Noyes.

ENEMIES’ UNDERHANDED TACTICS

Friends of the Judge Made Sacrifices
to Attend Court and Testify
for Him.

Special to The Journal.
San Francisco, Dec. 27.—The bills for

the expenses of the government witnesses
in the Noyes contempt case on file in the
clerk's office of the circuit court of ap-
peals show to what enormous extent the
Lane and Swedes have gone to get rid of
Judge Noyes. Those bills for ten wit-
nesesses foot up $2,820.15. Of the ten wit-
nesses six came from Nome, one from Se-
attle and three from local points. The
distance from Nome to San Francisco is
7,538 miles, and as Lane operates a line
of steamships from Nome to this coast,
in all probability those six witnesses se-
cured their transportation. The bills are
as follows:

George V. Borchsenius, forty-four days in
court, at $1.50—$66; milage, $367.90; total,
$4,33.90. Jude C. 8. Johnson, from Nome, ai-
tendance at court and milage, $430.80. Cap-
tain C. G. French, actual expenses , $463.95.
John F. Mercer, $393.40. W. T. Hume, $436.90.
Samuel C. Dunham, $489.90. C. L. Vawter,
from Seattle, milage, $92.90; court atend-
ance, $42.

These with Chipps, Pope and Mrs.
James, make the total. Mrs. James had
a bill for twenty-eight days’ attendance
in court when she was present omly two
days.

The question is asked, why did the pros-
ecution in this case go to such enormous
expense? It had over a year to prepare
its case, and in the McKenzie proceedings
practically had the same evidence. Why
did it not have depositions taken in Nome
during the winter of 1900-01 and this last
summer? The evidence thus obtained
would have been just as good as that
given in the hearing in this city, and there
could have been much more of it.

The answer is apparent. They were
afraid to show their hand at Nome. If
depositions had been taken in Nome, the
friends of Judge Noyes would have been
on hand to discover what sort of testi-
mony was being taken, and thus Noyes
could have been prepared to meet it.

The prosecution wanted to get its wit-
nesses before the court, it said, and for
that reason did not take depositions. But
there never was any doubt since the Mec-
Kenzie case that the Noyes hearing would
be before the commissioner, the court did
not have time to sit for nearly two months
listening to the testimony, and the prose-
cution knew this. But it made it an ex-
cuse for not taking any proceedings at
Nome and thus showing its hand.

If the enormous cost of getting wit-
nesses from Nome should fall on enybody
except the United States government
there would be & roar. One can form an
idea of what expense Judge Noyes has
had to go to in order to meet the charges.
However, he was fortunate in having sev-
eral friends who volunteered to be at the
hearing to rebut any testimony that they
could. Several of these found a way to
get to the states for the winter and since
the hearing began, and the evidence giv-
en to the public through the newspapers
many persons who were at a distance
came of their own accord to testify in fa-
vor of Noyes.
