Several Laws Passed by the Last

Legislature.

ONE REGULATES COUNTY ROADS

Ktt Move Hig-hway Labor Anseaaiuenta

Cor Ilia- tuuuiie»-l'rubnt»
Judge*' Salaries.

Several laws passed at the last session
of the legislature will be put la opera-
tion Jan. 1. 1902. One of the most im-
portant of these is Chap. 264, H. F. 644,
a bill reQuirlng that statement* be filed
by .the county oonuniaaioner* of Hennepin
county before the tax levy for county
purposes is fixed, and limiting the power
of the board in the expenditure of money
and In the making of contracts. This is
a copy of a bill passed In 1889 -with sev-
eral additions to facilitate its operation.
The object of the bill is to put a check to
the reckless levy of taxes and the free-
handed distribution of valuable contracts,

which offer opportunity for corruption and
large Vrakft-oftg." -.-

Another bill of Interest Is Chap. 256.
H. F. 438. This abolishes highway labor
assessments and requires road taxes to be
paid in cash in counties o\ over 150,000
population. This touches only Heanepin
end Ramsey oounties. The bill is to cor-
rect an abuse which is very prevalent in
these counties. It is the custom of the
farmers in lieu of cash payments to work
out their taxes on the road. The result
is that when he has a day off the farmer
goes out with his plow and hacks the
roads into frightful condition at the ex-
pense of the state. In counties where
there Is a large farming population de-
pendent on good roads the work is con-
scientiously done. But In the counties
named it is poorly done and at a large
expense. It is impossible to estimate the
«act saving the law will make as the

records are not in the hands of any one
man* but in the possession of the various
town supervisors. There is little doubt,
however, thai the saving will be consid-
erable.

One Sheriff on Salary.

There is a bill for placing the sheriff's
office of counties having a population of
between 60,000 and 150.000 on a salary ba-
sis, known as Chapter 68, H. F. 644.

This bill was passed by the St. l«ouis
county delegation which ia the only coun-
ty affected by the law. At present the
sheriff draws a remuneration In the way
of fees that is totally disproportionate to
the work performed or about $10,000 a
year. A like abuse exists in other por-
tions of the state and it is rumored that a
similar bill covering the county of Hen-
nepla will be introduced at the next ses-
sion, of the legislature.

Probate Judges 1 .Salaries.

Chapter 236, S. F. 259, fixes the com-
pensation of probate judges according to
the population in counties where there are
no special acts fixing such salaries. The
system heretofore has been most compli-
oated and the object of the bill is to
make the remunerations uniform in all
localities not covered by special legisla-
tion.

The
prisoner, however, allowed Rosenstein to take
the garments.

FIGHT ON IN ST. PAUL

Costs Too Much.
Minneapolis, it seems, is not the only place

up in this country where there is a struggle
going on for cheaper city lighting. Yesterday
President Schiffman of the St. Paul common
council enjoined Mayor Smith from signing
the council proceedings awarding a contract
for gasolene lighting to the American De-
velopment company. The injunction is re-
turnable to-day, and the* matter will be ar-
gued before Judge Lewis of the district court.
President Schiffman says St. Paul is paying
too much lor gasolene lighting, and that in
the present instance sufficient means have
not been taken to assure proper competition.

Those fond of the delicacy will, per-
haps, be interested, to learn of the very
latest innovation in the, bologna sausage-
making industry. One of the largest
bologna manufacturing concerns in New
York city has just received its consign-
ment of the new envelopes, which had
been ordered a short time ago from a firm
in Germany for its sausage and bolognas.

These new envelopes, made entirely of
paper, are to supersede the skins, which
never heve been entirely satisfactory from
a hygienic standpoint. The new paper en-
velopes are cheaper, cleaner, and, of
course, not liable to fermentation, and
hence are greatly to be preferred to the
use of skin or the intestines of animals.
It is made in Wurtemburg.

A French scientist has discovered a
compound in which, if paper or any kind
of fibrous substance were immersed it
would stiffen, become tougher and per-
fectly impervious to water. The process
was attended with, so much difficulty and
expense that no one at that time hoped
for any practical benefits. Extensive ex-
periments were made later on in Birming-
ham by a man who appreciated the im-
portance of the discovery, so that now
all his efforts are crowned by complete
success.

A number of sheets of paper are moist-
ened on one surface and placed one upon
another, and by being thoroughly pressed
together, are made to adhere firmly, and
are then fashioned into the various shapes
required.

An English
company has been formed that will manu-
facture it into plates suitable for roofing.
