Club" has just made its ann»aJ holiday
excursion to Minneapolis and St. Paul.

HINDERING REFORMS
Statement From a Publisher*' Bu-

reau Shmvu to Be Unwarranted.

Washington, Dec. 30.—Representative

McCleary has received inquiries from
publishers of daily and weekly newspa-
pers in his district asking whether it is
true that the postofflce department has
ruled that no papers can be sent through
the mails unless subscriptions have been
paid iv advance. A circular containing
this statement had been sent out by a
publisher who was disbarred because hewas carrying a large number of dead-
heads on his subscription list in order
that he might send an equal number ofsample copies, thus enabling himself to
get good rates for advertising. In order
to answer many queries being received
at the department, Mr. Madden to-day
prepared a circular letter in which he
says:

The department has.not ruled that only
subscriptions paid in advance are legitimate.
There has been no new ruling in this re-
gard. Reasonable credit subscriptions to
legitimate lublications are unobjectionable
under the law and regulations as heretofore.
The report circulated by the National Pub-
lishers' bureau appears to be designed to
embarrass the postal reforms now in progress.

SUSPECT THE GERMANS
BREAKERS AHEAD IN VENEZULKA

Germany Will Inane an Ultimatum
in Three liny* and Send

More Warships.

z Washington, iDeo. 80.—Army and navy
officers are viewing the Venezuelan situa-
tion with acute interest because they
foresee in the plans of Germany to ad-
minister a rebuke to President Castro's
government an attempt at permanent oc-
cupation of some part of Venezuela's ter-
ritory. Such an attempt,, they feel satis-
fied, will lead to entanglements with the
United States and result in military and
naval activities. They are not prepared
to say at this time whether they believe
there will be any actual clash of arms,
but feel that something serious is im-
pending. Venezuela's determination to
resist Germany's demands " makes the
situation all the more serious. It means
that Germany will not only have to estab-
lish a naval blockade, but will.sooner or
later have to land troops or marines.

Pointer From England.

London, Dec. 30. — Commenting on, tihe
London Times' statement from Washing-
ton that persons of considerable im-
portance in official circles there profess
to believe that war between the United
States and Germany- is inevitable, the St.
James Gazette, though it does not believe
that such a disaster will be allowed to
occur over a dispute in r-elation to the
debts of Venezuela to Germany, says that
if it does, there can be no doubt that
British sympathies will be with Amer-
ica. At the same time the Gazette ex-
presses the hope that the United States
will not allow such states as Venezuela to
gain the opinion that they can reckon on
the protection of Monroeism if they
choose to repudiate their obligations to
Europe.

Berlin, Dec. 30.—1t is believed to be
certain that an ultimatum will be issued
within three days and that an attack on
Venezuela will follow directly after. In
addition to the Vineta, the Palke, two
training ships and the cruiser Geier have
been ordered to La Guayra. Meanwhile I
am officially assured that the German
charge 'd'affaires has not left Caracas,
and. that diplomatic relations have not
yet been broken off. An agreement has
been reached between Germany and the
United States in regard to the German
course of action in Venezuela.

SEWELL*S SUCCESSOR
Edward G. Stokes Mar Be Appointed

ALFONSO'S MAJORITY
President Roosevelt to Be Represen-

ted at Spanish Court Festivities.

Washington, Dec. —The president,
through the secretary of state, has ac-
cepted an invitation of the Spanish gov-
ernment for the United States to partici-
pate in the ceremonies in Madrid to cele-
brate the coming of age of King Alfonso,
and has designated Dr. J. L. M. Curry of
this city as the special American envoy.
Dr. Curry has accepted. He was the
United States minister to Spain when the
young king was born.
