HE IS IN CONTEMPT
Supt. of the «Works" Pronounced

Guilty by Full Bench.

BRIGGS' RELEASE WAS THE CAUSE

A Fine of JjUOO Imposed, but Execu-
tion of Sentence Is Stayed

Indefinitely.

Superintendent Al F. McDonald of the
workhouse was fined $100 Saturday for
contempt of court in allowing Fred Briggs
to go down town to have his dental
bridge fixed, and incidentally to disport
himself about town for nearly five hours.
McDonald's jaw fell when he heard the
doom, %ut it lifted again when Judge El-
liott remarked that execution of the
sentence would be stayed indefinitely.

Mr. McDonald was not kept on the grid-
dle very long this morning. When the
full bench had assembled he was called
upon to answer some questions. It was
particularly inquired why Briggs was not
attired in the workhouse garb, like other
prisoners, when he came down town on
that fateful day; for then, in case he
had escaped, he would have been more
easy to trace.

Mr. McDonald naively answered that he
thought it would humiliate Briggs too
much to force him to keep the workhouse
uniform on when he went down town.

It was the unanimous opinion of the six
judges tbat the superintendent was guilty
of contempt of court and that he should be
fined. The sentence was that he pay a
fine of $100, in default of which he bo
confined in jail until the fine was paid,
but not to exceed ninety days. The stay
of execution virtually amounts to placing
McDonald on probation.

FOR NAT'L GUARD
State Association Holds Its Annual

Meeting at St. Paul.

ARMORY BONDS ARE FAVORED

The Association Also Will Work to
Secure More Modern

Arms.

The annual meeting of the Minnesota
Nationa Guard association was held
Saturday in the staet capitol. It was at-
tended by about forty officers of the
state guard. Maj. Oscar Seebach of Red!
Wing, asistant adjutant general and
president of the association, presided and
Major Lv W. Eva of Duluth acted as sec-
retary.

The feature of the morning session,
which was held in the governor's office,
was the report of the executive committee
presented by Major George C. Lambert.
Its legislative recommendations were as
follows:

First—That at the next session of the legis-
lature an amendment to the armory act of
1890 be proposed a.nd vigorously supported,
empowering cities, villages and towns to
l3sue bonds for the purpose of providing ar-
mories for companies of the national guard
stationed within their limits.

Second—That our representatives in con-
gress be requested to support, at this ses-
sion, a bill providing for the appointment of
a commission representative of every state,
to frame and report uniform legislation for
the organization and government of the na-
tional guard of the several states.

Third—That congress provide for the re-
placement of the present ordnance in the
hands of the national guard with the latest
ordnance now 'used by the United States army.

Fourth—That the Spooner provision, grant-
ing extra pay to honorably discharged volun-
teers who have not received the same be
passed without further change or amend-
ment.

At the afternoon asociation In the sen-
ate chamber, the report was discussed and
officers elected.

TIMIDICES
Statement at Variance With

the Report of Inspec-
tor Farr.

Washington, Dec. 30.—Interior depart-
ment officials oonflrm Inspector Farr's
statement of timber trespass on the
White Earth reservation only in part—
that is as to the quantity of illegally cut
timber, which is admitted to have been
8,000,000 feet, according to O'Neill's re-
port. The claim that this agreed with
Farr's report is denied, because Farr in-
spected only one camp and was then taken
away from that work because charges of
scandalous conduct were filed against him.
Farr's statement of the amount of sav-
ing to the Indians also is said to be un-
true.

A high official of the department, who
has full knowledge of all the facts per-
taining to dead-aud-down operations said
to-day that the total value of green tim-
ber cut on the White Earth reservation
was $34,000 —less than half the amount
Farr claims has been saved for the ll-
dians. Of this the Commonwealth Lum-
ber company cut over $31,000 worth, ihe
remainder being divided up among smaller
concerns. The latter have paid the sums
demanded for illegal cutting, but the Com-
monwealth company made no reply to the
latest demand for payment and it is now
considered probable that the case will be
taken into the courts. The price de-
manded for white pine was $5.50 per 1,000
more than the dead-anti-down price and
for Norway $3 per 1,000 more than the
dead-and-down price, making an average
of $4.25 per 1,000 over and above the dead-
and-down price for the entire 8,000,000
feet of green timber. This controverts
previous statements that contractors
would be obliged to pay nearly $50,000 in
addition to the dead-and-down price for
timber illegally cut on the White Earth

Xo Free Trip Allowed.
The Mille Lacs Indians, through Gus, Beaulieu, have asked permission of the mi-

i terior department to send a delegation to
Washington to confer with the depart-
ment about payment for their lands and
other matters of interest to them. The
request will be denied, however, as there
are no new questions at isue between
the Mille Lacs Indians and the govern-
ment, provision having been made for
their removal to White Earth and for the
reservation of their burial grounds. It
is hinted at the department that Beaulieu
wants a free trip to Washington and has
taken this means of getting It.

Twin City Bank Conditions.
The controller of the currency to-day

gave out an abstract of the reports of
national banks in Minneapolis and "St.
Paul on Dec. 10. The Minneapolis ab-
stract shows that the banks had total re-
sources of $30,726,119. Loans and dis-
county amounted to $18,188,841, and cash
reserve to $2,720,414, of which $754,352 was
in gold. Individual deposits aggregated
$13,881,924, and the average reserve held
was 27.48 per cent. The St. Paul banks
had total resources of $29,566,701; loans
and discounts amounting to $12,959,113,
and cash reserve to $2,605,297, of which
$1,653,534 was gold. Individual deposits
aggregated $14,891,008, and the average
reserve held was 37.50 per cent.

HAVE WIDER FIELD
State Bank Privileges Exceed Those

of National Banks

IN THE MATTER OF MAKINGLOANS

Public Examiner Pope's View*on Na-

tional Banka' Movement for
Extension of Privileges.

"Minnesota state banks have a decided
advantage over national banks in the
privileges allowed them by the laws," said
Public Examiner Pope this morning in
discussing the proposition of his towns-
man, Congressman McCleary, to permit
loans on real estate by national banks.
General Pope said further:

The state banking law of Minnesota was
drawn with special reference to conditions as
they exist here. It permits loans on real
estate, under supervision of this department,
and on terminal warehouse receipts, the best
form of collateral security. National banks
realize that in this the state banks have a
great advantage, and they are seeking the
same privileges in this bill of Mr. McCleary's.

Even with this privilege extended, they
would not be so well off as the state banks.
A law applying to national banks must fit
conditions in the manufacturing states of the
east and the cotton states of the south. It
would be impossible to fit every locality. It
would undoubtedly be a 'benefit to the nation-
al banks of Minnesota, and put them in a
more favorable position than at present.

Mr. McCleary discusses the proposition of
Senator Clapp that suoh an act apply only to
cities under a certain population. I think
that -would be impracticable. Such legislation
must be general.

North Dakota is a young
state but ambitious to build up business cen-
ters of her own, which she is gradually doing.

With the tarn of the new year political
affairs are warming up.

Au
effort is being nr.ade u> secure the county
delegation to the state convention for John M.
Cochrane for supreme court justice. Reports
are also in circulation that this is really a
move in favor of other political interests.

Teachers of Little Folk.
The joint session of the kindergarten,

elementary and child study sections was
addressed by Miss Katherine Beebe of
Evanston, who in her address on "'The
School as a Social Center," described the
interesting experiments carried on in the
Dewey school of Kvanston. Three or four
years ago fifty boys from 10 to 14 years of
age were found in the streets. A neigh-
borhood conference about the matter re-
sulted in the decision that the school
ought to be opened at night. The school
bo«ard believed the plans outlined to be
educational, and gave the use of the build-
ing. A reading-room was opened, games
furnished and gymnasium and manual
training classes provided. This resulted
in great good and positive regeneration
in some cases. For the mothers, a sew-
ing club was formed where by their labor
they could secure clothing without being
pauperized. In preparing together the
garments for use, under the direction of
volunteer helpers, they received instruc-
tion, Inspiration and social enjoyment.
The little children were cared for by a
helper while the mothers sewed and j
planned.

In the discussion of the value of school
parties was proclaimed by several kinder-
garten teachers, among them Miss Beebe
and Miss Sarah C. Brooks of St. Paul, but
Miss Brooks entered an emphatic protest
against shows that were shams, that were
not of genuine school work, but were

He believed that educators should
take a reasonable stand, ahead of public
sentiment. He rhought. high school men
all felt a little sorry that football had fas-
tened itself upon them in its present
form but that none cared to make the
attempt to rise and crush it out at a blow.
He recommended restrictions modifying it.
in its dangerous phases and utilizing its
best points towards the building up of the
school itself.

Finding football a necessary evil, Mr.
Shoemaker advised mingling with the
players in order to acquire an influence
over them. The restrictions suggested
were a physician's certificate of physical
soundness, a permit from parents or
guardian, a scholarship certificate, regu-
