CHINESE BANKS

New Way for a Reformer to Become
Influential.

New York, Jan. 10.—The Chineses mer=
chants of this city are much Interested
in the news from Vancouver, B, C., that
the Chinese reformers are about to estab-
lish banks in the Chinatown districts of
several cities in the United States. Huang
Yu Wei, the reformer, is said to be in pos-
sesslon of considerable funds.
