And Its Delegntion of Authority to
the Regents Is Not 1r-
revocable,

Judga O. B. Gould, of the state bbard
of control, denies that he ever conceded
any vested rigats to the state univer-
sity.
grown from a recent interview given out
at Winona, and stated his position to-
day in a letter as follows:

1 have newxer euntertained or expressed the
opinion that the university had vested rights
beyond legislative control. What 1 said to
a Winona reporter was that if the univer-
sity possessed any such rights the board of
control law inight not affect them.

Witbout giving the matter special investiga-
tion -1 have always supposed that the board
of regents of the university was a body cre-
ated to discharge a public duty or funection
for the state and the people thereof; that in
the exercise of the powers conferred upon it
by law It represented the' commonwealth, in
the same sense as other public boards. The
fact that the law declares that board to be
a body politic and corporate, with power to
sue and be sued, contract and be contracted

it differs from other state boards, does not
alter the purpose of its creation. These cor-
porate attributes were doubtless counferred to
facilitate the transaction of its business af-
fairs. The claim that In creating the board
of regents the state irrevocably parted with a
portion of its sovereign authority and vested
the same in that body seems to be untenable.

Railway company project has recently
been revived and it s asserted that the
company is now ready to do business.
Before going any farther, however, the
company wants to be assured of the co-
operation of the citizens and ecity offi-
clals of Anoka, and to that end a mass
meeting in that city has been called for
Saturday evening at the city hall. The
company wants the use of the bridge
across the river near Champlin until Aug.
1, when it promises to have a bridge of
its own completed. It also desires a
right of way through Anoka. Granted
these concessions, the company promises
to have the road in operation by May 1.

The right of way between the Minne-
apolis terminus at Robbinsdale and Cham-
plin has nearly all been purchased.

The company proposes to use com-
pressed air as power.

TWENTY-THREE SUICIDES

The Record of thHe Coromer’'s Office
for 1901,

Coroner Williams' statement of the work
of the coroner’s office for 1901 shows there
was a total of 395 deaths reported. In
1900 the number was 369. There were in
1901, twenty-three suicides. Poison was
the favorite means, ten deaths being
caused thereby. There were seven sui-
cides by pistol shots, two by drowning and
two by hanging. Fifteen deaths resulted
and two from
street car accidents. The coroner held
163 postmortem examinations and twenty-
five inquests.

NO OFFENSE, SAYS

He Holds That Sweeping Violates
Only a Rule of the
Railroad.

Theodore Dumas, aged 14, was arraigned
in the police court yesterday accused of
stealing wheat sweeplngs from freight
cars. The boy said he did not think it
was stealing, as the wheat would other-
wise be wasted.

AMENDMENT

Text of the Change Proposed
by the State Tax Com-
mission.

It Harmonizes the Constitu-
tion With Tax Laws
as Revised.

Following its report, the state tax com-
micsion to-day transmitted to the gover-
nor a constitutional amendment calculated
to harmonize the coustitution with the
laws as shaped by the report. The
amendment reads as follows:

A Dbill for an act proposing amepdments to

/| Sectious 1, 2, 3 and 4 of Article 9 of the Con-

stitution of the State of Minnesota, relating
to taxation, to be enacted by the legislature of
llm_ State of Minnesota,

Section 1. The following amendments to
sections 1, 2, 3 and 4, of article 9, of the
constitution of the state of Minnesota, are
hereby proposed to the people of the state
fol their upproval or rejection; that is to
say, that section 1 of said article 9 be so
amended that the same shall read as follows:

“Bectlon 1. The power of taxation 'shall
never be surrendered or suspended.’”

That section 2 of said article 9 be so amend-
ed that tne same shall read us follows: ‘“‘All
taxes shall be uniform upon the same class
of objects with the territorial limits of the
authority levying the taxes, and shall be
levied and collected under general laws for
public purposes;

That section 3 of said article 9 be so
amended that the same shall read as follows:
“'Section $—The legislature may by general
laws provide for the apportionment to coun-
ties of the amount of revenue to be raised
therein for state purposes, and may in any
law providing for such apportionment, author-
ize counties to select the subjects on which
revenues may be raised thercon for state or
county purposes, and to apportion such reve-
nues among the cities, villages and town-
ships of the ecounty.'”

That section 4 of said article 9 be so amend-
ed that the same shall read as follows: ‘‘See.
4.—The legislature may, by a general law or
special act, authorize a municipal corporation
to levy an assessment for local improvement
upon the property fronting such lmprovement,
or upon the property benefited by such im-
provement, or both, without regard to au-
thorized valuation, and in such manner as the
legislature may provide.

Sec. 2. Each amendment proposed in sec-
tion 1 of this act shall be submitied to the
people for their approval or rejection in the
year 1902, and the qualified voters of the state
in their respective districts may at such elec-
tion vote for or against such anmendments by
ballot, and the returns as to each thereof
shall be made and certified within the time
the said vote is canvassed and declared in

the manner provided by law with refer-
ence to the’ election of said offi-
cers, and 1If it shall appear thereupon

that*the majority of all the voters voting at
such election for or against any one of the
sald proposed amendments of Lhe constitution,
as provided in the next section, have voted
in favor of the same, then the governor shall
make proclamation thereof, and such amend-
ments shall take effect and be enforced as
part of the constitution,

Sec. 3. The ballots used at such election
on the first of said proposed amendments
shall have printed thereon: ‘‘The amendment
to section 1, article 9 of the constitution.
Yes. No.”

And each elector voting on any one of said
proposed amendments shall place a cross
mark in a space to'bé left blank after the
words “Yes, No,”" and shall be counted for
or against the proposition in accordance with
the expressad will of the elector and provided
by-the election laws of this state,

Sec, 4, This act shall take effect and be
enforced from and after its passage.

FREE HEMP

Hansbrough Has an Amend-
ment for Philippine
Tariff Bill.

From The Jowrnal Bureau, Room 45, Fost
Building, Washington.

Washington, Jan. 11.—Senator Hans-
brough, in examining the Philippine tar-
ifi bill, discovered that it provides for
a combined export and import duty of
$27.50 a ton on hemp. He has been ad-
vised by a member of the Philippine
committee that this will be reduced to
$12.50 a ton on exports from the Philip-
pines and $7.50 per ton on imports into
the United States, equal to the $20 im-
pert duty in the Dingley law. He will
offer an amendment Monday providing
that all imports of hemp and other vege-
table fibers, except cotton, the product
of the Philippines, shall be admitted at
ports of the United States free.

“The reason for suggesting this legisla-

tion is that I find that an import duty on
hemp does not serve to proteet an in-
dustry that amounts to anything in the
United States,” saild Senator Hansbrough
to-day. ‘‘But 6,000 tons of hemp were pro-
duced in the United States in 1899, as
against 11,500 tons in 1890, and 76,000 tons
of hemp and flax in 1860. There is no flax
produced in the Philippines.”
Senator Hansbrough takes the ground
that in the matter of hemp there is noth-
ing to protect in this country and in view
of the fact that hemp is one of the num-
merous raw products used in making bind-
ing twine, when it can be had at reason-
able prices, it is essentially a product
which can be admitted free from the Phil-
ippines and which ought to be a subject
of reciprocity with other countries. In
this he thinks he is following the recom-
mendations of the late President McKin-
ley and of President Roosevelt.

BIBLES FOR IMMIGRANTS

Newly Arrived Foreigners Are Duly
Furnished With Copies.

The Outlook.

Confessedly the igmlgrant problem is
one of the most difficult with which we
have to deal, because so many of those
coming to us from other lands are not
intelligent Christians. They have not
been taught, and many of them never
possessed a copy of the Scriptures. The
New York Blble society tries to place the
whole or a portion of ithe Bible into the
hands of such immigrant landing at Ellis
island without the Scriptures. Mr. Ern-
est Jackson, the immigrant agent, has met
the 816 vessels that have arrived there
within the last year. These vessels
bréught 410,107 immigrants to this coun-
try—11,007 more than came the previous
year—whose poverty, ignorance and lack
of Christianity cause serious apprehen-
slons in regard to the future welfare of
our country. Realizing that ‘the best
remedy for these evils of error and ig-
norance is the knowledge of the way of
life revealed in the Gospel, the Scriptures
in whole or part are offered to them.
The soclety gave to these Immigrants 22,-
074 volumes in twenty-one different
tongues. The largest number of these,
5,013, were given to German immigrants,
and the net largest, 4,790, to Swedes.
Many of these immigrants go through the
gateways of New York to all parts of the
country, but most remain here. No one
can doubt that it is a good thing to greet
strangers coming among us with a copy of
the Bible. The Bible society also visited
1,044 vessels in the harbor.of New York
and supplied the crews with 8,764 vol-
umes, of which 1,105 men were on vessels
supplied for the first time, and 78 new
vessels were supplied. The largest num-
ber, 4,705, were presented to Americans,
and the next, 2,712, were supplied to Brit-
ish sailors. Besides this the society’s
agents visited 16,871 houses containing
£4,235 families and servants, where they
placed 4,388.volumes, mostly with those
who were destitute. Such work deserves
richly the support and encouragement of
all good people. The flgures given in
the reports of the New York Bible society
show that the work is being carried on
with energy. o
