council for the purpose of requesting 
ihem to u s e their efforts in having the 
§36,000 stumpago money paid t o them as 
soon a s poss ible . T h i s amount was de­
posited to t h e credit of Agent Michelet 
la November, and h e was instructed t o 
disburse i t pro rata among a l l resident 
In/dians of the W h i t e Earth reservation, 
but before th i s could be commenced, a 
certa in fact ion of the Indians circulated 
a pet i t ion pretes t ing against the partici­
pation of the Pembinas. Otter Tal l P i l lag­
ers and o thers , •who were not considered 
Mississ ippi Ohlppewas, sharing In th i s 
fund. 

This pet i t ion, wlhieh was sent to t h e in ­
ter ior department, w a s the cause of sus ­
pending the payment unti l an opinion by 
the United S ta tes attorney general could 
be obtained a s to what particular Indians 
were entit led. The members of the coun­
cil s trongly protested aga ins t t h e action 
of the pet i t ioners , a s they fear the pay-5 

ment will now be indefinitely delayed. 
The recent policy of Indian Commis­

s ioner Jones to individual ize t h e Indian* 
has met w i t h universal approval in t h i s 
locality. The in tenton Is to pay each In­
dian, who i s capable of transact ing h i s 
own affairs, all that i s due h im from the 
government, affording him the opportunity 
of striking out for himself, and seggre-
gat ing his in teres t s from that of the 
tribe. A pet i t ion for this purpose i s now 
being circulated amontg the Indians, re ­
questing congress t o take ac t ion t h e pres­
ent session. 

The old people's (home, recent ly e s tab­
l ished by Special Agent McNichols for the 
old, sick and helples Indians, Is meet ing 
with approval. Many of those who have 
been in need have taken refuge there, 
and t h e government's policy i s highly 
commended.
