TAKES SELF-DENIAL 
What Local Workmen Say of An­

drew Carnegie's Proposition. 

CAN A WORKMAN SAVE MONEY? 

S o m e A n s w e r t h e Q u e s t i o n i n t h e 
. A f f i r m a t i v e — O t h e r s I n t h e 

.... > N e g a t i v e . ...* ..»..; 

Can a workman, the master of -a trade, 
support his family in comfor.tand put .by 
enough of h i s earnings from y e a r ' to 
year to assure himsel f of, a competence 
in h is declining years? Andrew Carnegie 
says a workman can. Minneapolis work­
men, however, do not uniformly agree 
with Mr. Carnegie. 

Last? Tuesday at the twenty-s ix th an­
niversary of the railroad branch of the 
Y. M. C. A. of New York city, Mr. Car­
negie was the principal speaker, and h# 
made the uses of wealth and the condition 
of labor his themes. He declared • that 
there never was a nation so splendidly 
s i tuated a s ours is at .this moment in re ­
gard to labor, and expressed the senti^ 
ment that every sober, capable and wi l l ­
ing man finds employment at . wages 
which, wi th thrift and a good wiite to 
manage, should enable him to go far 
toward laying up a competence for h i s old 
age. Presumably Mr. Carnegie's remarks 
were meant to epply to every l eg i t imate 
craft. 

The opinion a m o n g men in Minneapolis 
who naturally would be .credited . w i t h 
good judgment in this matter i s ahbut 
equally divided, w i t h the preponderance 
of testimony in fayor of Mr. Carnegie's 
contention. • 

•A P l u m b e r ' s V i e w . 

Says John Rogan, business agent of the 
Plumbers' union: 

Mr. Carnegie overstates the. case, In my 
opinion. My observations would not'lead me 
to any such conclusion and I believe there 
are but few in Minneapolis labor circles who 
will support his statement. I do not believe 
it is possible for a man getting wages of from 
$2 to $4 a day to support his family properly, 
educate his children, provide for them- in 
sickness and get the proper degree of enjoy­
ment out of life, and at the same time to 
save enough money to give him a living in 
his old age. I do not know of any Buch 
cases in Minneapolis. A man might do this 
under exceptional circumstances and with all 
the conditions favoring him, but few men do 
it. "Workmen's families have sickness the 
same as other men's, and often the savings 
of two or three years are swept away by a 
single case of sickness. 

J. B. Mullane, plumber and delegate to 
the building trades council, takes prac­
t ical ly the same v iew of the case. Even 
a plumber at $4 per day can do very l i t ­
t le better than l ive comfortably and edu­
cate h is children under the present con­
dit ions of l iv ing i n this country he holdg. 

O p i n i o n o f J . H . E l l i s . 
J. H. El l i s , deputy labor commissioner, 

takes a somewhat different v iew Of the 
case than the above. While admitt ing 
that i t is a difficult proposit ion, , he be­
l i eves that Mr. Carnegie has stated no 
impossible proposition. But i t is rarely 
that a workman is m e t with who has the 
grit and the thrift to fulfill the condi­
t ions he thinks. It means to much 
self-denial to the average man. But that 
it can be done, he says , is amply proved by 
the cases of some of the old-t ime Workmen 
of Northeast Minneapolis. He knows sev ­
era l there who own their homes and have 
money in the bank. 

"I t C a n B e D o n e . " 

Says Wil l iam J. Oker, former president 
of the carpenters union and superintend­
ent of building operations at the new c i ty 
hall: 

Yes, it can be done, but there are hot many 
•that do it. Let a man start early to save 
money, then marry .the right woman and let 
both school themselves to self-denial and 
thrift, and they can bring up a family in 
good shape and save enough money to keep 
them in comfort in their old age. But it isn't 
often that this is done. The average man 
can not stand the strain. He wants to see top 
much life and live in a style that his means 
do not warrant. Of the fifty or sixty men 
that have been in my employ the past year 
there are not more than three or four that 
even own their own homes. The rest l i fe 
from hand to mouth, and that in my observa­
tion is the general rule among all crafts. But 
the right kind of a man, given a thrifty wife 
and continued health, can do it. 

A C o n t r a c t o r ' s S t a n d p o i n t . 

H. N. Leighton the well known con­
tractor, agrees more nearly wi th Mr* 
Carnegie than any of the others quoted. 
He thinks Mr. Carnegie has stated noth­
ing more than the facts so far as the s i tu­
ation in Minneapolis is doncerned. But 
he admits that i t requires rigid se l f -de­
nial as, wel l as industry and thrift oh the 
part of every member of the family to ful­
fill the conditions. Says Mr. Leighton: , 

What I have done myself is certainly pos­
sible to many others. I began work In Min­
neapolis at $2 per day and put in the first 
five years at that wage. I had a wife and 
three children and lived in two rooms in a 
house in North Minneapolis. But I lived in 
comparative, comfort and saved one-half of 
my wages every month. The fact that.I had 
bought a house on the installment plan and 
had to pay $20 a month on it I suppose was 
a powerul inspiration to me. This, in my 
estimation, is what every workman should 
do instead of being eternally paying rent..

State Labor Commissioner John O'fDon-
nel l p laces himself among/flhe -doubters on 
the Carnegie -proposition. I He s a y s : 

If a member of a praft could get going 
wages clear through the year; I can. se*e how 
it would bo possible for him to meet all 
legitimate calls upon his earnings and save 
something for the future. But>with three or 
four months of the year without steady work, 
as is the general rule throughout the "country 
among the building craft, I do not, believe 
it is possible for a man, save under excep­
tional circumstances;-'^ get much, ahead. I 
can not now recall fafly -Instance, -among my 
acquaintances in Minneapolis; Where it has 
been done f t h l n k you would^ find that it was 
accomplished through fortunate' investment or 
by speculation, and riot by slow savings bank 
accretions.
