FIRES IN FORESTS

Improvements in Protective Service
Are Suggested.

.

REORGANIZING THE TIMBER FORCE

Commissioner Shows Forests May Be
Beilter.Preserved If Congress
Grants More Money,

Washington, ' Jan. 20.—Land Commis-
sloner Hermann in his request for an in-
crease in the appropriation for the for-
est reserve service for the current year
from §$300,000 to $500,000, says the ap-
propriation at his disposal has been in-
sufficlent and has been used almost en-
tirely for pretectlon of the forest re-
serves agalust fires. He says:

In additlon to -what may be classed as tem-.
porary measures for the preservation of the
forest reserves—placing a force of raugers In
each of them—permanent improvaments ol
Importance could be wccomplished with the
smn.uskvd for. Among them are:

First—Complete blocking out or surveylng
of all forest reserves. This work will be done
by the forest force, beginning with those
parts where the greatest amount of business
demands the most attention. So far nothing
of this kind bhas been attempted.

Second--Measuring or estimating timber
ubead of actual purchase, so that there may
be uwu longer delay when applicatlons are
wade therefor.

Third—Opening ways of communication.
Though something of this kind has been doue
successfully in a few localitles, and with in-
different results in others, the reserves, as a
whole, are largely Inacessible areas, and all
patrgl work is proportionately difficult and
unsatisfactory.

Among the changes in the regular busi-
ness the department bas decided that no
timber applications will be comsidered in
the future wbere a proper location and
=atisfactory marking and measuring is not
assured. This alone, with the constantly
fucreasing demand tor timper ln aud about
most of the reserves, will require at least
one-fourth more men-—men of experience
in timber busivess—and will mean that
these men will be held not merely for
two mooths o summer, since it 1s largely
in the winter season that the timber
business Is carried on.

Timber Force Reorganlzation,

It is proposed with the additional
smount asked for to reorganize the tim-
ber force into superintendents, supervi-
sors, inspectorz, head rangers, rangers,
three classes, for the employment of scal-
ers and for the purchase of instruments
wod tools, with a reservation of $20,000
#s an emergeucy fund for fires. The work
of the superintendents and supervisors
will be largely the same as that per-
formed in the past. Four inspectors to be
appointed will move wherever assigned to
duty. The lack of competent inspection
in the past has encouraged frauva, accord-
ing to the commissioner, involving serious
loss to the government and the most care-
less, wanton destruction of timber in lo-
calities where need for the material ex-
ists now and is “vonstantly growing.

The grading of rangers into tiree classes
is intended Lo secure better work by pros-
pect of promotion. Higher salaries will
te paid, based cn the fact that in many
localities they lwve been underpaid. For
instance, a ranger in the Black Hills is
expected to serve early and late, includ-

Growth of Beet Sugar Industry.

The department of agriculture finds that
the beet sugar industry in the United
States has doubled twelve Llimes since
1892, in which year there were six fac-
tories, with an aonual output of lz.unu
tons. The advance year by year has
been steady, and it is estimated by de-
partment experts that the crop for 1901-2
will amount to 150,000 tons, there being
now thirty-nine factories In the country.
In 1892 this Industry was carrled on only
west of the Mississippi river, three of
the eix factories then in operation being
in Californla, two in Nebraska, and one
in Utah. The recent census shows that
in 1900 the number of factorfes in Cali-
fornia had increased to eight, in Nebraska
to three, and in Utah to four. Besides,
the industry had been taken up with vary-
ing degrees of success in nine
states: ten factoriss were in operation In
Michigan, now the leading bheet sugar
state of the country; three had been es-
tablished in New York and Colorado, each,
and single factories in Ohie, Illmolq '\llu-
nesota, New Mexico, Oregon and \\ashmg-

ton. The capltal invested in this In-
dustry in 1900 was, in round numbers,
$21,000,000,
