Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Jan. 24. 
—Up to noon to-day the wheat market showed 
the narrowest range seen for some time. May 
was a shade firmer a t the opening at 76%@ 
75%e, but dropped to 75%c. Chicago was 
very dull. Lit t le change was noted in the 
general situation. In the extreme .north­
west the weather turned colder, but the 
southwest was cloudy and more precipitation 
was reported in places. Kansas' City was 
•sery sick on corn. One thousand cars are 
reported there in a blockade. There is scarce­
ly any demand. The southwest which so 
long led the strength now helps In the gen­
eral bearlshnesa'. Both corn and oats were 
Yi eaker and unsettled in trend. Liverpool was 
firm at first, but closed ysd lower. Renewed, 
reports came, via London, of injury to 
wheat in southern Russia, and Broomhall 
cabled less favorably about Argentine, say­
ing it is again very dry in places. Argentine 
shipments for the week were 264,000 bushels, 
against 36,000 last week and 168,000 a year 
ago. 

Primary receipts were 412,000 bushels, 
against 372,000 last year, and shipments 217,-
000 against 260,000. Clearances wheat and 
flour 430,000 bushels. Minneapolis received 
221 oars against 173 last year, and Duluth 84 
against 24. 

The Modern Miller says the wheat crop has 
beeu greatly benefited by a liberal fall o'f 
snow or rain in a large par t of the winter 
wheat belt. There has, however, been little 
precipitation in Texas, portions of Oklahoma 
and southwestern Missouri, where the drought 
Is unabated and the crop suffering. The plant 
e l s e w h e r e la g e n e r a l l y w e l l pro tec ted by s n o w . 
The farmers of the southwest a re still with­
holding wheat from sale and the movement 
in other sections is l igh t Bradstreet 's figures 
for wheat and flour exports are this week, 
8,640,000 bubhels; last week, 4.469,000; last 
year, 4,439,000. 

The market closed fractionally firmer, May 
a t 76%o, July 76%@77c, and January 75&c. 
Chicago May closed a t 79%@79^ie.
