HIS WORK RECALLED

Public Memorial Services for the
Late Wm., McKinley

AT THE METROPOLITAN THEATER

Addresses by Rev. Dr. J. 5. Mont-
gomery and Commander-in
Chief Torrance,

Public memorial services for the na-
tion's third martyred president, the late
William McKinley, were held yesterday at
the Metropolitan theater, Minneapolis, and
at the People’s church, St. Paul. Both
meetings were well attended and at both
the patriotic temper of the audlence was
clearly shown in the close attention paid
to the speakers.

Williamn Henry Eustls, chairman of the
Minnesota auxiliary to the Natlonal Me-
presided over the
Minneapolis meeting, and addresses were
made by Rev, Dr. J. 8. Montgomery, pas-
tor of Wesley M. E, church, and by Ell
Torrance, commander-in-chief of the G.
A, R. TFrank Nye, who was to have de-
livered an address, was detained at his
home by illness, and Commander Torrance
filled his place on the program.

At the St. Paul meeting, Governor 8. R.
Van Sant presided, and speeches were
made by H. F. Stevens and Rev. Dr. D. L.
Rader, pastor of the First Methodist
church. Unfortunately the People's
church, in which the St. Paul meeting was
held, was not well heated, and the audi-
ence shivered throughout the program.

In opening the Minneapolis meeting,
Chairman Rustis eulogized the dead presi-
dent briefly, and announced that the meet-
ing had been called for a double purpose:
First, to afford the people of the city an
opportunity to pay their respects publicly
to the memory of the departed executive,
and, secondly, to aid the Memorial asso-
ciation. A collection was taken up near
the close of the meeting, for this last pur-
pose, the amount ralsed being about $100.

Rev. J. 8. Montgomery took as his sub-’
ject “The Inspiration of a Noble Life.
1o part he sald:

The aroma of William McKinley's life was
courtesy, but fools called it compromise. The
spirit of his life was the gift of heaven's
grace. His.was the poetry of conduct. He
never struck with a rod nor abused with an
unking word. Amid the countless vicissitudes
of publle life, William McKinley preserved a
pure and an exalted integrity, a dauntless
virtue, a supreme devotlon to truth, and all
these were leavened with a simplicity that at
cnee drew to him the esteem of the greatest
statesmen and the love of little children. His
was a rare nature. In it were joined the
strength of a glant and the delicacy of child-
hood. He was one and the same man whether
he moved in the company of the great or
joined in the play of the nursery. His was
the strength of great repose. When he stooped
it was not the weak passivity of & reed by
the wayside. It was not the ylelding of an
invertebrate, but the submission of a splen-
did will. He had the power to kneel; he de-
clared his right to stand. He stood In the
world’s eye.

Judge Torrance referred to the martyred
president as the friend of little children
and of womanhood, and spoke of the love
he bore for the men who had fought with
him in the ecivil war against the south;
and of his admiration for the men Wwho
had fought against him in that struggle.
No other man, the commander thought,
had done more to bring about good feel-
ing between the survivors of the two
armies. L

ELEVATORS TO GO UP

Outlook Is for More Elevators Than
Last Yeaxs,

The year 1902 will be the best ever
known in elevator huilding, if present in-
dications are borne out. Firms that
make a specialty of elevator construction
report inquiries much more frequent thao
at this time last year. “For the north-
west in general the outlook 1s for a con-
siderable increase almost entirely made
up of new work, with some remodeling
and enlarging. .

W. R. Sinks, of the Barnett & Record
company, says that while alittle early
yet, it is safe to say there will be much
business in the elevator construction line
this summer. “Jast year,” said Mr.
Sinks, “‘our firm erected storage capaclty
for 9,000,000 bushels locally and in terri-
tory nearby. Of this about 2,500,000 was
wood construction, the wood golng into
small country houses principally. Locally
our firm put dap houses of about 8,000,000
bushels capacity. I belleve the coming
geason will see these figures passed. Sev-
eral local firms heve made inquiries look-
ing towards additions and some new

FAVORS TAX BILL

lcoEs

Representative Peterson Would Pass
It as a Whole.

OTHER SOLONS FAVOR 'DELAY

There Is a General Opinion, How-
ever, in Favor of the
Amendments,

Members of the legislature do not agree
regarding proper action on the tax bill.
J. A. Peterson, of the Hennepin delega-
tlon, comes out strongly in favor of the
measure as a whole. Among other mem-
bers there seems to be a lack of informa-
tion or a disposition to submit the amend-
ments and delay action on the bill itself.
This appeared from a collection of inter-
views which were published by the Trib-
une vyesterday morning from Hennepin
oounty members ol the legislature. Pos-
sibly a significant thing in connection
with the Tribune’s idea of a concensus of
opinion lies in the fact that when Mr.
Peterson was asked for his views on the
tax measure, he made a strong declara-
tion in favor of it. This was given to
the Tribune but was not published with
the other Interviews. Mr. Peterson sald
in that interview:

Mr. FPeternom’s Views,

We are now working under a tax Jaw that
is grossly unjust. It catches all the property
of the poor and lets the wealthy escape.
Under our present system a laboring man
must pay an outrageously high tax on his
home, while wealthy corporations that pay
large dlvidends almost entirely escape. Within
the last ten years in the city of Minneapolis
a large number of tracts of real estate have
practically been confiscated by the high taxes
levied. A business man who engages in a
manufacturing or mercantile enterprise suf-
fers because his goods are on his shelves and
can be viewed and levied on by the assessor,
while the money sharp and capitalist has his
property in such shape that the assessor, as
the law now stands, cannot reach him.

The ecode recommended by the commission
wlll go very far to correct this state of affairs.
At the last session of the legislature it was
conceded by everyone that our tax laws must
be corrected. The need was considered so
urgent that everybody asked for a speclal
gesgion. The regular sesslon was shortened
that this might be done without extra ex-
pense. The tax law proposed by the rom-
mission is conceded to be good, It has been
eompiled from the best efforts of other states
Unless we pass o new tax law we will be far
behind other states in this respect, and we
will soon fee! it in & business way, for the
present Inequality In the levying of taxes
will ecertainly be injurious. It would be wise
to pass the amendments to the constitution
proposed, but that is no reason why we
ghould not pass the tax bill. Is it not absurd
really to argue that because in its report
the commission recommends some amend-
ments to the constitution, therefore the en-
actment of the whole tax bill should be post-
poned. Yes, I agreo with the commission in
the amendments it proposes to the constitu-
tion, but I also agree with it when if recom-
mends the tax code. I believe in being con-
gistent. If we teke the word of the commis-
gion in one case, why not in the other. The
state has hired them and paid them and
trusted them, and I fall to sec where they
have not done good work. It is concaded as
I understand it, quite generally, that the pro-
posed law is an improvement, then why post-
pone 1t? The proposed law provides for a
permanent tax commission. 'The work of thie
commission is finished. They have made
their report. As to the merger question, I
cannot see what that has got to do with
the tax code, and for that reason do not care
to discuss it in this connection. There is8 no
need of making any big legislative expense.
We can sit fifteen days without making any
more expense than has been {ncurred in
former years when there wae no extra session.
The permanent tax commission provided for
in the proposed law can present to the next
regular sesslon in January any amendments
that may be neceesary after amending the
constitution. In fact, that is what the perma-
nent tax commission is for. If we pass the
proposed law we will get everything that we
could get by postponement, and we will ger
much more, for we will get immedlate rellef
from the unjust taxation that we now have
and what i4 as valuahle, we will get an
opportunity to correct any mistakes before
making a second assessment; while if the
bill is passed at a regular session we must
wait two years.

For these reasons I cannot see any logle
in suggestions made for postponement. Until
more valid reasons are given I shall do all
in my power to pass the bill.

WHAT OTHER MEMBERS SAY -~

Some Are Favorable, Some Dublous
and Some Silent.

Opponents of the nmew tax bill are re-
celving support from a large element
which does not want to kill the bill, but
put it over till the regular session.

Their argument is that the bill reported
is not drawn according to the ideas of the
commission at all. Senator Potter sug-
gests that the extra session pass the con-
stitutlonal amendments and submit them
to the people next fall, then continue the
tax commision, and have them report to
the next legislature a bill embodying all
their ideas.

Lowell P, Jepson (Rep.) senator from
the forty-fourth district thinks it might
be wise to pass the bill and then secure
the necessary constitutional amendments
later. Senator Jepson has studied the
bill earefully, and he has high praise for
the ability displayed in its recommenda-

tions. Says Mr. Jepson:
It is evident that the tax commission has

given the subject thorough consideration, and
the report shows evidence of great abllity
on its part. And it is also very evident that
the commission has glven the best it could
within the lmits placed. upon it by the con-
stitution. I am in favor of an amendment to
the proposed bill leaving the exemption where
it iz now, at $100. But ian't it possible to pass
the bill, with some amendments and then
to make the constitutional amendments  de-
sirable? ~

I expect to support the bill very nearly
as it now is—that is, with very few amend-
ments—but at the same time I am in favor
of submitting to the people the opportunity
of voting on tho constitutional amendments.
That commission was hidebound, and they
admit in thelr report that they were greatly
restricted in their personal judgment by the
constitution.

Arthur W. Warnock, for a number of
yearsassistant manager of the advertising
department of The Journal, has
severed that connection to accept the po-
sition of business manager of the Com-
mercial West, in association with H. V.

inflammable cargo such as cotton or hay.
‘Of course, belng near the oll fleld we can
get fuel oil very low, but after uslng it
1 most honestly state that if oil cost me
more than coal I would not go back to
coal as long as I could get ofl.
.. It is an ideal tuel, and I urge all owners
of barges, tugs, lighters, steamboats and
steam vessels to convert them at once to
oll burners, and 'be free from irrespon-
sible and incompetent stokers, and reduce
the danger from fire.
