The Metropolitan theater was throngedjwith 
curious "women yesterday afternoon, ami in 
among the fair sex were a few equally curious 
men. The occasion was the lecture on beauty 
by Mme. Yale, and her hints and sugges­
tions were noted with nods of satisfaction and 
approbation. 

Mme. Yale is a wonderful woman, and her 
statement in : regard to her age was received 
with credulous gasps, for not a woman in the 
audience could believe that the fresh-faced, 
graceful woman on the stage counted her 
years to 51, and they listened more eagerly 
than ever as, she:,«xplalned how she had pre­
served her youth. 

The lecture, or talk, for Mme. Yale talks 
with such delightful informality that it was 
more enjoyable than a lecture, was divided 
into three parts. In the first 'Mme, Yale spoke 
of the Importance of retaining a woman's 
beauty and of the influence that the mind 
and disposition have on the face. Temper, 
discontent, selfishness and all other unpleas­
ant emotions leave their lines on the face, 
and the woman -who would be beautiful must 
be "nappy, cheerful and sunny. The proper 
treatment of a husband was also mentioned, 
and wives were urged to guard their tongues 
if they would avoid unpleasant discussions. 
The atmosphere of the home is dependent on 
the wife, and she should do all in her power 

*to keep it pleasant. 
Baths and diet play an important part in 

health, and fcealth is beauty. Mme. Yale ad­
vocates drinking several glasses of water be­
fore each meal and a corresponding amount 
before retiring. At least a Quart of water a 
day should be drunk. Every woman should 
also learn to breathe correctly, and it is 
marvelous to notice, how few women know 
h o w t o u s e t h e i r l u n g s . 

The physical development and the training 
of the muscles were the subjects of the sec­
ond part of the talk, and Mme. Yale wore a 
short skirt that She might give her audience 
a h int o n w a l k i n g a n d poise . H e r i m i t a t i o n s 
of the aWkward attitudes and walks which so 
many women affect were yery clever, and 
every woman in the audience vowed to pay 
closer attention to the way she carried her­
self in the future. Exercises tor developing 
the muscles In the. different parts of the body 
and for securing grace were shown, as well 
as the correct positions for walking, standing 
and sitting. 

The lecture closed with a few simple direc­
tions for securing a good complexion, and the 
directions were as sensible as they were 
simple. 

Mme. Yale's costumes are always worthy of 
note, and she first appeared in a gown of 
blue-green 3ilk with an overdress of black 
lace which had panels glittering with gilt 
sequins inserted. For the last part of her 
talk she wore a Dink satin trimmed in a 
unique fashion with lace. 

The audience was a democratic one. and 
women of wealth jostled against working 
girls. The gray-haired grandmother was as 
interested in beauty as the schoolgirl, and all 
of them received valuable hints which they 
have vowed to follow.

The interest of the picture-buying public 
in the Fournier exhibition is a gratification 
to. all citizens interested. In the artistic de­
velopment of the city, for it means that.suit­
able inducements will be afforded to artists 
to take up their residence here or to send 
their pictures here for exhibition. 

Another important sale has been made from 
Mr. F o u r n i e r ' s co l l ec t ion and t h e p ic ture i s 
already hanging on the walls of the hand­
some residence where it is to remain perma­
nently. It is one of the most important and 
satisfactory of the admirable group of Vene­
tian pictures in which the artist has reached 
the highest point in his art. The picture is 
a large canvas showing the Grand canal in 
the early morning light and is full of healthy 
and delightful feellng i virile and -correct 
techniquo and fresh and exquisite color. The 
fine management of the imposing buildings 
illustrates, the painter's skill in composition 
and his Tnastery of architectural drawing 
•with i t s i n a n y e x a c t i o n s . 

Mr. Fournier has in prospect several other 
sales that will undoubtedly be closed before 
the pictures are removed from their present 
exhibition room at Bradstreet's, where Mr. 
Fournier will entertain about seventy-five of 
his friends to-morrow afternoon and even­
ing at an informal reception in the exhibition 
g a l l e r y . B y r e q u e s t h e h a s d e c l d e d \ t o c o n ­
t i n u e t h e e x h i b i t i o n unt i l S a t u r d a y e v e n i n g . 

In some respects the annual exhibition of 
the Pennsylvania Academy, which opened for 
the seventy-first time last <week in Phila­
delphia ' Is the most important art event. of 
the season. It summarizes more completely 
than any other single exhibition in the coun­
try the progress and achievement of current 
American art. The show this year is the 
most notable in five years. In the collection 
are 745 exhibits, 439 paintings in oils, 60 
pieces of sculpture and 312 water colors, of 
which G6. are etchings by Whistler. 

George De Forest Brush's portrait group 
of Mrs. Goodwin and sister has the place 
of honor. Although the subject differs from 
his previous family groups, the composition 
is the same. To the right of it is Abbey's 
interesting picture, "The Pennance of Elea­
nor Duchess of Gloucester," from the Pan-
American exhibition. To the left of the honor 
picture is a fine, large landscape with twi­
light effect, by Charles H. DaVis. 

Sargent sends a strong, lifelike portrait 
bust of G. M. Williamson, a portrait of a 
child, and a little nude figure piece entitled 
"Innocence Abroad," showing a family group 
idling on a sunny beach. The painter also 
shows a design in plaster for his decoration, 
"The Redemption," for the Boston public 
library. 

Among the notable portraits are Eastman 
Johnson's' portrait of John D. Rockefeller, 
Cecilia Beaux's portrait of Mrs. Phelps 
Stokes, and Alexander's portrait of Newbold 
Mqrris. Milton Lockwood sends five portraits, 
one of them a group of children which is 
full of charm. Anna E. Klumpke's portrait 
of Rosa Bonheur is given a prominent place 
in one of the smaller galleries. 
, Other important canvases are by Winslow, 
Homer, John S. Sargent, Gari Melchers, Wal­
ter McEwen, Childe Hassam, Elizabeth 
Nourae, Douglas Volk, Horatio Walker, H. 
W. Ranger, Alexander Harrison, D. W. 
Tryon, Bruce Crane, and many others. Alexis 
Fournier has there his last salon picture, 
"Crepuscle." The canvas is, as its title 
states, a twilight scene—a shepherd with his 
flocks near a cliff by the sea. Over the black 
horizon has just risen the yellow moon, while 
in the foreground there is a subtle sugges­
tion of the departing daylight. The composi­
tion is one of extreme delicacy and power. 

At the annual exhibition of the Academy 
of Design in New York the practice of open­
ing the gallery for a free view on Sun­
day afternoons' has been a very great suc­
cess. In threa hours one afternoon 1,400 per­
sons entered the gallery and enough cata­
logues were sold to more than pay the run­
ning expenses. The Bales have been twenty-
six pictures at an average price of ?400 
apiece. The Clarke prize this year was 
won by Elliott Dangerfleld with his "Thc-
Story of the Madonna," which shares with 
Irving Wiles' portrait of Julia Marlowe the 
places of honor. 

The first Hallgarten prize went to Irving 
Co-use for his "Peace Pipe," an Indian sub­
ject, and Will Foote won the second Hall­
garten prize. 

After living seventeen years in Fiance, Wil­
liam Frederick Macmonnles, the* sculptor, 
has returned to New York city to work and 
live. ' His wife and two young daughter*,, 
whom he left in Normandy, will follow him as 
soon as the season of fair and smooth voy­
ages across the Atlantic comes. 

"I have come back," Mr.. Macmonnles said 
to a New York Sun reporter, "because . I 
was homesick." 

When asked if he was a citizen of France, 
the sculptor seemed a trifle indignant. 

"No, indeed," he replied. "I was born In 
this city and passed my boyhood here and 
I have always been a citizen of the United 
States. I have never; been able to understand 
how an American could go abroad and stay 
all his life and become a citizen of a foreign 
country. I am very glad to get back and am 
happier here to-night than I would be in any 
other place in the world. 

"I have no definite plan yet a s t o where my 
studio and house will be, buf\shall attend 
to that soon. It is probable that hereafter 
the greater part of my work will be done in 
the city. I am going to travel here, too, and 
see this very beautiful country, my own coun­
try. % 

"I lived In France seventeen years as a 
student and as a practicing sculptor because 
I thought it was necessary and best for my 
work. There isTthe best school in the w,orld 
for sculpture and painting. It is not enough 
to remain there just through the student 
years. One must do at least a part of his 
serious work under the direct influence of 
that school and with the enthusiastic com­
panions in art that are not to be found any­
where else in the world In such numbers. 
The best surgeon is the one who trains him­
self where there are the most orportunlties 
for seeing and knowing about directly the 
wonderful things in surgery ahd that is true 
of the sculptor and the artist. Each mus^ 
work for a long time in the very hotbed of 
bisr art or profession. 

"In that way the sculptor and the artist 
get to understand the reason for things and 
learn why a thing is good' or bad. And then 
with the training of years in the best school 
let the man return to his own country and 
apply what he has learned to its reeds."
